ing JGouth Koreans. Units withdrawing to the bowdary area were

Thus, there remains a considexsble grewmid force of widely
differing levels of experience and training available for defense:
an estimated 102,000 wmder effective operational control (including

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86,000 replacaments remaining from those believed in training in
.id-s.m.

Reports of truck oonvoys moving south from the Manchurian

b, Possible Chinese Commmmist Involvements

"Yangtse River* as a unit cover name in radio cosmunications of the
North Koreans and of the Chinese Commmmists in Manchuria suggests
the posaibility of close liaison,
