No contact, other than with 
isolated deserter prisoners, has h e n  made with any of these units since 
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before the Communist mid-April offensive.

a T ong with the since-withdrawn 66th Army from the North China Military 
Area command. aving borne tho almost continuous brunt df the earlier 
campaigns, their strength and effectiveness i s  believed to be greatly
