When using a DLP or renote program
the use of the CALTIME, ONTI ME, SETDATE and TI MEDATE commands can
cause problems. In addition the function keys AUTO CAL OV OFF, SET
DATE and Tine Date can cause problens due to crossing fromthe 20th
to the 21st century.
