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About This Guide

This guide describes how to unpack, set up, and attach cables to the IBM 8275
Model 416 High Performance Ethernet Workgroup Switch, and to ensure that the
hardware is operating correctly.

Who Should Use This Guide

This guide is intended for the person responsible for installing the 8275-416. It is
assumed that this person is familiar with installing networking hardware on desktops
or shelves or mounting it in equipment racks, as well as handling and attaching
Ethernet cables and power cords.

How to Proceed
1. Read “Appendix A. Safety Information” on page 19 and “Appendix B. Notices” on

page 25 before installing the 8275-416.

2. Go to Chapter 1 and read “Before You Begin” for the information that you will
require before beginning the installation.

3. Go to “Detailed Installation Instructions” on page 3 and follow the detailed
step-by-step instructions. The following summary lists the installation steps you
will follow:

v Step 1. Unpack and verify the contents.

v Step 2. Read the safety instructions.

v Step 3. Familiarize yourself with the front panel.

v Step 4. Position the rack-mounting brackets.

v Step 5. Install optional feature modules.

v Step 6. Install the unit on a desktop or shelf.

v Step 7. Install the unit in a rack.

v Step 8. Attach the cables.

v Step 9. Apply power to the unit and verify correct operation.

v Step 10. Record information.

v Step 11. Configure IP information.

v Step 12. Contact the network administrator.

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Chapter 1. Installing the 8275-416

This chapter explains the information that you require before you begin installation
and provides detailed installation instructions.

Before You Begin
1. Make sure that you have the following information. If you are not the network

administrator, request the information from your network administrator:

v Type and quantity of cables that will be attached to the 8275-416.

v IP information that will be required for configuring the 8275-416.

v Planned location of the 8275-416 and identities of the devices that will be
attached to it.

2. Review the following requirements for cabling and installing.

Cabling Requirements

Ethernet cables are not provided and must be separately purchased. You can order
them through your IBM representative.

The following table shows the various cable requirements. Cable requirements
depend on the speed of the network. Cables and connecting hardware must meet
the standards specified in the ANSI/TIA/EIA 856-A or CSA T529 standards.

Ethernet Type Cable Requirements Max. Cable Length

10BASE-T Category 3, 4, or 5, 100-ohm STP/UTP cable 100 m (328 ft)

100BASE-TX Category 5, 100-ohm STP or UTP cable and
connecting hardware

100 m (328 ft)

100BASE-FX 62.5-micron multimode fiber-optic cabling 2 km (6561 ft) at full
duplex; 412 m (1352 ft)
at half duplex

10BASE-T and 100BASE-TX
10BASE-T connections are MDX ports and operate correctly with standard
Category 3, 4, or 5, 100–ohm UTP or STP cable and connecting hardware,
as specified in the ANSI/TIA/EIA 856-A or CSA T529 standards when
connected to MDI-type ports. When connecting to other MDX ports, such as
ports of other 8275-416 switches, you must use crossover cables.

For connections to 100BASE-TX networks, you can use only Category 5
STP or UTP cables.

Do not use telephone extension cables in 10BASE-T and 100BASE-TX
networks. The wire pairs in those cables are not twisted and the cables do
not meet other requirements for use in an Ethernet network.

100BASE-FX
For connection to 100BASE-FX networks, you can use only 62.5/125 MMF
cabling with MTRJ connectors.

Serial Port
The serial port is a standard DB-9 male connector that provides an EIA 232
serial interface (sometimes referred to as the out-of-band management
port).

Installation Options

There are two placement options for setting up the 8275-416: desktop or shelf, or
rack-mounted installation. Follow these guidelines for any of these options:

v Ensure that the surface supports the weight of the unit.

v Locate the unit within 1.8 m (6 ft) of a power source.

v Ensure that there is at least 15.25 mm (6 in.) clearance on all sides of the unit to
allow adequate ventilation.

Rack-Mounting

If you choose rack-mounting, you must provide the rack and rack-mounting screws.
They are not provided with the 8275-416.

You can use any EIA standard 19-inch rack. The rack can be open or closed.
However, if you choose a closed rack, you must make sure that air flows freely
around the 8275-416. To let enough air pass, you must remove or modify covers on
the front of the rack that, otherwise, would not let air reach the 8275-416. Similarly,
you must not use unvented rear rack covers that would not let air exit the 8275-416
or would cause back pressure to build up from several machines.

