CONTROL FUNCTIONS 1 =

(1) ANTENNA CONNECTOR
Connects the supplied flexible antenna.

(2 TRANSMIT/BUSY INDICATOR [TX/BUSY]
Lights up in red while transmitting.
Lights up in green when a channel is busy.

(3 CHANNEL SELECTOR
Selects a channel. Do not try to rotate beyond the chan-
nel lock point. (Channels can be locked by your nearest
authorized Icom Dealer).

(4 POWER SWITCH/VOLUME CONTROL [PWR/VOL]
Turn power ON and OFF, and adjust the audio level.

(5 MONITOR SWITCH [MONITOR]
Push when the [TX/BUSY] indicator lights up in green to
listen to the channel.

(& PTT (Push-To-Talk) SWITCH
Push to transmit, and release to receive.

() BATTERY PACK RELEASE BUTTON
Allows the battery pack to be removed from the transceiver.

EXTERNAL SPEAKER-MICROPHONE JACKS
Accepts an optional EM-49 SPEAKER-MICROPHONE.
Ask your Icom Dealer for connection information.
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PRE-OPERATION

B BATTERY PACK REPLACEMENT

Before replacing the battery pack, [PWR/VOL] MUST be
fully rotated counterclockwise until a click is heard to turn
OFF power.

1) To remove the battery pack from the transceiver, push and
hold the RELEASE button upward, then slide the
battery pack to the right with the transceiver facing you.

2) To attach the battery pack to the transceiver, mate the
notched ends between the battery pack and the trans-
ceiver, then slide the battery pack until a click sound
from the latch is heard.

B BATTERY PACK CHARGING

Prior to using the transceiver for the first time, the battery
pack MUST be fully charged with the optional BM-71U/E
DESKTOP CHARGER.

1) Turn ON the optional BM-71U/E DESKTOP CHARGER.

2) Put the battery pack in the CHARGING SLOT.
*The CHG indicator on the BM-71U/E lights up while
charging.
*When the battery pack is attached to the transceiver,
[PWR/VOL] MUST be OFF.
* Average charging time is about 1 hour.

H BATTERY PACK CAUTIONS

NEVER throw the battery pack into a fire. Internal battery
gas may cause an explosion.

NEVER put the battery pack in water. If the battery pack
is wet, be sure to wipe it dry.

NEVER short terminals of the battery pack. Internal
components may be damaged. Current may flow into
nearby metal objects.

NEVER replace the battery cells. When the operating time
of the battery pack is shorten even full charged, a
new battery pack must be purchased.

AVOID charging the battery pack in extreme cold (under
0°C) or extreme heat (over +40°C). The battery pack may
not charge fully in these extreme temperatures.

B LOW BTTERY CONDITION

When the [TX/BUSY] indicator goes out or does not light
up while transmitting, the battery should be charged or
replaced with a fully charged battery pack.

PRE-OPERATION 2

Bl ANTENNA CONNECTION

Insert the connector on the supplied flexible antenna to the
antenna connector on the top panel of the transceiver.
Screw down securely.

B ALLIGATOR CLIP ATTACHMENT

The supplied alligator clip is helpful for carrying the
transceiver.

Remove 2 screws on the rear panel, then attach the alligator
clip to the transceiver with the 2 screws.

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OPERATION

B RECEIVING
1) Rotate [PWR/VOL] clockwise to turn ON power.

2) Set the channel selector to the desired channel position.

3) Adjust [PWR/VOL] to the desired listening level when a
call is received.

4) If [TX/BUSY] lights up in green but no audio is emitted,
push and hold [MONITOR] to listen to the channel.

B TURNING POWER OFF

Rotate [PWR/VOL] until a click is heard. Power is now
OFF.

B TRANSMITTING

1) Turn ON power, then set the channel selector to the
desired channel position.

2) When [TX/BUSY] lights up in green, wait until the
channel is clear before transmitting.

3) After confirming the channel is clear, push and hold
the PTT switch, and speak into the microphone.
¢ [TX/BUSY] lights up in red.
*DO NOT hold the transceiver too closely to your
mouth or speak too loudly. This may distort the
signal.

4) Release the PTT switch to return to receive.

*BATTERY PACK

Rapidly charges the CM-79 BATTERY PACK.

*EM-49 SPEAKER-MICROPHONE

Plugs into transceiver and clips on lapel or pocket. Has
