/N WARNING! NEVER connect the

cable except for the specified wireless LAN
unit. This may pose a fire hazard or result
in an electric shock.

NEVER use the other manufacture’s Eth-
ernet cable. This may pose a fire hazard or
result in an electric shock.

NEVER install the unit where it may be
knocked or disturbed by people passing by.
This may cause the unit to fall and people
may be injured and the unit damaged.

NEVER install the unit near any power
line or overhead cables. The unit may con-
tact the cable causing a danger or electro-
cution or fire.

NEVER place any heavy object on the
connecting cable or pinch it. This may
cause the unit to be damaged and pose a
fire hazard or result in an electric shock.

© Do not disassemble any unspecified
components, and follow steps in these
instructions.

Hl How to remove the cable

@ Loosen the sealing nut.
@ Remove four screws.

© Remove the screw which fixes
the grounding wire.
O Disconnect the cable.

Disconnect the
/ cable while press-
ing the locking lever
with a standard
screwdriver.

ACAUTION! The edge
of the plate is sharp, so
wear working gloves
when you replace the
cable. Otherwise, you
may be injured.

After dis-
connected.

© Remove the waterproof gasket.
