The STANDBY/ON (/| button does not completely shut off mains power from the unit, but switches
operating current on and off. “¢) ” shows electrical power standby and “|” shows ON.

Video tapes recorded with this video recorder in the LP (Long Play) mode cannot be played back on
a single-speed video recorder.




SAFETY FIRST

The VCR stops automatically when rewinding the tape and the counter reaches “M 0:00:00”. If
you set the counter to “M 0:00:00” before the playback or recording, you can easily access the
pre-selected position by using the time counter.

SPEAKER CONNECTIONS Make sure that you connect the L and R speakers in the right order.

TIMER RECORDING

Q: The timer indicator and the standby/
record indicator remain lit on the display
panel.
