POWER SYSTEM

This set operates on voltage of AC110 V — 240 V~ (Rating),
AC90 V - 260 V~ (Operating), 50 Hz/60 Hz with automatic
switching.

The STANDBY/ON &I button does not completely shut off
mains power from the unit, but switches operating current on
and off. “&” shows electrical power standby and “1” shows ON.

Video tapes recorded with this video recorder in the LP (Long
Play) or EP (Extended Play) mode cannot be played back on a
single-speed video recorder.

When the equipment is installed in a cabinet or a shelf, make sure
that it has sufficient space on all sides to allow for ventilation
(10 cm or more on both sides, on top and at the rear).

When discarding batteries, environmental problems must be
considered and the local rules or laws governing the disposal of
these batteries must be followed strictly.

The G-CODE timer programming system eliminates the need to
input channel, date, start and stop time data when setting the
timer record function. Simply key in the G-CODE number for the
TV programme you wish to record (found in most TV listings) and
the recorder's timer is automatically programmed.

You have to set “GUIDE PROG” numbers, which are assigned to
each station for purposes of G-CODE timer programming, for all

the stations stored in your recorder’s memory to get proper results.

® When this function is set to “OFF”, you can record on S-VHS
tapes with VHS picture quality.

NOTES:

® S-VHS mode allows you to make high quality video recordings
with horizontal resolution of 400 lines, comparing with the 230
lines of resolution of conventional VHS recordings. To achieve
the highest quality picture we recommended to record in S-VHS
mode. (But remember that a conventional VHS recorder without
SQPB cannot play back S-VHS tapes recorded in S-VHS mode.)

® S-VHS setting does not affect recording on VHS tapes.
Recording on VHS tapes is always performed in VHS mode
except when using S-VHS ET mode (= 16).

H S-VHS ET — ON/ OFF

When this function is set to “ON”, you can record on VHS
cassettes with S-VHS picture quality. Tapes recorded using this
function can be played back on most S-VHS recorders or VHS
recorders equipped with the S-VHS ET function or VHS recorder
equipped with the SQPB (S-VHS QUASI PLAYBACK) function.
When this function is set to “ON”, the S-VHS indicator lights up
on the display panel.

NOTES:

® Before recording, set “B.E.S.T.” to “ON” (= see below).
