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Operational Principles

On-screen displays

The unit provides several on-screen displays as shown below for choosing preferences for initial settings and
functions which are not frequently used.

To access on-screen displays

Press ON SCREEN. (Note that operation for accessing the “PARENTAL LOCK”
on-screen display is different.) Depending on the type of disc inserted ( or “no
disc”) and the player’s mode, proper on-screen display is accessed.

Basic operations in on-screen displays

•  appers at the on-screen display. You can move  using 5/∞/3/2
cursor buttons to select items you want to work with.

• With an item like 1 / 3  , you can change the setting by using the 2/3
cursor buttons when  is on the item.

• REPEAT  - type item works when you place  on the item and press
ENTER.

• In the message box, the operation to be performed is displayed according
to the item pointed by .

• Numbers are entered using the numeric buttons.

• Some functions become effective by pressing ENTER after specifying
necessary entries.

• Pressing ON SCREEN again exits the on-screen display.

Opening display

An opening display appears automatically (without pressing the ON SCREEN
button) in some conditions.
The display shown on the left appears when the unit turns on with no disc
inserted.
One of the similar displays shown below appears when a corresponding disc
is set and stopped. For an Audio CD, the opening display does not disappear
even during playback.

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To prevent the monitor from burning out [SCREEN SAVER]

A television monitor screen may be burned out if a static picture is displayed
for a long time.  To prevent this, the unit automatically activates the screen
saver function if a static picture, such as an on-screen display or menu, is
displayed for over 5 minutes.

Disc structure

A DVD disc is comprised of “titles,” while an Audio CD or Video CD is comprised of “tracks.” Each title may be
divided into some “chapters.” For example, if a DVD disc contains some movies, each movie may have its own title
number, and each movie may be divided into some chapters. In a DVD karaoke disc, each song usually has its own
title number and does not have chapters. In general, each title has independent content, while each chapter in the
same title has continuity.

• make the video/audio connection between the DVD player and your receiver using supplied audio/video cable

and do not make the S-VIDEO connection.
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Care and handling of discs

How to handle discs

When handling a disc, do not touch the surface of the disc.
Since discs are made of plastic, they are easily damaged.
If a disc gets dirty, dusty, scratched or warped, the images
and sound will not be picked up correctly, and such a disc
may cause the player to malfunction.

Label side

Do not damage the label side, stick paper to or use any adhesive on its surface.

Storage

Make sure that discs are kept in their cases.  If discs are piled on top of one another without their protective cases,
they can be damaged.  Do not put discs in a location where they may be exposed to direct sunlight, or in a place
where the humidity or temperature is high.  Avoid leaving discs in your car!

Maintenance of discs

If there are fingerprints or other dirt adhering to a disc,
wipe with a soft dry cloth, moving from the center outwards.
If a disc is difficult to clean, wipe with a cloth moistened with water.
Never use record cleaners, petrol, alcohol or any anti-static agents.

Notes for connection

¶ If you connect a DVD player with a receiver via AV COMPU LINK in a system including a Dolby digital decoder,

some functions may not be performed automatically.

¶ The AV COMPU LINK terminal on some televisions indicates “II”. Do not connect the terminal indicating “II”

with the AV COMPU LINK terminal on a receiver. If connected, the system will not work correctly.

¶ Connect the AUDIO OUT jacks of the DVD player to the audio input jacks of a receiver indicating “DVD”. Otherwise,

the system will not work correctly.

¶ There is no description about connections to a DVD player in the instruction manual of a television or VCR.  But

a television or VCR with AV COMPU LINK terminals indicating “II” or “EX” can be connected to a DVD player.

Operation

You can enjoy pictures and/or sound by just putting a source component (which plays back the pictures and/or sound
such as a DVD player or VCR) into play mode. You do not have to operate the TV and receiver including not having to
perform power switching.

1 Turn on the main power of the television.

2 Insert a disc into the source component.

3 Press 3 of the source component.

The following actions are performed automatically:
• Turning on the power for the television.
• Setting the source of the television to the external input (VIDEO-1 or VIDEO-2).
• Turning on the power for the receiver.
• Setting the source of the receiver to the component which has started playback.

CAUTION

Sometimes during play noise or images may be garbled.  This is sometimes due to the disc. (It may not be up to
industry standards.)
These symptoms are caused by the discs, not by the malfunction of the unit.
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Troubleshooting
What appears to be a malfunction may not always be serious. Please go through the following list before requesting
service.

Symptom

Power does not come on.

Remote control does not work.

No picture is displayed on the
monitor.

Picture is noisy.

No audio is reproduced.

No audio is reproduced when
playing back a DVD disc recorded
with 96-kHz, linear PCM audio.

Sound is distorted or noise is
generated.

Picture is garbled.

Picture does not fit the television
screen.

Operation is not possible.

Possible case

Power plug is not inserted securely.

Too far from the unit.

The tip of the remote unit is not
pointed in the right direction.

Batteries are exhausted.

Battery polarity is incorrect.

Connection of video cable is
incorrect.

Input selection of TV is incorrect.

Disc is not playable.

The unit is connected to a VCR
directly and the copyguard function
is activated.

Connection is incorrect.

Input selection of amplifier is
incorrect.

The audio signal derives from the
unit's DIGITAL OUT.

Disc is dirty.

The screen saver mode is set to
MODE 1,  and the screen saver
function is activated.

MONITOR TYPE is not correctly set.

Television is not correctly set.

Microcomputer malfunctions due to
lightning or static electricity.

Moisture condensation occurs by a
sudden change of temperature or
humidity.

Remedy

Plug in securely.

More closer to the unit.

Point the infrared light- emitting window
toward the  remote sensor on the front panel.

Replace the batteries with new ones.

Take out the batteries and insert them again
in the correct  direction.

Connect the cable correctly.

Select correctly.

Use a playable disc. (See page 11.)

Connect the unit so that the picture signal
flows directly to the TV.

Check the connections.

Select correctly.

Use the AUDIO OUT when playing back such
discs.

Wipe the disc surface.

Set the screen saver mode to the other mode.

Select monitor type correctly. (See page 35.)

Set the television correctly.

Turn off the power and unplug the power
cord, then connect the power cord again.

Turn off the power,  then turn it on a few
hours later.
