cradle.
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» Route the cable from the lowest point of the rear
window. Take advantage of any existing cable
channels or wiring conduits.

e For SUVs, minivans & 5-door vehicles, bring
the cable into the car under the rubber molding
for the tailgate, and continue under the interior
trim.

From the trunk, route the cable around the
passenger compartment and to the back of the
cradle.

A CAUTION:

* Do not pull the cable across sharp edges that
could damage it.

» Do not route the cable nearby areas where it
could become tangled in driver’s and
passenger’s feet.

5 Plug the antenna into the antenna into the back

of the cradle—SAT (MAIN) until it is firmly
seated.

7 Attach the SIRIUS antenna to the metal
