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Glossary

DVD: Digital Versatile Disc

A type of disc which contains recording of
audio/video packaged media with high video and
audio quality, such as a movie, featuring large
recording capacity and digital signal processing
capability.

VCD: VIDEO CD

A type of CD which contains the recording of
moving images. It compresses image information
by about 1/120 and audio information by about 1/6
and accommodates up to 74 minutes of recording
in a disc with the same diameter as ordinary
music CD of 12 cm.

Top menu/menu (DVD)

Some DVDs display more than one title in a
screen.
