This stereo CD radio/cassette recorder operates on 120 V AC ~ 60HZ via the supplied adaptor or 8 ‘C’
size batteries.

AC POWER OPERATION
Plug the supplied AC Main Lead into the rear of the unit, Make sure the supply Voltage of your
home corresponds with the voltage rating of this unit.

BATTERY OPERTAION
Disconnect the AT Main Lead.

Remove the battery compartment door.

Fit Eight LR14 size (C Cell or equivalent) batteries into the battery compartment following the
polarity diagram on the back of the stereo.

If the LCD Display does not light, or becomes dim, the batteries are exhausted and need to be
replaced with new ones. If the unit is not to be used for some time, or is being run exclusively on
AC Power, remove batteries to avoid leakage.

RADIO MEMORY BACKUP

To store the radic memory, when the system is switched off 3 AA batteries must be insert in the
following way.

PLAYING COMPACT DISCS

Loading and Unloading Compact Discs
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. Press the power/ON/OFF button to turn the unit on.

o Select CD at the function switch.

. Open the CD door by pressing the lower right comer of the CD door.(Make sure the handle is
put down first)

o When the disc compartment has opened, remove a disc from its case and place it carefully in
the compartment with the label side facing up.

. Close the disc compartment.

. When the compartment is fully closed, it will start to spin the disc and display the total number
of tracks on the CD and the total playing time.

. The disc compartment may be opened at any time by pressing the Lower right comer of the CD
door. Remove the CD only after the compartment has fully opened, and the CD has stopped
spinning.

CAUTION

. Do not put anything except a compact disc into the compartment. Foreign objects can damage
the mechanism.

° Do not force the compariment by hand during the opening operation.

. Keep the disc compariment closed when not in use to prevent dirt and dust from entering the
mechanism.

. Load a CD into the disc compartment, and close the compartment, the display will show the
total playing time and the total number of tracks on the CD.

A track can be selected using the Track Skip/Search buttons. If this is done before Pressing
the Play/Pause button, disc play will start with the selected track when the Play/Pause button is

pressed.
. The display will slow the playing track number and elapsed time.
. At the end of the disc, the unit will switch to stop mode.

Notes: If the disc is deeply scratched, or too dirty, disc play may not start. If an improperly
centred disc is played, noise can be heard in the mechanism. The use of such discs
should be avoided.

Important Information
This compact disc player has built-in error compensation circuits to correct for minor defects in a
disc. There limits, however, to the amount of correct available. In some cases, the CD player
may skip some tracks on a disc during disc play. This problem may be casued by defects (such
as scratches) in the disc being played, which are too large for the error compensation circuits to
handle.

NORMAL DISC PLAY
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To stop a CD Part Way Through
. Press the Stop button. Disc play will stop.
. To temporarily stop disc play (pause mode), press the Play/Pause button. Disc Play will stop at
the current play position. The elapsed time will begin to flash.
. To resume disc play, press the Play button again.

TRACK SKIP

Starting disc play from the beginning of a particular track
. Press the Forward ( ppf ) or Reverse ( <4< ) Skip/Search button to select the desired track.
The number of the selected track will be shown on the CD display. Press the Play button to
start play.

To skip the next track

. For example, to skip ahead to the beginning of the track 5 while track 4 is playing.

. Press the Forward Skip/Search button ( ppl ) once. Disc play will resume at the Beginning of
track 5.
The CD player will skip ahead to the next track each time the Forward Skip/Search Button({ pp|
) is pressed. Repeatedly pressing the Forward Skip/Search button makes the CD player skip
ahead through the disc track by track. Once the
Beginning of the last track is reached the CD player will go to track 1.

To skip back to the previous track

. For example, to skip back to the beginning of track 3 while track 4 is playing.

. Press the Reverse Skip/Search button ( < ) twice. Disc play will resume at the beginning of
track 3. The CD player will skip back one track each time the Reverse Skip/Search Button (14«
) is pressed. If this button is pressed in the middle of a track, the CD player will skip back to
the beginning of that track. To make it skip back to the previous track press the Reverse Skip /
Search button twice.
Once the beginning of the first track is reached, the CD player will go back to the last track.
Notes: the Forward and Reverse Skip/Search buttons can be used to select a desired track to
play from before disc play starts. In this case the number of the selected track will be displayed
until the Play/Pause button is pressed.

During playback, pressing and holding the Forward Skip/Search or Reverse Skip /Search buttons will

cause the player to scan through the current track. At the end of a track the Player will skip to the next
track and continue scanning.

When the player reaches the end of the final track, or the beginning of the first track, it will stop scanning.

, REPEAT DISC PLAY

Use the PRESTES/REPEAT butten to listen to an entire disc, one track, or a programmed Sequence
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repetitively.
For repeat play of one track

Press the PRESETS/REPEAT button twice. The flash repeat indicator will be displayed in the top middle
of the display.

Select the desired track by repeatedly pressing the forward or Reverse Skip Track buttons. The selected
track will be shown in the CD display.

Press the Play/Pause button.

The selected track will then begin playing through to its end. At which peint it will Automatically return to
the beginning of that track. This will continue until the Stop butlon is pressed.

If the PRESETS/REPEAT button is pressed one more times during play, the repeat indicator will go off,
repeat play will end, and normal disc play will resume from that point.

For repeat disc play repeat of all the tracks on the CD
Press the PRESETS button once. The repeat indicator will be displayed.
Press the Play/Pause button.

The disc will then begin playing through to the end of the last track. At which point it will automatically
return to the beginning of the first track. This will continue until the Stop bution is pressed.

If the Repeat button is pressed 2 more times, the repeat indicator will go off, repeat play will end, and
normal disc play will resume from that point.

When the last track has finished playing, the CD player will be set to the Stop mode.
For repeat play of a programmed sequence
. Enter a program as described in the cd memory programming section.
. Press PRESETS/REPEAT button one. The repeat indicator will be displayed.
Press the Play/Pause button.
The CD will then begin playing through the sequence in the order in which they were programmed, to the
end of the last programmed track. At which point it will automatically retum to the beginning of the first

programmed track. This will continue until the Stop button is pressed.

Pressed the repeat button until the repeat indicator go off, repeat play will end, and programmed disc
play will resume from that point.

When last programmed track has finished playing, the CD player will be sent to the Stop mode.

PROGRAMMED DISC PLAY

It is not possible to enter programs during disc play. Press the stop button first, then follow the instruc-
tions below.

Press the MEMORY button. The following will be displayed on the CD display.

RECORDING FORM THE CD
