PROGRAMMED PLAYBACK

The CD player in this unit has a 20 track programmable memory that allows you to program up to 20 tracks on any disc for
playback in any desired order. You may program 20 different tracks or you may also program certain tracks to play more
than once. Programmed Playback only works for CDs, it does not work on DVDs or MP3 CDs.

To perform programmed playback, proceed as follows:
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While in the Stop mode, press the PROGRAM button, the
Program menu will appear on the TV screen.

Select the first track to be played back using the Number
buttons 0. The unit will automatically go to the next track to
allow you to program using the Number buttons. If selecting
more then 10 programs, press the SKIP (™) Button O to
access programs 11 to 20.
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Repeat step 2 until all desired tracks have been
programmed (up to 20). You can repeat a track more than
once if desired.

Press the PLAY (») button to begin programmed playback.
Playback will begin on the first track that you programmed
and the player will continue to play all of the tracks that you
programmed in the order in which you programmed them.

Press the STOP (m) button to stop programmed play.

TO CANCEL THE PROGRAM FUNCTION:

To cancel the Program function, press the STOP (m) button twice, or press the OPEN/CLOSE button.

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CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Caring for Discs

Treat the disc carefully. Handle the disc only by its edges. Never allow your fingers to come in contact with the shiny, unprinted
side of the disc.

Do not attach adhesive tape, stickers, etc. to the disc label.

Clean the disc periodically with a soft, lint-free, dry cloth. Never use detergents or abrasive cleaners to clean the disc. If
necessary, use a CD cleaning kit.

If a disc skips or gets stuck on a section of the disc, it is probably dirty or damaged (scratched).

When cleaning the disc, wipe in straight lines from the center of the disc to the outer edge of the disc. Never wipe in circular
motions.

Y| CLEANER

Discs should be stored in their cases after each use to avoid damage.

Do not expose discs to direct sunlight, high humidity, high temperatures, or dust, etc. Prolonged exposure or extreme
temperatures can warp the disc.

Do not stick or write anything on either side of the disc. Sharp writing instruments, or the ink may damage the surface.

Cleaning the unit

To prevent fire or shock hazard, disconnect your unit from the AC power source when cleaning.

The finish on your unit may be cleaned with a dust cloth and cared for as other furniture. Use caution when cleaning and
wiping the plastic parts.
