PREPARATION FOR USE

SPEAKER CONNECTION

Locate the Speaker Jacks on the rear of the unit and connect the right speaker to the Right (R) Speaker jack
and the left speaker to the Left (L) Speaker jack.

CAUTION: Only connect the speakers which are supplied with the unit. The use of any other or additional
speakers may cause damage to the unit. Never operate the unit without the speakers connected.

HEADPHONE JACK

To listen to the unit through headphones, simply insert headphones (not included) into the Headphone jack.
The speakers will be disconnected when the headphones are plugged in.

BATTERY OPERATION FOR THE REMOTE CONTROL

The battery compartment is located on the rear of the remote control.

* Remove the battery compartment door by pressing in on the tab and j - +
lifting the battery compartment door off. + -

* Insert two (2) AAA size batteries into the battery compartment as shown
to the right. Be sure to observe the polarity markings which are
engraved inside the battery compartment. If the batteries are inserted
incorrectly, the remote control will not operate.

* Replace the battery compartment door.

BATTERY PRECAUTIONS

Follow these precautions when using batteries in this device:

1. Use only the size and type of batteries specified (alkaline are recommended).

2. Be sure to follow the correct polarity when installing the batteries as indicated in the battery compartment. Reversed
batteries may cause damage to the device.

3. Do not mix different types of batteries together (e.g. Alkaline, Carbon-zinc or rechargeable) or old batteries with fresh
ones.

4. If the device is not to be used for a long period of time, remove the batteries to prevent damage or injury from possible
battery leakage.

Please note that this unit is equipped with a polarized AC plug which has one AC Outlet
blade wider than the other. This is a safety feature to reduce the likelihood of

electric shock. This polarized AC plug will only fit in a polarized AC outlet. If \

You can connect an external unit to this unit, such as a cassette player, etc. Simply connect the supplied
audio cable from the AUX IN jack on this unit to the external unit's AUX OUT jack. This will allow you to
broadcast the external unit's sound through this unit. When the unit is on, if an external unit is connected via
the AUX IN jack, the unit will change to AUX IN mode automatically; "AUX" will appear in the display.

To power on the unit, press the Play/Pause/Power On button or RADIO AM/FM/POWER ON button on the
remote control or on the main unit . To power off the unit, press the Power Off/Stop/Clock set button on the
remote control or on the unit.

NOTES:

« Connecting the unit to an external audio source will allow you to broadcast the external unit's sound
through this unit’'s speakers.

15 feet and an angle of no more than 30°.

Hints for Better Reception

AM-The AM ferrite bar antenna is located inside the unit. It may be necessary to turn the unit slightly so that
the internal antenna is pointing in the direction of the AM transmitter. You may have to experiment to find the
position that provides the strongest reception for each of your favorite AM stations.

FM-Make sure that the FM Wire Antenna is extended to its full length. You may have to vary the direction of
the antenna to find the strongest signal for each FM station.
