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Battery Installation / Removal
The battery release button is located on the upper side of the unit.
Fress the button and open the cover to install the battery. The
metal contact end of the battery should face left, slide the battery
into the bay with 45° slant angle, then push the entire battery into
the bay.

Recharging the Battery

Charging with AC-Adapter

YWhile the unitis in
ode selection, the Menu key, Display key and Shutter key are all
disabled. When data is being written (video shooting, picture
taking, or woice recording), the Mode key is disabled.
