When you  have  f i n i shed  the  en t i re  ro l l  o f  f i lm ,
ca re fu l l y  observe  the  f i lm  coun te r  fo r  the  co r rec t
exposure count.  You may also feel  some resistance
in  the  f i lm  advance  whee l  a f te r  you  have  f i n i shed
the  en t i re  ro l l  o f  f i lm .
Never force the f i lm beyond the last  f rame. l f  you
are uncerta in whether or  not  you can get  one extra
p ic tu re ,  do  no t  take  any  chances  and  rew ind  the
f i lm  immed ia te l y  i n  o rde r  to  p reven t  acc iden ta l
exposure  o f  the  en t i re  ro l l .

To rewind f i lm af ter  you have taken your last  p ic-
tu re ,  s imp ly  tu rn  the  camera  ove r  and  depress
rewind but ton.  Then open rapid rewind lever and
rewind the f i lm completely into casset te.  You can
eas i l y  de te rm ine  when  the  f i lm  has  been  comp le te -
ly  rewound by detect ing the sudden change in
tens ion .
Next  open rear cover,  pul l  out  rewind shaf t  and
remove  the  f i lm .
The rewind but ton wi l l  automat ical ly  return to i ts
o r ig ina l  pos i t i on  when  the  nex t  ro l l  o f  f i lm  i s  p laced
in  the  camera .
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O FLASH

Automat ic f lash photography wi th the 35EC can be
achieved by fo l lowing these s imple steps.
De te rm ine  the  gu ide  number  o f  t he  f  l ash  be ing  used .
The  gu ide  number  re fe rs  to  the  aper tu re  requ i red
when taking a f lash picture at  ten feet ,  mul t ip l ied by
10 .  The  gu ide  number  w i l l  depend  upon  the  f i lm
speed and the power of  the f lash being used. The
gu ide  number  can  be  de te rm ined  by  re fe r r i ng  to  the
ca lcu la to r  cha r t  on  the  f l ash .
For example,  i f  ASA 25 t i lm is being used, set  the
f i f  m speed on the calculator  to ASA 25 and check
the  p roper  f : s top  a t  a  d i s tance  o f  10 f t .  l f  t he  ca l -
cu la to r  d ia l  on  the  f l ash  shows  f  4 .5 ,  se t  gu ide  num-

ber  r i ng  on  camera  to  45 .  l f  t he  exac t  gu ide  number
is not  indicated on the camera,  use the c losest
number  to  i t .
The camera has a bui l t - in contact  in the accessory
shoe. l f  your f lash uni t  does not  have a contact  in
the shoe, insert  the PC cord of  the f lash into the PC
cord  te rm ina l  be fo re  tak ing  p i c tu res .  The  au tomat i c
f l ash  sys tem w i l l  ope ra te  on ly  when  a  f l ash  gun  i s
mounted di rect ly  to the camera's accessory shoe.

When taking f lash pictures,
make absolutely certa in that  your focus set-
t ing is  accurate.  Accurate focusing determines

i l l um ina te ,  the re  i s  su f f  i c ien t  l i gh t  fo r  a  non- f l ash
p ic tu re ,  and  the  camera  w i l l  au tomat i ca l l y  sw i t ch
to non-f lash operat ion.
I t  i s  recommended  to  ma in ta in  a  f l ash  on  the
camera whenever taking pictures indoors.  The
f lash  w i l l  on l y  f i r e  when  necessary  ensur ing  a
complete ro l l  of  perfect ly  exposed pictures.
