Lens Interchangeable

Toattoch and detoch the Interchongeable lanses on the Olympus Ace-E is quick ond simple

1) Hold comera body firmly in left hond with lens facing up.

2) Press down with right thumb the lever 1) next to the red dot (3. The lever (see

illustration) is to the left of the lens as you look ot the foce of the comero.

With the lever pressed down, turn
the lens onti-clockwise gripping if
wilth the two grippers opposite each
other on the mounl. [The lever can
be relecsed immediately ofter start.
ing 1o turn the mount.]

Don't leave camera without lens.

Remark : To attach ond detach the lenses should be out of direct sun light.

To insert a lens, simply reverse the
above procedure : 1) Place block dot
on lens chove red dot next to lever.
2] Turn lens 90 clockwise, ond it will
lock into place,

There are 3 basic positions of the Lever.
Closed, Ready, ond Open,

When Ready, the Lever is ot a 257 ongle, ready to
catch your thumb for quick film advance. When
open, the Lever is ol its full 120" arc, ond it outo-
malicolly springs back to the Ready position,

The single swing of the Lever performs o number of
operatians : film edvance, shutter cocking, exposure
counling. Under normal eperating conditions, the
ever will work smooathly ond withoul undue effort.
L The Automatic Ropid Wind System prevents adouble
Jr" exposure on o single frame, since the shulter cannol
7 be cocked without the film being advanced.

Mote : When the film is advancing properly, the
Starl position rewinding will move onticlockwise as the
film is odvanced,



At the widesl porlion of the Ropid Wind Lever is a dial
with a window, The window shows the Film Speed
being used in the comaro.  After locding o new roll of
film, turn the dicl with the twe bars until the ASA Film
Speed shows in the window, This is a reminder to you.
At the Rapid Wind Lever, on the caomera body top is a
window showing the number of exposures already made,
When the film is loaded it reads 'S ™ for stert. Two
practice winds brings counter to =1, Eoch lime another
exposure is mode, the counter moves to the nexi number.

In ordinary cameras the rewind button must be deprssed
during the entire rewind operation,  This is cumbersome
ond sematimes difficolt,  In the Olympus Ace B oll you
need do is depress the butlon ONCCE. 11 sloys depressed
until all the film is rewound.

Flash Synchronization . Self-Timer

To use Strobo light :

Set the synchro lever at X, and the electranic Flash syn-
chronized at all speeads,

To use the Self.-Timer, set the lever at V. 8 seconds lopse
before shutler opening allows youw o get "into the
picture’ yourself.

Instructions for the Olympus Ace-E Exposure Meter
(Match-the-needle type)
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1. ASA Film Speed Setting.
The ASA film speed scole is shown af
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the bottem of the shulter speed dial,
Determine the speed of the film you are
using, then set the ASA lever lo the
proper numbered film speed on the ASA
scale.
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IMPORTANT
ASA numbers are marked &, 12, 25, 50, 100, 200, 400, 80O, in black

on the dial,

The red color marks beside the ASA numbers 12, 25, ond 30, indicate
ASA speeds 10, 32, ond 64 respectively.

When using a heavily tinted color filter, it is best to reduce the ASA
speed to allow more exposure time. For instence, if the film speed
is ASA 100 ond o deep green filter is being us®d, the film speed
should be set at 20 since such o filter usvally needs twice as much

exposure time as would be needed without the fiiter,
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2. To Match The Needle on the Exposure Dial.

The exposure meter is coupled to the shutter speed
and not to the lens opening. FProper exposure will be
had when the correct lens opening and shutter speed
are determined,

a. If the shutter speed is selected first, cim the
camera af the subject and you can read the proper
lens opening figure on the exposure meter dial
at the point where the needle maotches the lens
opening figure. If the meter needle indicates no
corresponding figure on the exposure meter dial,
you must then select another shulter speed at
which the exposure meter needle will match the
lens opening figure,



If the lens opening is selected first, set the lens
opening dial to the desired figure al the black dot
on the lens opening ring. Aim the comera ot Fhe
subject and try to exclude axtraneous light [ie.,
axcessive sunlight, for examplel

Turn the shutter speed dial until the pre.determined
lans opening figure appears opposite to the meter
necdle on the ecxposure meler dial, The shutter
speed is then ovtomalically set and you can shoot
a perfect picture. If the lens opening figure will
nol malch the needle at any point, a different lens

opening must be selected.
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20 Depth of Field Scale

Between the focusing ring ond shutter speed diol on the MNormal ond Wide Angle
Lenses. and between the focusing ring ond f'stop dia! on the Telephote Lens is found
the DEPTH OF FIELD SCALE. On the scale are 2 sets of identicel numbers, referring
to the | stop being used.  These numbers hove engroved lines pointing to the focus.
ing ring.  If you are using f 11, for example, follow the lines that go from the 2
115" Whatever appears between these 2 lines on the focusing ring will be in
sharp clear focus.  |f you are vsing f'8, simply follow the lines from the 2 " 8's"
that go to the focusing ring.

Shorter focal length lenses give greater depth of field, The farther awoy you cre
focused, the greater the depth of field. The smeller the f stop, the greater the depth
of field. Therefore, if you require a lorger creo of the subject to be absolutely
shorp, use a smaller f stop. {The smaller the f'step, the lorger the § number.)

With the fine ZUIEQ LENSES found on the Olympus Ace-E regardless of your fistop
or distance, whatever you are properly focused on will be needie sharp.
