In case of dew detection

When condensation {dew, so-called sweating) forms inside the unit, the error message “d” will be displayed on the counter and
all the operation buttons are made inoperative. Leave the unit on and let it remain at room temperature until “d" disappears.
Depending on the surrounding condition, this may take several hours.

Cause of condensation

Condensation forms if warm air comes in contact with a cold object, for example on a window in a well-heated room in winter. It
may form if the unit or the video cassette is exposed to sudden changes in temperature and humidity such as may occur when
the unit ar the video cassette is taken from a cold to a warm place. For instance:

® In a room where the heater has just been turned on in winter;

M In a room with steam or high humidity;

m If the unit or the cassette is brought from cold surroundings into a well-heated room.

Moisture condensation normally occurs gradually. Theretore, there may be cases in which the
"d” indicator does not ‘sfart flashing until 10 or 15 minutes after moisture has begun to
condense. In particular, if the temperature or humidity in the room change, wait about 20
minutes before using the unit.

m Unlike audio cassettes, video cassettes may be used on only one side.

m The tape runs from left to right and stops when it reaches the end. When the tape becomes fully weund on the right reel,
rewind belore using again.

m Do not insert and remove the video cassette in and from the cassette holder repeatedly without getting the tape run to
prevent the tape from being loose and damaged.

To prevent accidental erasure

Break off the erasure prevention tab on the cassette. Afier it has been
removed, the 1ape cannot be used for recording.

To record again on a cassette with the tab removed, simply cover the
hole with adhesive tape.

Notes for handling

Condensation may form on the tape if the video cassette is exposed to sudden changes in temperature and humidity such as
may cccur when it is taken from a cold to a warm place. In this case, let it remain at room temperature until the condensation
evaporates to prevent the tape from damage. Depending on the surrounding condition, this may take about 2 hours.

m Do not touch the tape surface.

m Never subject the cassette to shock or strong vibrations.

m Cassettes are precision-made devices. Do not disassemble them.

m Do not dry condensed tape with a hair dryer, ar similar appliance.

Notes for storage

| Afier use, be sure to fully rewind the tape to the beginning on the left reel.
@ Store the cassettes vertically in their cases.
m The cassette should never be stored in the following places:

e near strong magnetic fields such as generated by a power

transformer, electric motor, and magnets, etc.;

¢ in extremely damp or dusty places;

* eaxposed to direct sunlight or near sources of heat;

* in a closed automobile.



Regular Inspections

Head cleaning

If the screen should appear as shown below, it means that the video heads are dirty. It is recommended that you clean
the heads periodically. Use the optional cleaning tape and special purpose cleaning fluid to clean the heads. Consult
with your dealer if the symptoms should persist even after cleaning.

Repeated head cleaning will shorten the service life of the video heads.
Nothing can be recorded on the head cleaning tape.
If you use cleaning ftuid, wipe the cleaned heads with a dry cloth before using the unit.

Maintenance

Before proceeding with maintenance, set the power switch to OFF and, remembering to take hold of the power plug,
disconnect it from the power outlet.

Use a soft cloth to clean the cabinet. With stubborn stains or dirt, dilute some dish washing liquid, allow a cloth to soak
in it, and then wring it out and clean. After having removed the stains or dirt, use a dry cloth to wipe away any
moisture.

Do not use paint thinners or benzine.

Storage

Avoid storing the unit in a location where the temperature is by extremely high or low.
Under no circumstances should the unit be left outdoors.

 |f there are no plans to use the unit for a prolonged period of time, set the power swilch to OFF and, remembering
to take hold of the power plug itself, disconnect it from the power outlet. This is done to safeguard agalnst accidents
and breakdowns.

e Before storing, always remember to remove the cassetle tape if one is still inside the unit.
