However, leaving the ice cream in the Ice Cream maker

is not a problem.

* It is not normal for the ice cream making process to take more than 5 hours.
Please refer to P.10 "Troubleshooting" and try again.

*When the rotating blade is buried under ice cream, take the blade out after scooping
out the ice cream around it instead of trying to take it out by force.
*Leftover ice cream should be transfered to another container.
