The unit records information from up to 30 callers, including time and date
when these were received, in the Caller List. The Caller List information is
sorted from the latest to the oldest call received and when memory is full
the unit will automatically erase the oldest call so that the next call is
recorded.

Using the list, you can quickly respond to your calier without checking
their phone number.
