5-D Temporary Tone Dialing
(For Rotary or Pulse Service Users)

Press before entering access numbers which require tone

dialing.

5-E How to use the PAUSE Button

6] Things You Should Krow

6-A Base Unit Location/Noise

Calls are transmitted between the base unit and the handset using
wireless radio waves. For maximum distance and noise free
operation, the recommended base unit location is:

in a HIGH and CENTRAL
iocation with no obstructions
such as walls.

Away from electrical appliances
such as a TV, personal computer
or another cordless phone.

Note:

While using the handset:

— If you are near a microwave oven which is being used,
noise may be heard at the receiver. Move away from the
microwave oven and closer to the base unit.

— It more than one cordless phone is being used and your
handset is near another cordless phone’s base unit, noise
may be heard. Move away from the other cordless
phone’s base unit and closer to your base unit.

6-C Battery Replacement

If the RECHARGE indicator flashes after being fully charged, replace
the battery with a new Panasonic HHR-P401 battery.
