INSTALLATION

1 POWER SOURCE CAUTION

2 POLARIZED OR GROUNDING PLUG

Explanations for Each Connection

(1) ANT (Set Top Box)
Connects the broadcast signal from your home antenna to receive Digital broadcasts.
To connect the broadcast signal to the D-VHS VCR, use a 2-Way Splitter {not supplied).
