2. Monitor Input/Qutput Connector (MONITOR IN/OUT)

OUT: The video signal setected by the Matrix Switcher is provided al this conneclor for the video monitor.
IN: This connector is used for video input irom a VCR or system expansion to 128 camera input.

BOARD SETTING
Before installing this board, the following settings should be made by qualified service personnel or system installers.

1. Set switches (SW1) on the board to meet the monitor output number as shown in the following table.
Iniially, monitor 1-4 is selecied at the factory.

2. Sei switches (SW2/SW3/SW4/SWS) on the board to choose the alarm
reset output signal as either Open Collector (OPEN C.) or Pulse (VTR).
Open Collector (OPEN C.): 16VDC 100mA max. CHA
Pulse {(VTR): +5VDC approx. 500 msec, OPENC
Initizlly, VTR positions are selected al the factory.

Note H

Be careful when setting these switches as the swiches are not physically
located on the board in numerical order. Switch location from the 1op of the
board, going downward, is: SW4 (reset out 3), SW5 (reset out 4), SW3
{reset out 2) and SW2 (reset out 1).

3. Set swilches (SW100/SW150/SW200/SW250) on the boeard to choose the
character display mode on the monitor.
NOR: White with Black border
REV: Black with White border
Initially, normal {(NOR) positions are selected at the factory.

INSTALLATION

Before installing this board be sure 1o turn off the Power
Switch of the Matrix Switcher.

The following installation should be made by qualified ser-
vice personnel or system installers.

1. Remove the screws on the rear panel(s) of the Matrix
Switcher. e o

2. Remove the rear panegl(s).

3. Place the Video Output Board into the desired position
in the rear of Matrix Switcher by sliding it inside the
board guides.

Each slot is identical, so the board can installed in any
slot.
However it is recommended to nstall the board as
shown below for an orderly instaliation.

4. Make sure to push in the Video Output Board until it is
seated firmly.

5. Secure the Video Qutput Board by tightiening the two
screws on the boeard.

6. Close off open spaces on the rear of the Matrix
Switcher by using Blark Panels WV-Q63 (Optional) or
supplied rear panel(s).
