The version of the mapi32.dll provided with Microsoft's Windows Messaging version 4.0 for Windows 95 is incompatible with this release of OnliNet® 4.1.01.

Part 5: OnliNet and the ConnectUPS SNMP Network Adapter

======================================================= 

1. The Timed Shutdown feature is not supported with firmware version 1.03 of the ConnectUPS.

2. If you are communicating with a ConnectUPS with OnliNet running on the Novell NetWare platform, the password displayed in the ConnectUps configuration screen is "private". This must be changed to correspond to the user configured password in the ConnectUPS. If no password was configured in the ConnectUPS, then change "private" to the ConnectUPS default password. The ConnectUPS default password can be found in the ConnectUPS manual.

3. If you are using OnliNet Vista and a ConnectUPS to monitor a UPS, under certain conditions the UPS/ConnectUPS combination may appear on the main OnliNet Vista screen twice. This occurs when an OnliNet agent is running on a computer on the network and is communicating with the ConnectUPS. 

In this case, one monitoring node is identified with a "C" icon representing an OnliNet Centro UPS agent running on the computer. The second monitoring node is identified with an "A" icon  indicating a ConnectUPS. By selecting either icon, you display information about the power. Note that the source for this power-related information is the same UPS. 

Note also that when you select the "A" icon from OnliNet Vista, OnliNet displays  menus: meters, system information, manage adapters and data collection.  When you select the "C" icon,  all standard OnliNet Centro functionality is available.

Part 5: General Known Bugs and Workarounds

======================================================= 

1.  While the Lotus Notes Server is active ( running ), OnliNet will not install.  To run setup.exe, terminate the Lotus Notes server. When setup is complete, setup initiates a system reboot.  Lotus Notes server starts automatically if it has been configured to start at system startup (this is the default). 

2.  When the Toolbar is disabled under the View menu, the toolbar is re-enabled after the user selects "Owner Registration" or "Problem Report" under the Help menu.

3.  OnliNet Vista does not display UPS off when "[Turn Off] the UPS" through Manage Network Adapter is selected.  

4.  After you open Data Collection and select File/New, you should select all meters under the "Meter Storage Configuration." This ensures that different meters will be available for selection when you select Graph/New.

5.  Load segment control with the Powerware 5140 UPS does not work when using serial communications.  When the selected load segment is scheduled to turn off, ALL load segments turn off.

6.  When the Powerware 9125 UPS loses utility power, OnliNet Centro reports a "UPS Error" alarm on the main screen and a "UPS Component Failed" alarm in the OnliNet Event Log.  These alarms can be ignored as long as there

is an 'On Battery' condition present.

7.  The client functionality in the Configure Scheduled Shutdown dialog box does not work in this release.
