Introduction

The T800-06-0000 is an auxiliary D-range plug/PCB assembly which incorporates a
miniature RF connector to carry an externally generated 12.8MHz reference signal
into a T800 Series II module, thus replacing the internal 12.8MHz TCXO.  Once fitted,
the T800-06-0000 will allow the module to be used in Quasi-Synchronous controlled
base stations.  

The T800-06-0001 is the same as the T800-06-0000, but also includes a special coax
cable to connect the external frequency reference to the T800 Series II module via an
appropriate backplane PCB.  One end of this cable is terminated with a miniature RF
connector, and the other end with a BNC connector which can be mounted on the rack
frame.

Installation

These instructions describe two ways of installing the T800-06-0000/0001.  The first is
a complete installation which prepares the T800 Series II module for full Quasi-Sync
operation.  The second is a partial installation ("Quasi-Sync prepared") in which the
coax for the external reference signal is not connected and the standard TCXO is left in
place, thus preparing the module for later conversion to Quasi-Sync operation.

Note: The first two steps below apply to both types of installation.  The differences in
installation method are indicated where appropriate.

1. Remove the top cover (nearest the handle).

2. Remove the two screws and cover plate from the second D-range (D-range 2)
