Use the following procedure to install the new CD-RW drive:

1.

Assemble the CD drive bracket, CD-RW drive, and the drive interface board.

Refer to Figure 5 when performing the following steps:

a.

Find the new CD-RW drive supplied with this upgrade.

Carefully attach the CD drive interface board to the CD-RW drive,
supplied with this upgrade, by aligning the pins and pushing the
interface board onto the drive until it is attached to the CD-RW drive.

Place the CD-RW drive on the bracket (use the correct part, see the
note), and install the four #0 Phillips screws to secure the bracket to the
CD-RW drive.

Install the CD drive assembly.

Refer to Figure 5 when performing the following steps:

a.

Slide the CD drive assembly toward the front of the chassis, and install
the assembly in the instrument.

Connect the CD drive ribbon cable to J230 on the drive interface board.

Install the two T-15 Torx-drive screws that secure the CD drive assemble
to the rear chassis.

Reassemble the instrument by performing steps 2 through 8 of the Remove
procedure in reverse order.
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Using the CD-RW Drive

Tektronix recommends that you use the Click’N Burn Pro software, shipped with
this upgrade, to create CD-RW and CD-R discs. One advantage of this software
is that the screen size of the application (640x480 pixels) matches the screen
resolution of your CSA/TDS7000 Series instrument, so the user interface for the
application displays properly on the screen.

A limitation of the Click’N Burn Pro software is that files burned onto the CD
using the Drive Letter Access mode cannot be read by systems that do not have
Click’N Burn Pro software installed. This affects CD-RW media only.

An alternative to Click’N Burn Pro is the Easy CD Creator software by Roxio.
The advantage of this software is that all features work with the CSA/TDS7000
Series instruments. However, a limitation of the Fasy CD Creator software is
that the product requires a display resolution of 800x600 pixels. Since the screen
resolution of the CSA/TDS7000 Series instrument is 640x480 pixels, it does not
display the entire application window. This requires you to move parts of the
application off the screen to access some of the controls.

NOTE. The Tektronix CSA/TDS7000 series instruments require that the screen
resolution be 640x480 pixels.

Perform the following steps to use your new CD-RW drive:

1. Connect the power cord to the rear panel of the instrument.
2. Switch the power switch on the rear panel to the on position.
3. Push the Standby/On button to power on the instrument.
4

After the instrument application opens, select Minimize from the File menu
to minimize the application.

5. Keep the Click’N Burn jewel case handy as you will need information from
the jewel case to install the software.

6. Refer to the Click’N Burn Pro User’s Manual and Quick Start Guide, on the
Click’N Burn CD, for instructions on loading and using the CD recording
software.

7. After installing the Click’N Burn software, insert the floppy disk with the
Click’N Burn software patch into the floppy disk drive.

8. Run PxEngineUpdate342.exe from the floppy disk and follow the on-screen
instructions to install the patch.
