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Installation Instructions

These instructions are for personnel who are familiar with servicing the product.
If you need further details for disassembling or reassembling the product, refer to
the TG700 TV Signal Generator Platform Service Manual (Tektronix part
number 070-A800-XX).

CAUTION. To prevent static discharge damage, service the product only in a

static-free environment. Observe standard handling precautions for static-sensi-

tive devices while installing this kit. Always wear a grounded wrist strap,

grounded foot strap, and static resistant apparel while installing this kit.

Replacing the RFI Filter

Perform the following procedure to replace the RFI filter:

1. Set the TG700 so its bottom is down on the work surface and its rear is
facing you.

2. Use a screwdriver with a #1 Phillips tip to loosen the two screws securing
the power supply module to the mainframe.

3. Pull the module slowly in a horizontal direction back from the mainframe.

4. Use a screwdriver with a #2 Phillips tip to remove the screw securing the top
cover to the chassis. See Figure 1.

5. Lift the cover up and away from the chassis to complete the removal.

6. Unplug the cable from the fan at J120 on the A40 LAN board.

7. Unplug the cable from the A30 POWER CONNECT board at J110 on the
A40 LAN board.

8. Use a screwdriver with a #2 Phillips tip to remove the three screws securing
the A40 LAN board to the chassis. See Figure 1.

9. Lift the board up and away from the chassis to completely the removal.

10. Unplug the cable from CN1 on the power supply.

11. Use a 7 mm nut driver to remove the nut securing the ground lead to the
chassis. See Figure 1.

12. Use a screwdriver with a #2 Phillips tip to remove the two screw securing
the RFI filter to the chassis. See Figure 1.

13. Pull the RFI filter away.

Removing the RFI Filter
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14. Use a screwdriver with a #2 Phillips tip to install the two screws securing the
RFI filter to the chassis.

15. Use a 7 mm nut driver to install the nut securing the ground lead to the
chassis.

16. Connect the cable to CN1 on the power supply.

17. Reconnect the cable from the A30 POWER CONNECT board to J110 on the
A40 LAN board. When reconnecting this cable, make sure that it is
completely within the cable guide.

18. Reconnect the cable from the fan to J120 on the A40 LAN board.

19. Use a screwdriver with a #2 Phillips tip to install the three screws securing
the A40 LAN board to the chassis.

20. Use a screwdriver with a #2 Phillips tip to install the screw securing the top
cover to the chassis.

21. Insert the power supply module into the slot, paying attention to the module
orientation.

22. Push the module in until the connector board of the module is firmly
engaged with the main board of the mainframe.

23. Use a screwdriver with a #1 Phillips tip to tighten the two screws securing
the power supply module to the mainframe.
