» Do not place the speakers where they are liable to be knocked over or struck
by falling objects.

» Placing the speakers on the same stand or shelf as the turntable can result in
feedback.

» This speaker features a magnetically shielded design, but there is still a chance
that placing it too close to a TV set might impair picture color. Should this
happen, move the speaker away from the TV set.

= Never touch the woofer or tweeter units with your hands or expose them to
excessive physical shock. If they are dented or bent, the sound will be
distorted.

» Lower the power amplifier/receiver volume control before changing input
sources. Never change input sources (for example, FM to CD) at high listening
levels. Always turn the receiver/amplifier unit off when installing or removing
input cables.

= Anytime you note distortion, reduce the volume control on your power
amplifier/receiver to a lower setting. Never allow your power amplifier to be
driven into "clipping.”

= Do not attempt to clean the speakers with chemical solvents as this might
damage the finish. To clean, wipe with a dry, soft cloth.

« To prevent the enclosure from warping or discoloring, de not place the
speakers where they will be exposed to direct sunlight or excessive humidity.

To assure low distortion on program peaks, your amplifier or receiver should be
capable of delivering at least 10 watts RMS (continuous sine-wave power) per
channel. This speaker can be used safely with amplifiers rated at up to 120
watts RMS per channel.

Amplitiers rated at higher than 120 watts RMS (continuocus sine-wave power)
per channel may be used with care.

= Check to make sure that the power has been turned off before making
connections.

= Connect the (+) terminals on both amplifier and Speaker. Connect the (-)
terminals on both amplifier and Speaker.

= Reversing polarity (+/-) will result in unnatural seund reproduction.

PROCEDURE

1. Loosen the speaker terminals by turning the knobs counterclockwise.
2. Insert the lead portions of the speaker cable into the terminal holes.
3. Tighten the speaker terminals by turning the knobs clockwise.

4. Lightly pull the speaker cable to make sure connections are secure.
