(@ Connect 4~20mA DC signal cable from 2-wir
transmitter to distributor terminals 1(+),
2(-). (See Fig.9). If external power supply

is used, connect it to 2(+), 3(-).(See Fig.9)

® Connect distributor output signal cable to
its terminals 4(+) and 5(-).

@ Connect 24V DC power cable to distributor
terminals 6(+) and 7(-). (See Fig.9)
