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The Structural Particle “/)” in Attributives

In what case the structural particle “#)” is needed between the attributive and the central word it
modifies? The following rules summarize the uses of this particle studied in previous lessons:

(1)When a noun functions as an attributive to express possession, “#J” is usually needed. For ex-
ample: “TRAIZEG L K7, GG B 45" “SNE A H9F A7 . When a noun functions as an attributive
to indicate the qualities or attributes of the central word, “#9” is usually not used. For example: “F
A7 R EF IR BB

(2)When a personal pronoun functions as an attributive to express possession, “#]” is usually need-
ed. For example: “#% 85 $ ", “4R 69 B K7, “f 4§ % F” . If the central word modified by the personal
pronoun denotes a relative or a work unit, “#9” is not necessary. For example : “REET,HRMERT,
“HATF IR

(3)When a numeral-measure word (or a demonstrative pronoun plus a measure word) functions as
an attributive, “#9” is never used. For example: “ =+ ZAF A" “#T ER” X 5F".

(4)If a monosyllabic adjective functions as an attributive, “#J” is not needed. For example: “ % A
A7 K7, 4087, If an attributive is a disyllabic adjective, “#7” must be used after it. For exam-

le: “HAMHEFR”, TR NN

(5)When a verb, verbal phrase, or subject-predicate phrase functions as an attributive, “#J” is re-

quired. For example: “R e A”,“H B &) &1, “ 169 B 4.
