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Introduction to the Course

With the progress of international economic integration and the deepening of
China’s reform and opening-up, China’s foreign trade is developing rapidly and
business activities between China and foreign countries are getting more and more
frequent. As a result, there is an increasing need for people who know both busi-
ness and the Chinese language. So far, however, there is no elementary course in
business Chinese for beginners to build up and improve their communicative skills in
business operations. The present course is compiled to meet this need.

This course is intended for learners with a vocabulary of over 800 Chinese
words and basic grammar. The whole set consists of printed textbook, online ver-
sion, CD-ROM and cassettes, which are independent as well as complementary.
Therefore, this new elementary teaching package of business Chinese can meet the
need of either online correspondence education or classroom use and is the first
choice for foreign learners.

This course is for foreigners and overseas Chinese engaging in business with
China as well as for foreign students studying in China.

This course is composed of 24 units, each of which is divided into 6 sections:
Key Words, Functional Expressions, Dialogues, New Words, Notes, and Exer-
cises.

Key Words. There are 10 key words in a unit. The first one is the business
topic of the unit. The business topics of the course cover five aspects: the first is
the common topic of business activities, such as welcome, reservation, bank,
banquet, visit, advertisement and customs; the second concerns intellectual prop-
erty, such as trademark; the third is about trade in goods, such as price, pay-
ment, time and place of delivery, transportation, sales, package, insurance,
commodity inspection, contract and claims; the fourth deals with the modes of
business operations, such as agent, exclusive sales, trade of technology and pro-
cessing trade; the last is related to direct investment, such as investment in China
or in foreign countries.

Functional Expressions. According to the requirement of business activities,
28 common functions are selected with reference to the Syllabus of Functions in ele-

mentary/ intermediate - advanced stage of teaching Chinese as a foreign language
b



edited respectively by Yang Jizhou and Zhao Jianhua. Each unit deals with one or
two functions, such as-greeting, introduction, request and invitation. Ten repre-
sentative words, constructions or sentences are chosen from the text as the expres-
sions of the function(s).

Dialogues. Each unit consists of 3 dialogues, that is, 72 in the whole book.
The materials and their arrangement are centered on business. In accordance with
the characteristics of teaching Chinese as a foreign language and the rules of busi-
ness operations, the content of text and the function of the unit are arranged so
that the easy comes before the difficult, and the new words gradually increase as
the course progresses.

New Words. Every dialogue is followed by a list of new words selected with
reference to the syllabus of vocabulary in Chinese Proficiency Syllabus of Vocabu-
lary and Chinese Characters and Syllabus in Elementary Stage of Teaching Chi-
nese as a Foreign Language. 1600 new words, each providing with the part of
speech, phonetic transcription in pinyin and English equivalent, are presented in
the whole book with 800 commonly-used words as the basis. To facilitate corre-
spondence education and self-study, the part of speech of some words are marked
as BT 37 (), that is, separable words, such as ik, 1, #HHO, & H;
some trade terms occur as phrases rather than being segmented into words to avoid
misinterpretation, such as BE$SiE 4, {REYEIE, A 3; the tones of — and
A are marked in accordance with the pronunciation in actual context, such as —
(y) BIB&, — (yi) %@, & (bd) ¥, A (bl) "THA.

Notes. The grammatical points are selected with reference to the syllabus of
grammar in elementary/intermediate-advanced stages of teaching Chinese as a for-
eign language as well as the requirement of the function and business topic.

Exercises. The exercises fall into two types. To help understand and digest
the text, every dialogue is followed by some exercises, including Answer ques-
tions, Fill in the blanks with appropriate words and Word collocations. To get a
deeper understanding or to make simple summarization of the content of each unit,
comprehensive exercises are designed, which include phonetic exercises such as
those of the neutral tone, retroflex finals and change of tone grammatical exercises
such as Fill in the blanks with appropriate measure words, verbs, adjectives and
complements, Rearrange and Rewrite sentences, and semantic exercises such as

Questions for thinking. The key to all the exercises is given after the vocabulary

list for reference.

The chief compiler of this course is Liu Liying, who is also responsible for the
finalization of the whole book. The division of responsibility is as follows: the first
ten units were compiled by Chong Guosheng; Liu Liying compiled units 11-24;
Sui Yan transcribed the new words in pinyin; the English translation was done by
Li Xiaomin; the illustrations were done by Jiang Pei. Online version was jointly
produced by the Network Education College of BLCU and the Huaxia Dadi Distance
Learning Services Co., Ltd.

The compilers would like to express their sincere thanks to Professor Li Yang,
dean of the Chinese Language College for her advice and encouragement in the plan-
ning, compilation and publication of this book. Thanks should also be given to
Zhuo Zhengming for his help in providing materials and to Professor Wang
Zhonghua for his valuable advice.
