4.1 Chinese Business Management

China’s “Reform and Open Door Policy” has not only introduced capital and
technology into China, but it has also brought advanced western management models
and operational methods into the country. After 20 years of exploration and
improvement, a management system in line with China’s situation is gradually being
established. Recently, the Chinese business sector has proposed the following

improvements :

1. Focused Strategic Management. Over the past 20 years, Chinese enterprises
have emulated Japanese and Korean management models in establishing their own
business groups. Each business group operated and invested in a wide range of
industries. China Everbright Group, for instance, was involved in the finance,
manufacturing, transportation, and entertainment sectors. Such diversification has
led to lower efficiencies because business managers have not concentrated their efforts
on the company’s core business sector. Therefore, an increasing number of business
groups have abandoned the diversified model and begun selling off non-core

businesses.

2. Enterprise Resource System Management. The vast majority of Chinese
businesses do not meet international standards with respect to product process
design. Redundancy in work routines or wasting resources is a common phenomenon.
In order to change the current situation, some visionary Chinese managers have
begun to try to bring in various advanced enterprise resource systems such as ERP
( Enterprise Resource Planning) to upgrade management processes and to optimize
the utilization of business resources. Lenovo and Haier are examples of Chinese

companies that have successfully adopted such systems.

4.2 Management of Foreign Enterprises in China

Although foreign enterprises have only been in China for about 20 years, they
have become an important part of China’s economy. The quality of management in
these foreign enterprises exerts a tremendous influence on Chinese economic
development.

Most foreign enterprises have relatively strong overall strategic management,
with clear objectives, rational management process designs, and effective capital
utilization. Due to its effective management, Motorola China has distinguished itself

for several consecutive years in being among the top ten foreign capital companies in

China.

Surveys have shown that human resource management poses a particularly thorny
management problem in foreign enterprises. Most foreign managers find that managing
Chinese employees is much harder than they had imagined. The task often leads to
friction and mutual suspicion. Consequently, some foreign enterprises have had to
withdraw from the Chinese market, for example, Corona, a Japanese electronic
company, and Whirlpool, an American appliance company. Practical experience has
proven that the most effective way of managing Chinese people is to localize
management staff or, in other words, to turn the management of Chinese employees
over to a Chinese manager in order to avoid friction caused by language barriers and
cultural differences. Shanghai Volkswagen and Motorola are two successful examples
of this approach.

5.1 China’s Current Foreign Trade Situation

Internal reform and external “ Open Door” policies have been concurrently
implemented in China. As two important strategic policies for China’s transition into a
market economy, they have not only had a great impact on China’s economic
development since 1979, but they have also propelled China into participating in the
integration of international capital and commodity trading markets.

Since 1979, foreign trade reforms have made astounding progress. China’ s
foreign exchange balance has improved markedly. Foreign trade has become more and

more profitable which, in turn, has contributed to increased foreign exchange.

Along with the rapid development of foreign trade, the structure of imports and
exports has gradually improved, and trading methods and markets have become more
diversified. At present, China’s exports in finished products have already surpassed
that of raw products. In addition, the structure of the export market has shifted from
agricultural and resource-intensive products to labor and capital-intensive products.

Aside from cash-based and entrepot trade, China is also focusing its efforts on
the development of futures, barter, and compensation trade which reflects a diverse
array of flexible trade formats. At the same time, China’s foreign trade market has
continued to expand. To date, China has established excellent trade relations with
the vast majority of countries in the world. These relationships have boosted China’s

foreign trade development to a new level.

5.2 Opportunity and Challenge: China’s Entry
into the World Trade Organization( WTO)

The General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade ( GATT) organization officially
changed its name to the World Trade Organization ( WTO) in January 1998. The
WTO is a multilateral international trade organization in which member countries
open up their respective markets to one another with the objective of gaining the
benefits of free trade. As a country whose trade status is rapidly becoming more
important in the world, China has spared no effort since the 1970’ s in gaining
entrance into this organization. China formally submitted its application to enter
WTO’ s predecessor, GATT, in 1986. GATT formally initiated negotiations with

China two years later.

WTO requires member countries to open up their markets to each other while
eliminating tariff barriers in an effort to create free international competition among
businesses. Therefore, accession to WTO is an excellent opportunity for China, but
also a formidable challenge. In other words, inherent in joining WTO are both
benefits and drawbacks for China’s economic development.

