Stylization

Stylization is a way of showing deference or familiarity to the
listener. It is basically independent of Exaltation which is the device
to show deference to the people who appear in a sentence.

The familiar style is used when the speaker talks to family mem-

bers and friends. The formal style is more broadly used. The very

formal style is often used in public announcements and formal tele-

phone conversations, and by such people as hotel employees and
waiters and waitresses in high-class restaurants.

The plain forms of verbs and adjectives are used in the familiar
style. The % 9 forms of verbs and Noun/Adjective T3 are used in
the formal style.
