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TO THE STUDENT

The workbook/laboratory manual accompanying Nakama 2: Japanese
Communication, Culture, Context is designed to increase your accuracy
in grammar usage and your knowledge of kanji and to help you develop
basic listening comprehension and production skills in Japanese. The exer-
cises and activities in the workbook/laboratory manual are divided into
two sections. The workbook consists of grammar and written exercises,
and the lab manual provides pronunciation, listening, and oral produc-
tion exercises. Additionally, the workbook contains a list of supplemen-
tary vocabulary for each chapter that has been designed to further
facilitate your communication skills. The pages have been perforated so
they can be handed in.

The first section of the workbook consists of the supplementary
vocabulary lists. The second section contains supplementary grammar
exercises to complement those in the text. This section also includes a
number of exercises with personalized questions that enable you to prac-
tice more creatively the central grammar principles covered in each chap-
ter. The grammar exercises in the workbook, like those in the textbook,
are situation based and reinforce the basic vocabulary in the textbook. In
addition, the third section of the workbook (Kaku Renshuu) provides
penmanship practice for new kanji and exercises that reinforce your usage
of kanji when writing in Japanese.

The laboratory manual consists of two sections: Pronunciation and
Speaking and Listening Comprehension Activities. In the first section, you
will hear the Essential Vocabulary presented at the end of each chapter in
your textbook. While listening to the audio materials, you should look at
the end of that particular chapter in your textbook, and repeat the items
to tamiliarize yourself with the visual symbols and their sounds. The sec-
ond section provides supplementary listening and oral production exer-
cises to complement those in the text. The exercises include formation
exercises, true/false and multiple-choice exercises, task-based listening
activities, and personalized questions.