Desktop or Shelf-Mounting

If you are mounting the 8275-416 on a desktop or shelf, take note of its dimensions,
which are as follows:

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Detailed Installation Instructions

Step 1. Unpack and verify contents

Verify that the following items are included:

Hardware:

v 8275-416

v Power cord

v Package of 2 rack mounting brackets and screws for attaching them to
the 8275-416

v Plastic card tray with adhesive mounting pads (for storing the Quick
Reference card)

v Depending on your order, you will receive (packaged and shipped
separately) one, two, or a combination of the following feature modules:

– 8-Port 10/100BASE-TX Feature Module, P/N 35L2355

– 8-Port 100BASE-FX Feature Module, P/N 35L2356

Step 2. Read the Safety Instructions

Before you begin installing your 8275-416, be sure to read “Appendix A. Safety
Information” on page 19, and the CAUTION: Safety Information-Read This First
booklet, SD21-0030
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Step 3. Familiarize yourself with the front panel

Step 4. Position the rack-mounting brackets and card tray
1. If you are rack-mounting the 8275-416, install the rack-mounting brackets as

shown in the following figure. The 8275-416 is shipped without the brackets
installed. If you are installing the unit on a desktop or shelf you do not need to
install the brackets.

2. Install the adhesive pads at the corners of the card tray.

3. Position the card tray in the center of the underside of the 8275-416 (as shown)
with the open end of the card tray flush with the front edge of the unit.

4. Place the Quick Reference card in the tray for safe keeping.
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Step 5. Install optional feature modules

These feature modules are available and are shipped separately:

v 8-Port 10/100BASE-TX, P/N 35L2355

v 8-Port 100BASE-FX Multimode Fiber, P/N 35L2356

Obtain your feature modules and then perform the following steps to initially install
the feature modules:

1. Remove the screws from the blank slot cover with a screwdriver.

2. Remove the feature module from its shipping container. It should still be in its
antistatic bag. Attention: These modules can be damaged by static electricity
discharge. Each feature module is shipped in an antistatic bag to prevent such
damage. An electrostatic discharge (ESD) protection device must be used when
handling these feature modules. Take the following precautions:

v Do not remove the feature module from the antistatic bag until you are ready
to install it.

v With the feature module still in the antistatic bag, touch the metal frame of
the 8275-416.

v Hold the feature module by edges of the metal faceplate or thumbscrews.
Avoid touching the circuit card, components, solder joints, or pins.

v Handle the feature module carefully in order to prevent permanent damage.

3. Holding the feature card as recommended, remove it from the antistatic bag.
Noting the card-edge grooves at each edge of the slot, place the edges of the
card into the grooves and gently and firmly seat the card into its connector.
Tighten the thumbscrews to secure the feature card in place.

If you have selected to mount your 8275-416 on a desktop or shelf, go to Step 6. If
you have selected to mount your 8275-416 in a 19-inch equipment rack, go to Step
7.
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Step 6. Install unit on desktop or shelf

If you are installing the 8275-416 on a desktop or shelf, place it in the required
location as instructed by your network administrator and go to Step 8.

Step 7. Install unit in rack

If you are installing the 8275-416, position it in the 19-inch rack, supporting it so it
does not fall or otherwise damage other devices in the rack. Tighten the rack
mounting screws. Continue with Step 8.

Step 8. Attach cables

Note: Correct installation is a condition for compliance with the regulations of
electromagnetic interference (See “Appendix B. Notices” on page 25)

Connect the Ethernet cables as instructed by your network administrator. Some
cable handling tips to observe are:

v Avoid stretching or bending cables.

v Avoid routing cables near potential sources of electromagnetic interference, such
as motorized devices or fluorescent lights.

v Route cables away from aisles and walkways to avoid creating trip hazards. Use
floor cable covers to secure cables if such routes cannot be avoided.
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Step 9. Apply power to unit and verify correct operation
1. Connect the power cord to the ac power cord plug on the back of the unit.

2. Connect the power cord to a power source, wait approximately 30 seconds for
diagnostics to run, and verify that:

v The Power On LED labeled I (at the left of the single-digit display) is ON.

v The OK LED (at the left of the single-digit display) is ON.

See “Chapter 2. Troubleshooting” on page 13 if the status of the LEDs.

Step 10. Record information

Transfer all relevant information that your network administrator provided you about
cable connections, people to contact, and their telephone numbers onto the Quick
Reference card, and then store it in the card slot on the underside of the unit.

Hardware setup and installation is complete .
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Step 11. Configure IP information for your 8275-416

In this step you will be assigning to your 8275-416 an IP address for your network,
and verifying that it operates with the default configuration. After hardware
installation, the switch must have its IP address configured to be fully operational in
your network with the factory-default configuration. Your network administrator might
want to change some of the defaults at a later time.

Although the 8275-416 can be accessed through in-band or out-of-band
connectivity, this step instructs you how to access your newly installed 8275-416
through the out-of-band method. A brief introduction to in-band connectivity follows,
but for a complete discussion about connectivity and configuration, refer to the 8275
Model 416 High Performance Ethernet Workgroup Switch User’s Guide (on the
CD-ROM).

In-Band Connectivity

In-band connectivity allows access to the 8275-416 from a remote workstation using
your Ethernet network as shown in Figure 1. In order to use in-band connectivity,
your 8275-416 must be configured with IP information (IP address, subnet mask,
and default gateway).