On the negative side, in comparison with advanced countries, China has
numerous fledgling industries, such as the automotive, machinery, electronic, and
telecommunications industries, which are all still in the developmental stage and
utilize relatively low-level technology. These industries are totally incapable of
competing against those of developed countries in the international market. Opening
up these sectors to foreign competition would be tantamount to destroying the
domestic industry. On the positive side, from the perspective of Chinese industries
with a competitive advantage such as light industries, textiles, and household
appliances, the mutual opening up of markets among WTO member countries would
facilitate the flow of these Chinese products into international markets, thereby
expanding exports. Furthermore, the opening of markets will give China more access
to advanced management experience and manufacturing technology. Weighing the
benefits and the drawbacks of WTO entry, there is no doubt that it is the best way to

promote Chinese economy.

Although China has put much energy into gaining entry into the WTO, the

negotiation progress has been slow. The principle difference of opinion between
China and the U.S., the leader among advanced WTO members, is that China
considers itself to be a developing country which should enjoy the same kind of
preferential treatment as other developing countries. The U.S., however, sees
China as an economically powerful country that has a huge trade surplus with the
U. S., and therefore is not comparable to other developing countries.

The sectors in the U. S. that stand to gain the most from China’s entry into the
WTO include agriculture, chemical engineering, energy, automotive, technology,
telecommunications, internet, banking, insurance, and accounting. According to
some projections, more than ten sectors in the U.S. stand to garner enormous
economic benefits from China’s entry into the WTO. American industries that may be
hurt by China’ s entry include textiles, garment manufacturing, and other labor

intensive industries.

6.1 China’s Information Industry

The information industry is an emerging indusiry that has been expanding as
electronic information technology advances, particularly computer hardware and
software. The information industry generally includes the manufacturing of computers
and network technology equipment, software research and development, systems
integration, and information services. Nowadays, the information industry is a
leading industry that drives world economic development, and can be used as an

indicator of a nation’s level of modernization.

In line with global trends, China is intensifying its development of information
resources and accelerating the pace of information technology advancement in the
national economy. In March 1998, the Chinese government established the Ministry
of Information Industry on the foundation of the former Ministry of Post and
Telecommunications and Ministry of Electronic Industries. As one of the pillar
industries, the information industry has become a focal point for national economic

development in China.

Over the past decade, China’s information industry has grown at an annual rate
of 27% . However, when compared to developed countries, it still lags far behind for
the following reasons: 1) China established its information industry in the absence
of a mature industrialized foundation and the technology and the entire industry are
still in their infancy; 2) the industry has long been monopolized by the government
and has not been exposed to globalization; 3 ) China’ s information industry has
strong political overtones and is considered to be of public interest in nature; and 4)
China has a shortage of financial resources and management personnel. All of these
factors, to some extent, have constrained the development of China’s information

industry.

Due to the strategic significance of the information industry, China’ s
government has imposed a strict system of inspection and approval of foreign
enterprises that want to enter this industry. Until recently foreign companies could
only enter the Chinese market through cooperative or joint ventures and, moreover,

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6.2 China’s Automotive Industry

The Chinese automotive industry did not begin to develop until after the new
China was established in 1949. Having gone through five decades of development,
the automotive industry has basically become an independent and comprehensive
sector, particularly under the impetus of economic reforms instituted at the end of the
1980s. Due to the high value-added features that characterize the automotive
industry, and its potential in spurring on development in a number of related
industries as well as creating an array of job opportunities, the Chinese government
formulated the “ Automotive Industry Policy” in 1994, thus making the automotive
sector one of China’s pillar industries.

China’ s automotive industry faces three principle problems. First, the
automotive industry is improperly structured. In developed countries, passenger cars
account for more than 50% of all automotive production. This output contrasts with
the situation in China, where cargo trucks are the most important products and
passenger cars are relegated to a subordinate status. Secondly, the manufacturing
structure is not equitable. There are a great many manufacturers, but the average
production scale of each is relatively small. Many regions are blindly developing the
automotive industry and, as a result, the number of Chinese automotive
manutacturers exceeds that of the U.S., Japan, and Western Europe
combined. However, the number of vehicles manufactured by the entire Chinese
automotive industry does not match the number of units manufactured by any one
company in the aforementioned countries. Thirdly, the level of technology is not very
high. The automotive industry is a technology-intensive industry, so technological
advancement plays a decisive role in the development of an automotive
industry. Because China’s manufacturers have been closed off from the world for the
past several decades, there has been no opportunity to exchange technological ideas
with manufacturers in advanced countries, which explains why China’ s automotive
industry has long been in a backward state.