IP information can be initially assigned through:

v DHCP or BootP

v Terminal interface through the EIA 232 serial port (to configure the IP information)

If you are using DHCP or BootP, the DHCP or BootP server must be configured
with the appropriate information for the 8275-416.

BootP and DHCP are user datagram protocol/Internet protocol (UDP/IP)-based
protocols that allow the 8275-416 to obtain IP information from a BootP or DHCP
server. Your 8275-416 can be configured from remote locations using BootP.

If you are not using BootP or DHCP, set the Network Configuration Protocol with a
value of None to reduce network traffic.

Figure 1. In-Band Connectivity — Ethernet Network
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When you use DHCP or BootP to get the 8275-416’s IP information, you configure
the Network Configuration Protocol by selecting Server Configuration Menu from
the Management Menu in the Terminal interface, and by defining one of the
following values:

BootP/Static DHCP (the default)
When selected, the 8275-416 periodically sends requests to a BootP or
DHCP server until a response is received.

None When selected, you must manually configure the 8275-416 with the
appropriate IP information.

To configure the IP information using the terminal interface, select Network
Connectivity Configuration Menu from the Management Menu. You must
configure the following IP information to have in-band connectivity to 8275-416:

IP Address
Unique IP address of your 8275-416. Each IP parameter is made up of four
decimal numbers. The numbers range from 0 to 255. The default for all IP
parameters are zeros (that is, 0.0.0.0).

Subnet Mask
Specifies the subnet mask for the LAN.

Default Gateway
If the 8275-416 is a node outside the IP range of the LAN.

A locally administered MAC address for the 8275-416 is an additional parameter
that you can configure for in-band connectivity. The burned-in MAC address is the
default MAC address used for in-band connectivity. To configure a locally
administered MAC address, select Network Connectivity Configuration Menu
from the Management Menu, and specify the locally administered MAC address.

You must apply these changes for them to be effective. To do so:

1. Press F2 to go to the Command bar.

2. Move the cursor to APPLY and press Enter .

To enable these changes to be retained across a reset of the 8275-416, you must
save these changes by using one of the following procedures:

v Press the F4 (Save) key, or

v From the Main Menu, select System Utilities Menu , and then from the System
Utilities Menu, select Save Applied Changes .

Your 8275-416 is now configured with its correct IP address. Your 8275-416 is now
ready for in-band connectivity over the network.

Out-of-Band Connectivity

Out-of-band connectivity lets you access your 8275-416 through the serial port (EIA
232). It can be either through a locally attached terminal (Figure 2 on page 10) or
through a remotely attached terminal (Figure 3 on page 10).

The following instructions are for out-of-band connectivity using a locally attached
terminal (running a VT100 emulation application) to configure the IP information.
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1. Make your connections as appropriate (local or remote attach).

For Local Attach
Attach one end of a null-modem serial cable to the EIA 232 port of the
8275-416 and the other end to the COM port of your terminal or
workstation (see “Appendix C. Cable Pinout Diagrams” on page 31).
Make the connections as shown in Figure 2.

For Remote Attach
Attach one of the standard serial cable to the EIA 232 port of the
8275-416 and the other end to your modem. Make the connections as
shown in Figure 3.

2. The terminal must use a VT100 terminal emulator program. Switch on your
terminal. Bring up the VT100 application. Configure the COM port of your
attached terminal as follows:

v 19 200 baud

v 8 data bits

v 1 stop bit

v No parity

v Hardware flow control OFF

3. The Log In screen is displayed first when the terminal interface is initialized. You
must enter an approved user name and password to log in. The default is
admin for the user name and the password is blank (null password).

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4. Your 8275-416 is now installed and loaded with default configuration.

Installation is complete.

Step 12. Contact network administrator

Inform your network administrator that hardware installation is complete, that the IP
information has been configured, and that the 8275-416 is operating correctly.

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Chapter 2. Troubleshooting

This chapter describes how to troubleshoot problems and to obtain service for your
8275-416. The 8275-416 has been designed for ease in troubleshooting problems
through the use of LEDs and a single-digit display. The status of LEDs gives a clear
indication as to whether there is power to the component and if it is operating
correctly. There are 8275-416 LEDs, Port LEDs, and Feature Module LEDs.

Troubleshooting Procedure

Use the following procedure to isolate any problem that occurs:

1. Check the status of the LEDs as the unit is being powered on. Refer to the
tables following in this chapter.

2. Check the power cord (where it is plugged into the 8275-416 and where it is
plugged into the power source.

3. Determine if the fans are running. If they are not running, test the ac power
outlet.

4. Remove and reattach all cables. Check all cables, connectors, and ports for
damage.

5. Verify that the configuration settings are correct.

6. Verify that the power-on self-test (POST) runs correctly.