In order to upgrade the production capability and technological level of its
automotive industry, China has begun to forge cooperative agreements with foreign
automotive manufacturers. Nevertheless, protectionist policies remain in place due to
the importance of the automotive sector to the nation’s economy. Any foreign company
wishing to enter China’s automotive market must do so via a joint-or cooperative-
venture format. The final approval of a company’s entrance into the Chinese market
hinges on whether or not it is ready to bring with it the latest world-class technology.

China’s Real Estate Industry

After 1998, the Chinese government did away with its welfare housing allocation
policy. Since then, Chinese people could no longer count on their government work
unit to provide homes at prices far below market value. In order to propel the
development of real estate, the government has enacted and implemented new real
estate policies and regulations, and the real estate sector has begun the process of

becoming truly market driven.

The following three reasons account for why the government has designated the
real estate sector for priority development: First, the average living space in China’s
cities and towns is less than nine square meters per person, so there is considerable
market demand for housing. Next, through housing system reforms in the 80s, the
government carried out fundamental policies in which state-owned land could be
purchased and housing became commercialized, thus eliminating the barriers to real
estate development that had existed under the old system. Lastly, development of the
real estate sector can drive development in related sectors such as construction,
renovation, the manufacture of home appliances and other durable consumer goods,

and the insurance industry.

Real estate, particularly in the residential and commercial sectors, requires a lot
of capital and promises a relatively high rate of return on investment. So naturally this
sector has attracted considerable foreign investment. Since the early 1990s, the
chinese government has implemented numerous incentive policies such as discounts on
land purchases, favorable tax rates, and priority in land selection, in order to
provide advantageous conditions for the influx of overseas capital into China’s real

estate market.

At present, in all major Chinese cities, there exists a common situation in
which the supply of real estate exceeds demand. Shanghai’s Pudong Development
Zone is a prime example. In Beijing, the buying power of most residents is limited
while housing prices remain overpriced, which leads to a high residential vacancy
rate. The situation is even more desperate with commercial real estate.

From the point of view of overseas investors, Mainland China’s real estate
market is also plagued by a number of problems. It takes at least one-third longer to
construct a building in China than it takes to construct an equivalent building in
Hong Kong. The investment environment and real estate policies are not uniform
throughout China, which also causes an inconvenience for foreign investors. Thus,
establishing a standardized real estate system is the most urgent task in developing
China’s real estate industry.

6.4 China’s Insurance Industry

Since economic reforms began, the insurance sector in China has developed from
ground zero with an amazing speed. In 1979, the year that the insurance business was
revived in China, premium revenues totaled RMB 460 million. This figure rose to RMB
124. 73 billion by 1998. At an average annual growth rate of over 30% , this sector far
outstripped the annual GNP growth rate for the same period. Today, the insurance
industry is becoming increasingly instrumental in promoting economic development,
safeguarding people’s lives, and maintaining social stability.

The Chinese insurance sector has developed rapidly from the period when the
People’s Insurance Company of China (PICC) played a monopolistic role until 1998
when there were a total of 25 insurance companies. By the end of 1998, 14 foreign
insurance companies had been allowed to operate in China under the Reform and Open
Door policy. Additionally, 113 insurance organizations from 17 countries and regions
have established 202 representative offices in China.

Nevertheless, when compared with Europe and the U.S., China’s insurance
industry is still in its infancy. In terms of operational scale, management methods,
and quality of service, Chinese insurance companies lag far behind foreign
companies. In order to narrow this gap and to impose standards on the industry, the
Chinese government established the China Insurance Regulatory Commission ( CIRC)
in 1998 in the hopes that, with supervisory management, China’s insurance industry
would soon improve and catch up with international standards.

6.5 PEMEHTH

China’s Medical & Pharmaceutical Markets

"According to current statistics, China’s population stands at about 1.3 billion,
and 10% of the population is above 65 years old. As the aging of the population
accelerates, medical expenses will also increase. The medical sector in China currently
accounts for about 4% of the GDP, and 55% of this total is spent on
pharmaceuticals. Given these statistics, it is not difficult to understand why foreign
companies see great potential in the Chinese pharmaceutical market.

All pharmaceuticals entering the Chinese market must have the approval of the
State Drug Administration (SDA), In general, it takes 18 to 26 months for a new
drug to pass through the SDA approval process, which consists mainly of three stages:
preliminary examination, clinical trial, and quality testing.

The sales channel for pharmaceuticals in the Chinese market goes from the
manufacturer through various levels of distributors and then to hospitals and
pharmacies. The price of pharmaceuticals is determined by negotiations between
manufacturers and the government. China does not have any specific guidelines as to
how OTC ( over-the-counter) medicine should be advertised, but advertisements
must be reviewed by relevant health and administrative departments and be approved
by the local government.

According to projections, the Chinese pharmaceutical market is expected to
increase by 10% annually in the foreseeable future. There are, however, a number of
problems associated with the Chinese pharmaceutical market. For instance, foreign
pharmaceutical manufacturers often complain that their intellectual property rights are
not well protected in China. In order to address this problem, China’s government has
tried since 1993 to offer better protection for intellectual property rights of
pharmaceutical companies by formulating relevant laws. Unfortunately, these laws have
yet to be implemented effectively in many parts of China.

Like the majority of the world’ s nations, the Chinese government is trying to limit
medical expenses even as it tries to foster the medical and pharmaceutical industries.
Only about a quarter of China’s immense population has medical insurance. The vast
majority of China’s agrarian population is not covered by any kind of medical insurance,
and these people cannot afford costly medicines. Clearly, the expansion of China’s
pharmaceutical market will be more challenging and more difficult to achieve than
one might imagine.

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Environmental Protection in China

China is still a developing country. It is currently in the stage of accelerating the
pace of its industrialization and urbanization, so it consumes a considerable amount of
natural resources. A long history of adopting laissez-faire economic development
models, compounded by dated technology and poor management, has led to a
continuous increase in the production of pollutants and a gradual deterioration in the
quality of the environment. The damage to human health, industry, and agriculture
caused by environmental pollution and ecological destruction has already severely
constrained China’s economic and social development. According to a World Bank
study, economic losses caused by water and atmospheric pollution alone account for

about 8% of China’s GDP each year.

The Chinese government has made relentless efforts to improve the quality of the
country’s environment. Over the past several years, the government has adopted some
basic measures, including raising automotive emissions standards, vigorously
promoting forestation, and planting flowers and grass in urban areas aiming to “leave
no earth exposed” .The government has required polluting industries to develop
technologies for treating waste water and curtailing the emission of other waste

products.

However, China still faces many problems with respect to environmental
protection. It is common knowledge that considerable capital is needed to improve
environmental quality, but China’s ability is limited because it lacks the necessary
financial resources. In addition, China’s overall technological level is low and efforts to
utilize new technologies for effectively reducing energy consumption and emission of
waste products are still fraught with difficulties.

In light of these problems, China has begun to seek out international cooperation
and has supported the entry of foreign companies into its environmental protection
market. China hopes that through extensive mutually beneficial cooperation, it will be
able to establish a favorable cycle leading to sustainable improvement of the current
situation. China’s environmental protection market is yet another popular sector that
will attract considerable foreign investment to China.

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The Internet in China

“Going online” is a fashionable term in China. More and more of today’s youth
feel “logging on the Internet” to be fashionable. The development of the Internet has
accelerated the pace of business communications considerably. The Internet has created
a wide range of business opportunities and, at the same time, has changed the
Chinese people’s lifestyles. People get information by browsing websites and exchanging
information via email. Through various websites, they make purchases, auction items,
trade stocks, and cast votes. They also chat, listen to music, watch movies, and

engage in all sorts of other activities online.

The Chinese government is proceeding with the development of data
telecommunications, which is considered to be one of the key sectors in the
information industry. In the next few years, China will invest approximately RMB140
billion annually in establishing networks that transmit data and intends to build a
secure, reliable network with economical, viable broadband access. A program called
the “Government Getting Online Project” has already been launched. The objective of
this program is to open up government information to the public and promote
transparency, thereby raising the quality of government services. The government also
hopes that, through initiating the “Government Getting Online Project” and other
related projects, it will be able to realize its goal of entering a truly networked era.

Although the Internet industry has made great progress in China, when compared
with more advanced countries it still has many problems as reflected by slow Internet
access, high costs, and limited information resources. In addition, according to an
investigative report by the China Internet Information Center, Internet users are
distributed unevenly across the country, with the majority of users concentrated in
Beijing, Shanghai, and Guangdong—the three most rapidly developing economic
regions in China. China’s information industry is also strongly protected by government
policy which has, to a certain extent, constrained the pace of Internet development.

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7.3 Protection of Intellectual
Property Rights in China

An intellectual property right is an intangible asset obtained through intellectual
efforts and includes patents, trademarks, written works, trade secrets, service
logos, manufacturer names, or product logos. In an open market environment, the
competitive strength of an entity, be it as large as a country or as small as a
business, depends on how much intellectual property it owns.

Since 1978, the Chinese government has brought in much intellectual property
in sorder to speed up the country’ s economic, technological, and -cultural
development. Protection of intellectual property rights is also included on the
government’ s agenda. After 20 years of effort, a system for protecting the rights to
three core types of intellectual property, including patents, trademarks, and
copyrights, has basically been set up. Meanwhile, judicial and administrative
institutions, as well as non-governmental mediation organizations, have been
established one after another to form the current integrated and effective enforcement

mechanism.

There are, however, still some problems with regard to intellectual property
rights protection in China. The international image of China with regard to intellectual
property rights protection has been severely damaged by the lack of awareness of
intellectual property rights protection, lax law enforcement, and rampant
counterfeiting among many businessmen who are driven by high profits and have been
involved in illegal activities such as piracy. Conversely, intellectual property has
repeatedly resulted in foreign businesses getting ahead of the Chinese in registering
Chinese brand names abroad and even in applying for technology patents, which has
engendered huge losses to Chinese companies.

In order to solve the above-mentioned problems, the Chinese government has
used the news media to promote understanding of intellectual property rights. At the
same time, the government demands that Chinese companies take it upon themselves
to protect their own intellectual property. The Chinese government hopes that through
strengthening intellectual property rights protection, an increasing number of
Chinese products will establish brand names globally, thereby strengthening the
international competitiveness of Chinese products.

China joined the World Intellectual
Property Rights Organization ( WIPO) in 1980. Since then, the scope and strength
of China’s protection of intellectual property rights have been gradually approaching
international standards.

7. 4 Technology Transfer

Technology transfer is a special type of trading which treats intangible assets as
products with value that is compensated for in the transaction. In other words,
technology transfer is a type of trade in which a party that has technology, knowledge
or experience passes it on to another party, allows that party to use it, and obtains

compensation in exchange for it.

Technology transfer often involves the permission to use patents. For the
purpose of encouraging invention and creation, patent rights are conferred upon
inventors and bestow certain legal rights and benefits for a certain period of time.

In addition, technology transfer also includes trademarks and technological
know-how. Trademarks are symbols used by manufacturers or retailers to differentiate
their products from other products. A trademark can be a script, a name, a pattern,
or a collection of symbols. In the market economy, trademarks are playing an
increasingly prominent role and have become an effective means of identifying the
product source, promoting products, and marketing products. Technological know-
how refers to the specialized technology and process through which a certain product
is produced and is an accumulation of technology and experience.

As with patent rights, owners of trademarks and technological know-how have
the right to manufacture and sell products or to transfer their rights to others. These
two types of technology transfers have played an active role in introducing advanced
technology and intellectual property from foreign countries into the course of China’s

economic reform.

The most commonly encountered forms of international technology transfer
include build-operate-transfer ( BOT ), joint ventures, cooperative manufacturing,
and information services. As technology advances, new forms of transfer such as
special permit operations, joint research and development, and network transfer will

continue to emerge.

Background
Information

The Chinese government has paid a great deal of attention to technology transfer
and has also formulated relevant policies to encourage the process. However, due to
several obstacles, the more sophisticated technologies were not transferred as much
as was hoped for. Those obstacles include: the lack of controlling power given to
foreign counterparts over their technologies; China’ s unreasonable policies pertaining
to technology transfer; strict regulations on allowing foreign market entry; and
weakly enforced protection of intellectual property rights.

After being admitted to the WTO, the Chinese government will continue to make
efforts in improving policies and it’ s administrative environment, grant more
controlling power to the parties which convey the technologies, and set up standards
for governmental intervention. In this way, the government can provide incentives

for bringing in more advanced technologies.
