Th ese netw ork -conn ected 
hosts and ter mina ls constituted 
ea rly-generation LAJ\ls, or local 
area networks. Telecommunica-
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tions pioneer s worked to create 
,·oluntar y prot ocol standard s for 
the ne t\\1ork of term inal s and 
comp ut e rs . Host comp uter s 
were tied int o local ne tworks, 
and began to se rve as "ga te­
ways" to such network services 
as CompuServe . 

In the co ur e of the nex t 
decade , network layer sucl1 as 
Interne t came on the scene. To 
ge t th e var ious smalle r net s 
\\·orking in harmo ny, In terne t 
Protoco l estab lished stand ards 
for se nd ing e-ma il and other 
da ta between server s and host 
comput e 1·s, ope nin g up the 
possibility of data sharin g with 
all platform having comm on 
access to a network. Porta l is a 
grea t examp le of such data 
sharing taken to a new, low-cost 
level on the net s. 

Many eclucaLion centers and 
large corpora tions use U1 JX­
based ma inframes, worksta ­
tion s, and eve n UN IX-based 
Amigas LO send e-mail and oth er 
da la to a variety of nets. Usenet 
is the networ k of choice fo r 
UN IX-ba ed te lecomm uni ca­
Lions, and thus U I TX is widely 
repres emed on network s such as 
CompuServe. Conse quently, a 
lot o f messages on ne twork~ that 
support gate\\ •ays and direct 

Usenet connections, such as Por­
tal, will have the addre ss of the 
author in a username , site, net­
work format. 

A gene ric, simpl ified exam ­
p le might ap pea r as timw@ 
cs.brown.edu . T he fir t part of 
the en din g part y's name is just 
that -a person's on-lin e name 
or screen name. T hat is then 
followed by the "a t" sign and 
the serve 1·'s site o r location. 
Even the originati ng network is 
someti me s inclu ded : in the 
above example, it's Brown Uni­
versity. Some of the smaller nets 
keep thi s in formation intact 
with Lhe e-mail, so you can typ­
ically figure out where the mes­
sage originated. 

MAKING CONNECTIO NS 

l e lenet and Tymnet are not net­
wor ks; rat he r, t hey serve as 
telecommuni cat ion packets for 
con nect ing between neo,·orks . 
For instance, with a call to one 
numb e r listed in the \Nhit e 
Pages, I access my accounts on 
every neovork tha t I mentio n in 
this column (except GEnie), plus 
a few others such as Ame rica 
On line. 

Packet services can be further 
d ivided into smalle 1· specialties 
such as Sprintnet and PC-Pur-

suit. fam iliar to many Amiga 
users, PC-Pursuit is the name of 
the ou tdialing sen 1ice Lhat can 
red uce the pri ce of calls for com­
puterists wiLhout local num bers 
for Telen e l and Tym net. Fi­
doNet is lesser known because 
it's outside o f the normal net ­
work circle, be ing comp rised of 
large-scale BBS systems. 

So, now there you ha,•e it-a 
glance at some of the words tha t 
end with "net" and how they 
came to be common in Amiga 
telecomm un ications.Of cour e, 
thi s overv iew hardl y scra tches 
the surface. T here's a lot more 
of this infor mal.ion online; here 
are some good places to start 
looking:

The more things change in the A miga industry, the more yo u need to know. 
For instance , you should know that Octree has changed locations (see new address 

on p. 104) and has picked up Ditek's DynaCADD 2-D/3-D des ign prog ram fo r distribu ­
tion . The program is well suited to work with Octree 's own Caligari 3-D mode ling, 
animation , and rendering software . Accord ing to Octree , you can "design in Caligar i, 
follow up with precision design in DynaCADD, and then animate and render in Cali­
gari." DynaCADD, which has a suggested retail price of $995, is available for $499 (plus 
$30 shipping and hand ling) from Octree. (RS# 122.) 

The developer of Video Music Box has also made two changes: in its name and its 
product. The Menasha, Wisconsi n, developer has changed its name from Digital Expres­
sions to Digit al Expr ession s Research . The change was necessary because , unknown to 
the Wisconsin firm , an established games manu facturer in Cleveland, Ohio, had previ ­
ous ly reserved the name Digita l Expressions. Product changes come in the form of 
Video Music Box 1.4 ($109). which adds Workbench 2 compatibility, new paramete rs for 
cont rolling pitch ranges and randomiza tion, edi ting functions, and more . The upgrade is 
free for registe red users. (RS# 123.) 

Lissa 1.2, the 3-D curve genera tor from Techni cal Tools ($35), produces mor e com ­
plex objects than before (you can create "wigg les w ithin wigg les"), supports more mod ­
elling packages, and offers an enhanced interface, with icons for frequently-used con­
tro ls and more comprehensive help features . The upgrade is free to registerd owners . 
(RS# 124.) 

ASDG 's ADPro just keeps gett ing more capable. The latest module ($200), aimed at 
video professiona ls, allows you to exchange digital images stored on 8mm cartridge 
tapes between an Amiga (equipped with a Commodore SCSI contro ller and Exabyte 
8mm tape drive) and an Abek as A60 , A65, or A66 digit al-di sk record er. You don't have 
an Abekas system, but need to send wo rk to a post-production house that does? You 
can create digital video streams (essentially treating the tape drive as a single -frame 
recorder) . (RS# 125.) 

Also expand ing the Am iga's video capabi lit ies is Int eracti ve Mi cros ystems. The firm 's 
MediaPh ile video-editi ng setup now provides support for Sony VISCA protocol decks as 
well as VBOX cont ro l for Sony CTL-L/LANCS-port decks and camcorders through the 
Amiga 's serial port . (RS# 126.) 

M IDI Sampl e Wrench 2.0, the updated 16-bit sound editor from dissid ent s ($299), 
gives musicians , audio engineers, and videographers a too lbox-full of new op tions . The 
softwa re works w ith a variety of M IDI keyboa rds as we ll as IFF samples, and it reads and 
w rites severa l file fo rmats. 

The new Wrench prom ises extensive wave form-viewing opt ions, from overviews to a 
few po ints, and you can calibrate waveforms in terms of sample points, seconds, or 
SMPTE frames . It also includes more advanced digital signal-process ing features, as well 
as resynthesi s tools that let you expand or compress waveforms in time without chang­
ing pitch. The program wo rks with DOS versions 1.3 and higher, and is linkable via 
ARexx . Registered owners of earlier versions can upgrade for $20. (RS# 127 .) 

Designed with the developer in mind, version 2.0 of ARexxDB ($125) is the "records 
manager for the serious Amiga user," according to JMH Softw are. In add ition to ARexx 
support, the program offe rs new features that include record searching, automate d 
index ing, a query language, and a utility for creating files. ARexxDB is a database engine 
that you can easily customize. and it imposes no upper limit on either fi le or record size. 
With ARexx DB, you can develop database app licat ions using you r own custom inter­

face. (RS# 128.) 
Eas yScript has upgraded some of its product s, incl uding LabelDexl ($74.95). 

whic h now prom ises an easy way to make professiona l-looking video and audio 
cassette labels for cassett e splines and faces . This integra ted Video l ibrarian modu le 
supports HP LaserJet , DeskJet, Epson, and PostScript-compatible printers. 

Bibl eReaderPro !, which rep laces BibleReader!, includes an 800,000-wo rd concor­
dance , supports Amiga speech, does not require a hard drive, and comes in four ver­

sions (KJ, NI, NKJ, and NASB). each selling for $89.95. 
The highe r-end Bibl eSchol ar ! suppor ts speech, too, w ith vers ion 2.0. It also comes 

in PAL and NTSC display vers ions , and offers a 640x400 inter lace display. Further, you 

can fetch search results w ith the click of a button . (RS# 129.)

RHYTHM OF A DIFF ERENT DR UMMER 

Pro Vector 2. 1 is a breed of its own. Most structured 
drnwing pro gra ms won't let you work in \VYSfV,IYG 
mode, but in Pr0Vect01; you do eveJ)' lhin g in that 
mode, with a ll the colors and line weights displayed. 
Contrar y to the norm, Pro Vector ha s no wireframe 
mode. Most structured-dra wing program s requir e 
an ex tra step to make a corner when you dr aw 
cun 1ed lines. ProVector 's prim ary dr awing tool op­
era tes in the reverse fashio n: You have to go back 
and adju st your curved line (a simple enough pro­
cedure ) if you want your line join s to be contigu ous 
or tangential. Alternati vely, its Smooth Polygon tool 
au tomati cally creates averaged smooth curves for 
your whole line (you do not have to drag anythin g 
while you are drawing t.he line). You can late r edit 
the oars a bit. 

ProVector's draw ing tools are unu sual , but th ey 
have a surpris ingly pleasant fee l to them, especially 
the pr imary d rawin g too l. When you d rag th e 
mouse, you drag out an oar from the previous an­
chor point ; when you let go, the oar from the cur­
rent point is attached to your cursor. Click aga in to 
put it in po sition. The Recta ngle too l can acrua lly 
create polygons with any numb er of sides, and , like­
wise, the Circle too l can ge nera te arcs and p ie ­
shape d wed ges . T he progra m comes with some 
ready-made pattern fills and allows you to create 
your own (displaying them slows do"~1 the program). 
You can also control ProVector via ARexx to auto­
matical ly bui ld graph s and charts from dat abases. 

While its tools for creating graph s, charts, dia­
g rams, and simpl e illustrati ons a re exce llent , I 
found several of Pro Vector's line-editing pro cedure s 
d ifficult. When I "uncun re" a point on a line, 1 ex­
pect the oars to retract into the poim , and not trans­
form im o add it iona l points. Simila rly, the Make 
Curve comm and does not cause oars to spr ing out 
of the point ; instead, it tlwns the two adja cent points 
into oars. Luckily, the supp lied ARexx macros oiler 
an alternat.ive to these methods. 

ProVector has some other convenient fea tures: 
You can scale or rotate an object simply by typing a 
numb er and endin g with the appropriate keystroke. 
You can set any numb er of und o levels and cut and 
paste from mu ltipl e windows. You can put elements 
of your dr awing on separat e layers and temporar ily

hide them, as in a CAD program. T he Change tool 
lets you be vet)' specific about paiming a part icular 
object with the current default settings or vice versa. 
In the case of merged objects (objects with holes in 
them), howeve1; the default settin gs I mad e seemed 
to affect the object immediat ely, rather than waiting 
for the signal from the Change tool. 

POSTS CRIPT PRO 

ProVector 2. 1 's exemplaiy PostSa-ipt skills come from 
an add -on module called PSimp ort, which lets you 
import PostScript or Encapsulated PostScript files. 
For my many test drawing s, Lhe modul e has per­
formed ve1)' well. 1 f it encounters an unfamiliar com­
mand , it displays an error message. When you click 
Okay, it conti nues importin g the file. Pro Vector 2. 1 
cannot recognize filled ope n oqjects, so it closes them 
by drawing a border all the way around . Similarly, it 
cannot recognize lines with caps oth er than join s, so 
it simp ltfies those lines when it encount ers them. 

Th e modu le also imports PostScr ipt Type I fonts, 
but without kern ing information and at somewhat 
the wrong aspect ratio. The Stylus represenratives­
who were vel) ' helpful in answering techni cal-sup­
port questions-sa id that the developers were work­
ing on solving the e prob lems.

O R SEVERAL YEARS, Amiga users and de ve lope rs 
have been clamor ing for a m~jor up grade to Lhe Ami­
ga custom ch ips. Durin g Lhis Lime , the Mac and MS­
DOS sysLems equaled , and then surp assed, Lhe Ami­
ga 's graphic-di p lay system in term s of"bot h resolution 
and num ber of co lors. 

Because of Lhe increased emp hasis on mulLimcdia 
and desktop video, Lhe Amiga 's screen size, num ber of 
colors an d total pa lette becam e limiting factors. Al­
though third-pan y developers have filled the void with 
ophi sLicaLed 24-biL d isplay ca rds, this hardware is 

aimed mosLly at sLaLic di spla)'S, is basically unsuppo rted 
by the Amig-a's operat ing sy tem, and has had litt le im­
pact on most of u in our day-to-day ap plications. 

It has become evide nt that chan ge is needed. And 
I'm please d to say thaL this fall a real change is coming 
to the Amiga. 111e first sii,rn of this renaissance is an en­
tirely new machine, the Amiga 4000 ! Th e fir l pub lic 
demonstrat ion of the A4000 wa chedu led last month 
for L11e v\lorld of Commodore show in Pasadena. 

T he A4000 is the most significant up gra de to come 
out o f Co mmodore . IL bo a LS many add it ions and 
changes, the mosL significant of which concern s its 
grap hic d isplay. T he A-1000 is the first of a new line 
of Amigas to incorpo ra te Lhe AA (Advanced Archit ec­
ture ) grap hic chip set , which imm ensely expands the 
Amiga' gra phi c p0Lentia l. 1l 1e AA (called "Doub le A") 
chips are Alice, Lisa, and Paula. While Paula i es en­
tia lly unchan ged, the oLhe r two are full replacements 
for the Agnu and Denise chip s. 

A4000 SPE CIFI CS 

T he A4000 is the first in a new line of Amiga com pu t­
ers to Lake ad vamage of Lhese new chip . It i a lso the 
first Amiga to be based on the 68040 proce sor. lnter­
e tingly, there is no CPU on the motherboard . Instead , 
the A4000 C PU resides on a plu g-in card LhaL insLa lls 
in Lhe 20 0-p in pro cessor slot. T his approa ch means 
that the 32-biL A4000 is comp letely configurab le-at 
the dealer level. 

While the init ial version is a 25-M Hz 68040 , as other 
processor cards become ava ilable, you will be able to buy 
(or upgra de to) faster 68040s, m stom CPUs, or even fu­
ture rugh-pe1fo rn1ance prnce ssors like the 68060. 

Inte rna lly, the A4000 has four Amiga Zorra ! !/ Ill 
slots as well as thr ee PC/A'T slots. As with ea rlier mod­
els, though, using some PC slots precludes using other 
slots for Amiga card s. As in the A3000, the video slot 
is in line with on e of the Arniga slot s. Thi s aff ange­
ment will encourage deve lopm em of spe cialty video 
card s (much like Great Valley Produ ct ' IV24 mu ltime­
d ia/ video pa ckage). 

T he C PU ea e is a bit larger than that of the A3000 , 
but no L as big as Lhe A2000 's. Th e re is roo m inside for 
two flopp y dr ive and two hard d isks; an extern al flop­
py conn ector i ava ilab le for mo re dr ives. In ad d ition, 
the front drive bay can accomm od a te a 5 .25-inch d isk 
de vice, a llowing you Lo mount large in tern al ha rd 
drives, CD-ROMs, or othe r removable media. 

A I 20M B I DE hard di sk is standa rd . For those who

want access to SCSI devices, an optio nal 32-bit SCSI-II 
comroller card wiU be available. ln terestingly, the includ­
ed napp y drive is a high-density 3.5-inch un it tha t can 
read and write in e ither 880K or I. 7MB modes, and can 
read and wr ite LO standard MS-DOS forma tted d isks. 

Like Lhe f\3000, memmy expansion in the A4000 al­
lows a total of 18MB on L11e moth erboa rd-tw o megs 
of chip and 16 megs of32 -bit RAM. You can add more 
via p lug-in card s.1l 1e base configuratio n of the A4000 
includ e 2M B of chip RAM and 4MB of 32-b it RAM, 
although thi s is su~ject to change. 

AMIGADOS 3.0 
Th ese hardware impro vements and addi tions requ ire 
new software to take advantage of them . ot sw-prising­
ly, th e opera ting system shipp ed with th e A4000 is a new 
re lea e called Amiga DOS 3.0. It is an enhanced vers ion 
or L11e 2. I OS, introd uced on the Amiga 600 , and it in­
cludes a ll the 2. 1 features, plus support for the AA chip s 
and their new color and screen-re solution features. 

ew to OS 2.1/3 .0 is the addi tion of CrossDOS, a 
program by Co nsultron that lets you easily read an d 
writ e data between Amiga and MS-DOS d isks. Pr inter 
Preferences now upp orts PostScript d irectly, an d new 
print er dr iver have bee n ad ded. A Soun d Pre ferences 
ed itor lets you custom ize your system with the sound 
eflects of your choice . Also, a Local Prefe rence ed itor 
lets you tell tl1e syste m what langua ge to use in its mes­
sages and text d isp lays (use Lhe languag e library of 
your choice). T his fea ture should bolster the intern a­
tional appeal of Lhe Amiga. (A111iga World will add ress 
new opera ting-system fean ires furth er in fun 1re issues.) 

Comm odore says that Am igaDOS 3.0 will, for the 
time being, be limited to tl1e A4000 and other AA ma­
chines. Th at's reasonable, as the un ique feature s of3. 0 
are designed to take advantage of the new chip set. 
AmigaD OS 2.1, howeve1~ is anoth e r story. Any Amiga 
that can use the 2.04 version can take advantage of2 . I. 
Look for an up grade pat h at some future da te, as yet 
un specified by Comm odore . 

O VER TH E RAI NBOW 

With the AA chips, you can forget about yesterday's 
4096 color palette. T hese ch ips feature a full 24 -bit 
palette, which g ives you access to any of 16, 777 ,21 6 
colors for use in your screens. T he total numb er of col­
ors on scree n will depend on how man y bitp lanes you 
use and on the d isp lay mode . You can create screens 
using one to eight b itp lanes, which u-anslate s into two 
to 256 colors at once . Most imp orta ntly, th ere is no 
limit on the num ber of colo rs you can use in the var­
ious screen resolutions. 

While curr ent Amigas allow up to 32 colors in low 
resolution, 16 colors in h igh resolution, and foU1· colors 
in Prod uctivity and SuperH ires modes, the AA chips 
have no such limita tion s. With eight bitplan es, every 
scree n can use up to 256 different colors, a fact tha t you 
will app reciate even more when we d iscuss how many 
new displays and reso lu tions are ava ilable. 

For those who think 256 colo rs are not enough for ~ 
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some app licat ions, the AA chip s have yet ano ther color 
surpri se in store. Remember how the Amiga's HAM 
(Hold And Modif}') mod e was able LO create stun nin g 
low-resoluti on images using all -W96 color · \,·iL11 the 
o lder chip s? Well, the new chip s have the ir own eight­
bic HAM disp lay mode, which let you crea te images 
that u e over 256,000 colors simultan eou ly. 

Th e AA HAM mode has 64 ba e color instead of"the 
16 availab le in the earlier HAM displays. T his mean s 
tha t softwa re can minimi ze th e l'ringing that o l'tcn 
accompani es HAM displays. And , as with the sta n­
dard color modes. you can u e AA HAM mode with 
an y creen, rega rdle s of re o lution.

In fact, Co mm odo re eng ineer are now defining 
even more cree n resolution . Th e e new chip s are pro­

B EHI ND THE SCENES 

One featur e tha t enables these new chips LO create such 
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g rap hics is the ba nd width of the chip s. Ban dwidt h 
measures how fast informat ion can be processed, and 
the new AA chips have a fourfo ld increa e in band width 
over their predecessors. Th is increase does much mo re 
than give you impr oved color resol ution; it impr oves 
the perform ance of the gra ph ics as well. 

Regardl ess of wha t proc essor you have, when you 
ope n a 16-color. over can, hi-res interlaced screen in 
your existing Amiga, your overall sy tem performance 
will degra de because so many of the Amiga's C PU cy­
cles arc requi red LO supp ort this d isp lay.

One chip mi sing from Com modo re"s newest ma­
chine is the A3000 di play enha nce,; which creates a 
non- inte rlaced, nicker-frc e d i p lay. Because of the in­
crease d band 1\'idth and progi-am mability or the chips, 
software can de fine a de imerlaced, Oicker-free scree n, 
provided you use a mu ltisync monito1: Exampl es of 
these modes are tlie Producti vity 640x480 and Super72 
800x600 di sp lays. 

Bandwidth is not the only factor tha t conu·ibutes LO 
the chip s' peed. Anot her important A-!000 compo ­
nent is 32-bit access to ch ip memor y, instead of the 16-
bit access of ea rlier chips. T his mean s that the proces-
or can read and writ e data LO chip RA.iv! twice as fast. 

Another feature of the S}'Stem architecture, 32-bit page ­
mode acce s, al o mea n fa ter access t0 R.Al\1. 

WHERE Do WE Go FROM H ERE? 

\Viii you be able tO upgrade your existing Amiga to the 
AA chip s? T he quick answer is no . AA chip s are 32-bit 
wide and not p in compat ible with the ea rlier Amiga 
chip sets . One poss ibility-w hich Co mm odore neither 
confirm s nor denies-i a motherboar d upgrade . T his 
would requ ire you tO pur chase and insta ll a com pletely 
new mothe rboard , designed for AA. ·wh ile this is pos ­
sible for the A3000 (which is a 32-bit system), it is a 
much more difficult prop osition for A2000s, A600s, 
and A500s . Even if it does become available, though , 
a drawb ack to die moth erboard op tion is cost. l'vloth­
crboard replacemenc is of'ten expensi ve enough to ju s­
tify a new system . Th is will be an even bigger consi d­
era tion if ot he1; less cxpensiYe AA ma chin es app ear. 

T here is, howcvc1; anot her force in the market that 
can make such an upgrade f'easible . Tha t i the ever­
crca r.ive third-p ar ty comp an ies tha t ofte n provide so­
lut ions to "imp ossible" situat ions. I have no inside in­
forma tion abou t such up grade scenai·ios, but expe ri­
ence leads me to expect them .

Where disparate images meet, an 

interesting collage can result. Not, 

howeve1; without some fin essing. Here

A COLLAGE IS an arti sLic med ium 
used by prof ession a l arLisLs and grade­

school kid s a like . T he hard- co py ap­
proach involves cutt ing and pasting var i­

ou s p ieces - pi ctu res and o th e r ma Ler­
ials- to cr-eate an enure ly new comp osiLion . 

TI1e d igiLal appr oach involves comb inin g images 
from variou s sources 011 screen. 

\ Vheth er you create you r collages by hand or by compu t­
e,~ you must carefully select each elemen t o th e final com­
position is a new work of an . T he concept behind any good 
de ign is LO conver your mes age LO Lhe intende d aud ience. 
T his is tru e whet her your design is fo,· busines , television, 
art , 01- fea ture film. 

Although the selection of p ieces is specific Lo each projec t, 
[ can offe r poimers and as emb ly tips that can he lp you time 
and Lime aga in. T he exa mp les I use LO illustrn tc th is article 
are imended for video, bu L the techniqu es wor k equ ally well 
for animation and prim . Also, while my pr ima1y tools for ere- ... 
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ating collages are ASDG's An Depanmem Professional 
(ADPro ), Dig ital Crea tion ' DCn ~ and lmpul se ·s 
Light24 , you can app ly these amc ideas LO whatever 
pro gram s you use. 

PI CKING UP THE PI ECES 

Before beginn ing to assemb le a collage on screen , you 
need a source for your digita l art. You can use any paint , 
draw, or 3-D rend eri11g p1'0f,•Tam to crea te or ig inal ar t. 
You can al o em ploy clip-art di ks, the pur cha c o r 
whid1 genera lly g ive you license LO use the included 
imag e . If you have a framegr abber or still digitize,; you 
can captu re images from video. live sources, or sta tic 
picture s. In dig itizing, keep copyr ight in mind ; there 
has been no clear definiti on or the impa ct or dig ital

careli.tl: I r you are digitizing a publ ished piece of' art or 
video, you shou ld get permi s ion Lo u e it. 

Once you have collected all the pieces you walll LO in­
clud e, you arc ready to start cutting and pasting. Paint 
progra ms such as Lig ht24 , Toas ter Pain t ( ewTek), 
MacroPaint (Lake Forest Logid GVP) and DCTV Paim 
allow you LO work with images in 16.7 million color s (24-
bit), but require d isp lay hardware to prov ide th is co lor 
accuracy on 1hc Amiga . (Each or the se prognims comes 
packaged with the ap propri ate hardwar e .) 

You rea lly do not need spec ial displa y hardware, 
however; in orde1· LO create 24-bi t collages . The Art De­
panm cm Prorcs ·ional and Im age Master (Black Belt 
y 1Cm ) arc pccifically designed for pr ocessing im­

ages in 2-1-bit color; but they do not requir e anythin g 
beyond the Amiga·s normal display. Thi s is a m~jor 
benefit, even if ro ur final output will be 16-colo r or 
HAM. (Wh ile Image !\faster co me packa ged with 
Black Belt's HAM-E d isp lay hard ware-w hich it is es­
pecia lly suited to take advantage of- it is sold se pa­
rat ely, as is AD Pro.) 

By combin ing you r elements in full (24-b it) co lor, 
you can mix mult iple p icture s, even HAM ima ges, 
without palette problems . Then you can rend er your 
co llage in 24-bit or in an y of the sta nd ar d Amig a 
mod es with an op timized color pa lette. (Native d isp lay 
modes limit you in terms of' pale u e: To combine ele­
ments of two images in pa int software, both must share 
the sam e pal eu e. If the images' paleLLes a re di fle rcnt, 
yo u mu st e ither conven one imag e to th e o ther 's 
palelle or change both to a th ird. ) 

You can a lso u e p rogra m uch a Dig i-Pain t 3 
( cwTck), Deluxe Paint rv (Electro nic An s), or pectra ­
Color (Oxx i) to combine Amiga-mode images- that is, 
images that do not require a spec ial device for uncom­
promised scre en di splay. I sugge st the se progra ms be­
cause I hey pr ovide tran sparency control s that are very 
helpfu l for such th ings as see -through drop shadows. 

Figure I, which illustrate s basic imag e comp ositing, 
serYed as the openi ng title LO an environmema l news 
·egment. I d ig itized the two do lph in photo s using 
DCTV ( ee Figure 2) and loaded the clip-art image of 
the Earth onto the ju mp screen. T hen, with the paint 
prog ram's tenc il featur e , I cut the dolph ins as clips 
(bouom image ·), re ize d them appr opriat e ly, and 
ta mped th em into pos ition on the jum p crccn . I 

saved th e result as a 2-1--bit IFF file. 
Althoug h I could have added the text d irectly in 

DCTV, I in tead create d it-alo ng with its near -black 
drop shadow-on a solid-bl ack backgro und in another 
program. Keep ing the background and text p ieces sep­
arat e allows you LO change the tex t quick I)' if you later 
find that necessary. 

I th en loaded this new pictur e with the Earth and 
dolphins in to AD Pro . Making sur e the Co mp buu o n 
wa on, I then comp o itcd the !FF and tit le files, se t­
ting RG B values to O and Mix LO 100 . T his permiLLcd 
th e b lack bac kground of the Lide scree n 10 beco me to­
tall y tran sparent , wh ile the rest of th e ima ge was 
mixed at 100 perce nt. (By set ting the RGB and Mix 
levels, you can make any specific co lor in an image 
transpare nt while mixing the rest o f the image to an y 
leve l of tra n parcncy.) 

Final!)', I calcd d1e entire image down one pe rcent 
before caling it back up to the final 736x48 0. Thi s a l-
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lowed me Lo create a nti-aliasin g around Lhe text wiLh· 
ouL sacrificing image qu alit)'. 

MASKS AND SHADOWS 

Paint p rog ram s such as Delu xe PainL, Light 24 , and 
DCT V provide Lhe abi liL)' Lo creaLe sLencils Lo prOLect 
area s of you r ima ge from cha nges. YOL!. can Lhen com· 
po iLe oth er images int o your co llage 'ove r Lhe unp1·0· 
LecLed area . You ca n achieve Lhis same effecL throug h 
AD Pro by creaLing a Lwo-co lor ma sk. T he LOp-lcfi. im­
age in Figure 3 demonstrat es thi s: It shows th e e ntir e 
deco·s tyle de sign in black and white. 

After dec id ing which pan s will be th e same co lo1; )'OU 
can use )'Our paint oftware's Ii II too l to crea Le th e sep­
a rat e ma sk lilc . ( rh e lirsL or Lhe ma sk files for our ex­
a mpl e appear s in th e LOp-righL co rn er o r Vigure 3.) You 
then simp ly load the backgro und (in thi ea e the mar­
ble shown at th e lower le ft) a11d L11en co mp o ite the 
mask, maki ng the b lac k tran ·pa rent. Th e resu lL is 
hown in th e lower-right co rn er or the figure. 

For this parti cul ar image. I u ed thr ee t)'pes of' mar­
ble for di!Tere n1 pa n s of the de ign. T hen I co mp osited 
Lhese int ermedia te files LOgether , wiLh whi te bein g 
transpare nt. The fina l image (seep. 35) was p laced on 
a b lack backgro und for added co nu·ast. 

Some of'yo ur projects ma)' involve 3-D grap hics and 
ani mat ions. T he th ird examp le includ es 3-D tex t rcn· 
clerecl in Imag in e (lmpu l ·e). Lookin g at Figur e 4, )'OU 
can see most of th e cle menLs that were u eel LO crea te 
the final image. Th e LOp half hows the image befo re 
proce ssing, while the botLOm half depicts the pmcesse cl 
ima ge. I crea ted the b lue ba ckgro und using the ARexx 
scrip L for emb ossing that's included with AD Pro on th e 
pictur e of wicker. I then co mpo sited 1his at a mix of30 
perce m over a p lain blue backd rop. 

You ach ieve th e emb osse d loo k b)' fir t loa din g a 
neg aLive of your imag e. an d th en loadin g the origina l 
image one pi xel LO th e righL an d one p ixel clown from 
th e ne gative. with oni)' a 50-percent mix. (IL wor ks besL 
if )'Our image is made of' var ious gra)' lc, ·cl and ha 
good cont ra st.) In this ma nn c1; you can use )'Our pa int 
pro grams LO crea te th e ·am e Lype of loo k. 

I created the red rec tangles in a paint progra m and 
adde d th em nex t, first with a 30-p ercent mix and eac h 
of I he RC B values ai 255 (10 produ ce white). T hen I 
shif'Led the image LO th e r igh t and down , using th e 
help li.il vi ual ind icaLOr in AD Pro's Com position Con­
trol cree n. T his creaLed the tr an pare nt drop shadm,·, 
which add s depth to th e image. I th en add ed th e ame 
file al a mix of' I 00 perce nt. Finall)'. I rend ered th e 
3-D tex t on a black backgroun d and add ed it in th e 
same manne ,~ with a lull I 00-p e rcent mi x and black 
des ig nat ed as transpa rent (see Figu re 5). 

Th ose of you who work wiLh 3-D sofrware ma y \\'Oil· 
der wh)' I would compo site a render ed 3-D sce ne over 
a backg roun d rath er than use the latte r ima ge as a 
backd rop in I he 3-D pr ogra m. Th ere arc 1wo rea on : 
Lime and me mory. T he 3-D sof'lware mu st read the im­
age from di sk an d loa d it into RAM before re nderin g 
takes p lace . Th is consum es significant amount s of both 
comm od iti es . as an ove rsca n 24-b it bac kgro und is 
abo uL I MB in size. While some of' L11e Lime saved is los t 
aga in dur ing compo siting, 111)' expe rience shows 1ha1. 
th ere i an ove rall saving. 

Furth erm o re, beca use the '.1-D progra m m ay com­
promi se th e backdro p durin g rend e ring, co mp os it· 

ing ensures LhaL the backgroun d will be of the ve ry 
highesL qu alit)', 

Th e ea ies1 wa)' to com posite fixed background s into 
a n animation sequ ence is with an ARexx scri pt. AJ)Pro 
co me with several ARexx scri pts th at give eve n novices 
a good start , a nd )' OU ca n use th is appro ach with an)' 
ARexx-contro llable pa int program or ima ge processo r 
that lets you co mpo ite imag e · together. 

While I do noL have space he re for an ARexx le on, 
I ca n offe r a few po int ers . First. crea te a list of' th e 
names of your rend ered fram es. You can do this ea ii)' 
from th e C LI b)' chang in g th e dir ect0 11' to th e loca­
tion of )'Our ima ges a nd t)'pi ng List > filename son 
quick. (You can use an edi LOr to re move th e ext ra en­
Lries from th e list and also LO easi ly rearrang e Lhe or· 
der of the images.) ...

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vVhen writing the ARexx script , use the command 
for your program that can load your backgro und im­
age (with AD Pro, use Get File). Now create a loop to first 
load the background file; then load the foregro und pic­
lllre, specifying mix levels and transpar ent color (AD­
Pro uses par ameters after the load command ); finall y, 
output the image. \Vith ADPro, you could even save the 
res ul t to a frameb uffe r (such as I mpul se's FIRE­
CRACKER or GVP's f\124), and then tr igge r Micro ll­
lusions' Ti-ansport Controller to record your images au­
tom atically to videotape. 

WE Do W INDOWS 

Th e last example (see Figure 6) involves a few more 
step , but should give you fi.1rth er ideas of what you can 
easily achieve. All of the original scenic pictures were

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high-resolution , severe-overscan, 24-bit clip-an images. 
I created the red , white, and blue borders in Deluxe­
Pa im at 772x5 I 6 and saved them as a single file. I then 
loaded this bo1-dcr imo AD Pro and, using the Cemer 
but ton with a I 00-p ercent mix, compos ited each scene 
int o the middl e between the border s. I then scaled each 
scenjc image down to one-thir·d of its size and temporar­
ily saved it to disk as an individua l file. To form the 
transparent drop shadows, I also created a plain-black 
,-ectangle the same size as the reduced images . 

To crea te the final image, I loaded the marbl e back­
ground and then added th e first black rectangle, with 
a 30-per cent mix. Althou gh I positione d the rect angle 
by eye, I note d the exact startin g positions because I 
knew that the next step involved add ing th e first small 
bordered image ten pixels up and to the le ft of th e 
shad ow. 

I hand led the three other image s in the sam e man­
ne1; placing th e shad ow first and then the scen ic. In 
thi way, I was ab le to have see-throu gh shadows on the 
marble as well as on the und ed ying scenics. T his ap­
proach add ed dept h to the finished picture. 

Th e final touch in thi s examp le was to ad d cut-o ut 
titles-in stead of standard text-ove r tl1e images. I cre­
ated a mask for the title in a dr aw prog ram where I 
could eas ily manipulat e th e charact ers. 1 saved the 
mask- black characte rs on a white backgound- as a 
simpl e two-color pictur e. Th en I comp osited it at a 30-
perce nt mix, with the black tota lly tra nsparent ; that 
created the gauze etlecr. 

Later , I added th e outlin e around th e let ters using 
a similar mask. T his time, I used RGB values of I in­
stead of O for the black e lement-t he outlin e- so 
th at th e co mp osited res ult is not tra nsparent. As in 
th e last exa mpl e, I used the same sca ling techn ique 
for bett er anti aliasing. 

Regardle ss of what type of project you are working 
on, rememb er to th ink about your fina l design before 
you beg in. Collect and arran ge your elements carefully, 
keepin g the goa l of e ffective communi cation in mind . 
When conside ring source images, loo k for unu sual 
ide as- such as the use of wicker for texture in the third 
exampl e-that can enhance your design . The se cre­
ative touches can make a gr·eat diffe1·ence. 

Finally, be sure to save intermedi ate files temp orarily 
as you pro gress . lf}'OU change your mind about one of 
the element s you are includin g in a multi leve l im­
age- such as tha t in th e third exampl e-tl1 e interm e­
dia te files will save a lot of re-creati on time . Besides, 
saving along the way lets you exper iment with var ious 
results. And witl1 a little experimenta tion, the poss ibil­
ities are end less. •

A pa tent grant s an exclu ive monopo ly for a limited 
per iod of time {the length of protectio n de pends on 
th e counu -y) to th e inventor of a new, nonobv ious 
produc t. In exchange for this monopoly-w hich allows 
the invento r to license the prod uct to manufac turers ..

A copyrig h t g ran t the creator or an o rig ina l work 
or exp ressio n-a book. a pa iming , a sculptur e- th e 
exclu sive r ig ht LO make (or ro lice nse the making of) 
cop ies of tha t wo rk and to p reve nL o th ers from using 
th e wor k withou t per mi s ion. U nlik e pate nt , cop y­
ri gh ts do not prote c t idea , onl y th e ex pr ess io n or 
idea . Coprr ig ht prot ect ion a lso las ts lo nger , u 11ally 
th e li fe tim e of the c reator (a uth o r ) plu s a fixed 
numb er of years. 

Softwar e can defi ni te ly be copyr ig ht ed, as ca n pro­
gram docum emati on. Most Western co unt ries con sid er 
so ftwa re to be aki n to litera ry work and d e cn ·ing of 
the same protect io n . For mo st dev e lo pers, co pyrig ht i 
the o nly viab le way to protcc r o rrware.

In trnt h, bOLh content and design are imp on am . People a re more apt lO read your material if it is p leasing 
to the eye. If the y mu st stra in to read the text, howeve1; they will neither enjoy it nor be in a state to absorb its 
conten t. lmp o ·ing blocks of tiny or unre adab le ty pe may cause reade1·s to skip over your text altoge ther. 

Having een ·cores of newslette rs and produ ced one 
myself, I know that the qua lity and app ea ran ce of"your 
newsleuer depends le on your equipm ent or desk top­
pub lishin g pro gram than on your sen e of de ign aes­
theti cs. Carefu l use of type and gra phi c make the real 
differen ce be twee n a good de ign and a grea t one. T his 
article offers some design ideas and concepts to make 
ro ur newsletter mor e effec tive, and show how your 
Ami ga software can help. 

In de cribin g some parts of the process , I'll refer to 
the black-and-whit e monthl y I pub lish, th e 3D Art 
Forn111 !11tematio11al (3 DAFI) new leue1; which is pro­
duc ed enti re ly o n th e Amiga. It is 12 to 1,1 page s 
( I Ix 17 sl1eets folded in half) and rn ma ins lots of high­
rcsolution I FF image in ad dit ion to text.

To beg in th ink ing abo ut de sign, I sugges t tha t you sta rt 
a "good design " file for tear shee ts and clipp ings (i·om 
th e most ellect ive, atten tion-gra bb ing newsletter )'OU 

ee. You can refer to these for inspiration and edu cation 
in the finer points of good des ign. 

T hink you don' t know what goo d design is? Really, 
at least on a subconscious leve l, you do- and you re­
spond LO it.

Go ahead and mod el your new leue r after a success­
ful publica tio n, but do not copy it dir ec tly, and do no t 
dupl icate art icles or imag es; they are copyright ed. 

Your de sign sets I he "persona lity'" of your newsletter, 
which de pends in large pa n upo n your audi ence . To 
de1er111ine yonr graphic-des ign goa ls, first anal yze you r 
aud ience. Is it 1echn ically or artistica lly orie nt ed, youn g 
or o ld, acade m ic o r o therwise? Review exam ples of 
newsleu ers, pro mot ionals. and trade mag azines in its 
field or ime rest. Kn owing what your reader s encoun ter 
in o ther pub lica tions will he lp guide you 10 what they 
m igh1 ex pect from ro urs. I 11 the encl, 1 houg h, it i you 
who m usL be p leased wi1 h the re ul ts.

WITH THE RIGHT hardware , Work ­
bench 2.0 allows for a larger working 
screen , which both Profess ional Page 
and PageStream can take advantage of 
automatically.

Resolver board upgrades your screen to 
a high-resolution graphic display . And 
personally , I am a firm believer in anti· 
rad iation screens. I find that I can work 
much longer at the computer without 
fatigue using NoRad Corporation 's anti· 
radiation screen, which I feel is the best . 

Accelerators and extra memory do 
wonders for de sktop publishing . Don't 
be mist aken; your life will change dra· 
matically if you install an accelerator, 
preferably a 68040. This is especially

imports speed up to more reasonable 
rates. 

Organization is paramount when 
you are dealing with many files . A 
good disk utility such as OPUS (INO­

VATronics) or DiskMas ter (Progres· 
sive Periphe rals & Software) makes 
managing them much easier . Be sure 
to keep your original work files in 
archive. Programs like Quarterback 
(Central Coast Software) and Ami· 
Back (Moonlighter Software) are es­
sential for irreplaceable files. I corn· 
press my files with the public -domain 
program LZ before archiving th em . O 
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gra phics capab ilities are limited by the amount of RAM 
you have. And because 1he resul ting PageS trea m file 
can be extre mely large , storage can be a prob lem. 
PageStream's forte, howevc1~ is its supe rior 1reau11ent 
of fonts and the ab ility to pri m superior halftone im­
ages on the ink:je t print er. T he latest version offers its 
own links LO useful text - and image -editin g program s. 

One caveat in using Pro Page and PageS1rcam togeth­
er : Th e programs do no t talk LO each other. You must 
create mechanical (pa teup or composite) using final 
ouq)ut from both- which I find easy LO do. 

PAP ER AND PRINT 

Pape r selection is a very impor tam decision if'you want 
your newsleue r to be or the highest quality. T he r ight 
choice in paper can give you brighter type, crispe r fee l, 
and beuer-folded edges. Don't take these thing lightly; 
they can leave an inde lible (although pe rhaps uncon­
scious), impr ession on the reade r. 

Look for a pape r that is ve1y smooth, Iigh1 and crisp, 
and de nse enoug h so Lha1 the p1·intin g on one side 
does no t show throug h to 1hc other. Make sure that tl1e 
edges do not crack when folded in half. T here are lit­
erally hund reds of pa per choices. Ask your local paper 
disa-ibucor or manufa cturer for sampl es and availabi l­
ity in your area. 

The primin g method you use will de pend upon th e 
number of pieces you must disu-ibute and the qua lity 
you wish Lo achieve. If you need to print more than a 
thousand pieces, consider paper or metal plates. Paper 
p late is a re latively ine,xpensive process, although the 
images it produces are ge nera lly not very crisp and 
contras ty. T he mo1·e expe nsive meta l-p late met hod 
gives you bea utiful image quality and clean, sharp type 
(on ly as goo d as your originals, of com se). Because of 
th e qua lity meta l p la tes afford , in using the m you 
should go to Linotron ic output of your maste rs. 

Simple photocopy ing is not recomm en ded un less 
you require only a very small num ber of copies and im­
ages arc not an impo rtan t c lement in your des ign. AJ. 
though laser copying is a bit more expen ive, it is worth 
it. I have found the qua litJ LO be supe rior-a goo d as 
meta l plates in most cases. 

l o-eate all the masters (mechan icals) for tile 3DAFI 
newsletter with Hewlett Packard Desk Jet p1inter. Because 
the newsleuer's cover is so importa nt, T send it to a service 
bureau for Li nooo nic output at 1250 resolution and 120 
line screen. All the original then go to a pr im hop, where 
they are output on a high-quality laser copier.

T he reaso n that rowscop ing is a din y word to many 
of the pros is that they view the techn ique a a cnn ch 
for peop le who cann oL dra w the hum an body. YeL other 
sh rewd practit ioners view it as a handy trick whe n Lhey 
need to qui ckly cap lllre Lhe cs ence of an act ion or 
ge 'LU re. Lel's leave Lhc debare to the academy and 
move on . Whatever iLS pr o and con s, rntoscopi ng is 
used by an ima tors more Lhan Lher care to admit -a nd 
o li.en to gre at e fTecL. 

Rotosco ping can result in very bea ut iful an ima tion, as 
in the o ld BeLty Boop canoons and 101 Dalmatians, or 
in awkward, je rky movemenLS, as in the movic Lord of 
the Ri11gs. Th e trick to rotoscop ing is to know when Lo 
be i11le1j1retivl' witl1 live action and when to be literal. "ll1e 
fund amenta l rule to keep in mind is L11is: If live action 
is not altered in some signilicant way, it is notan ima 1ion. 
So, if the anim ation appea rs so rea l thaL it seems live, 
save your ·elf" a lot or work and ju st use live act ion. 

Ge nera lly, litera l rocoscop ing is good for (pardon I he 
pun ) "inan ima te'· objects, where the mechanical loo k 
is a plus , wh ile int er pretive rotoscop ing is bes t for 
hum an and ani mal s. where smoot h , flujd moveme nt 
is requ ired. Often, the be t mtoscoping re ult are 
obta ined when the anim ato r- workin g imerp reLivcly­
looks a t the live act ion to es1ima1c not where 1he 01.11-
line or a figure is, but where Ll1e skele ton is. T he skele­
ton is what is tra ced, with the animato r the n dres ing ~ 
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ROTOS C O PI NG 

the skeleton in whatever flesh he or she chooses. Let's 
u1ke a look aL a few examp les of how each meLhod has 
been used LO produ ce ome ve1y effect ive- and noL-so­
elfeCLive-r esulLs. 

LESSO NS OF ROTOS COPI NG PAST 

Cab Galloway's exagge raLed, nibbe1y dan cing was well 
suited to animation. ln several of the Beuy Boop ca1·­
LOons, animators u eel Galloway's Liming, aLLilllcle, and 
ge tures as refe rence poinLS to create fluid dancing char­
acters. One of the cartoo n , "Minnie the t.looche 1/ is a 
good illustration of interpr el.ive an imatio n because the 
rotoscop ing em ployed in iL u-a.nsformed Calloway- a tall, 
thin man-int o a rolr-poly walrus. It was easier for a man 
to act as if he were a wal11.1s-leaving the rest. LO an an i­
mator's imagination-than it was to find a real wal1u 
dan cing on its hind legs and rotoscope him liLerally. 

On the other han d, litera l rotoscop ing was put to 
excellent use in Walt Disney ' 101 Dalmatians. Crue lla 
De Vil's car was a white cardbo ard model, outlined in 
black so Lhat the anima LOr could see it clearly. Shot in 
fram e-by-frame top mol.ion an d cop ied di rectly onto 
eels, the car looked ju st like a clrawin g-w itl1om any 
help from the anim ato r. Crue lla was then anim ated by 
hand , sittin g behind the \\'hee l of th e car, and the eels 
we re pa inted and photo graph ed with the background. 
T his is as literal a rotosco pin g geLs. (In recem yea rs. 
Disney ha replaced card board model s with comput e r­
ge nerated ones. Amiga users can choose LO dig itize 
mo dels or build them with 3-D progr ams, depend ing 
on the kind of software and hardware they use and the 
comp lexity of' Lhe mod e l.) 

Finally, the film Lord of the Rings serves as a caut ion­
ary examp le of'wha t not to do when roto copin g. The 
entire film was live accion, and the indiv idua l frame s 
were blown up to 8x l O p hotog raphs. Some scenes were 
copied dir ect ly onto eels, while other s were traced by 
hand. The film conta ins a lot of swordp lay and fast 
acLion-so fast that, at times, a sword arm becomes an 
indi stinct blur or disapp ears altoge ther. 

Faced with Lracing blu rs and invisible ar ms, first-t ime 
ani ma tors did the logical thing: They dr ew anatomi ­
cally cor rect, perfectly foreshortened arm s in the 111atl1-

emati cally cor rect positio n of the arc of a sword swing. 
Each ind ividual draw ing was an exq uisite work of' an . 
T he troub le, howeve1; was that when projected at film 
speed, the animation lurched a long as if iL were some­
thing out of the movie Night of the Living Dead. 

What went wrong? The an imaLOrs negle cted to re­
member the basics of "squash and stretch ." You mu st 
keep in mi nd that the faster somet hin g moves, the 
more it stre tches out. As an arm picks up speed, iL loo ks 
defor med. But do n'L per form cosmet ic urge ry on 
it-d raw it deformed! \ Vhen it goe even faste1; an arm 
turn s into a streak, so drm, · a streak. Although the in­
dividual drawin gs may loo k strange, the ani matio n 11·ill 
be a lot smoo Lher because it is the cumulaLive e ffect 
thaL is impo rtam, 110/ tl1e individua l frames . 

R OTOSC OPI NG BASICS 

To roto scope on the Amiga , you need a VCR (a cam ­
corde r is best), a dig itizet; and an animation/ paint pro­
gram.

Once Lhe 
images are grabbed, I use El ectronic A rts ' Delux e Paint

for uendon ' addresses.) 
Shoot your subjec t aga inst a blank wall. The wall 

should contr asL witl1 the subjecL: A light subjecL calls for 
a da rk wall, and a da rk subject requ ires a light wall. 
Forget abo m subtlety in acting for rotoscop ing. Ham 
it up and exagge rate movemems. Tell you r subj ect to 
pretend to be a stage acto1· and to make broad sweep­
ing gesture s. What app ears rid iculously ovei·done in 
live action will loo k comp leLely natur a l an d 1·esu·ained 
when turned imo an imati on. 

With the Amiga 's ab ility to manipulaLe and reprocess 
dig itized shape s, you can turn a live acto r imo a "wo n." 
Professional animaLOrs who look do wn on rotosco ping 
usually brag that they can always spo t wheLher some ­
L11ing was roLOscoped or drawn by han d. One of the 
g iveaw ays is Lha t Lhe fini shed cha rac te r is a lways 
shaped in the pro por tion s of'a nor mal, rea li t ic hum an 
body, ju st as in a mo nster movie you can tell that it's 
only a guy in a lizard su it.

Toons, by contrast , are half the heighL of regu lar 
human s, as was grap hically illustrated in the film Who 
Framed Roger Rnbbit?. Roger came up on ly to Edd ie 
Valiant 's waist. Rea l hum an s are eig ht heads hig h; 
too ns are four heads high. Rotoscop ing can turn nor­
ma l hum an proportions into toon proportions , thereb y 
elimina ting a vital clue to the source of your an imation . 

R OTOSCOP ING I N ACTION 

For my samp le rotoscop ing demo nsLrat ion (som e or 
which appear s on the open ing spread of thi s article), 
I videotaped my subject acting as if he were a cute, shy, 
Disney-like baby bunn y. His hands clasped in front of 
him , feet pigeon -toed, knees togethet ~ upper body 
twisting left and r ight, and head tucked inLo his shoul­
ders made a nice repetitive cycle. 

After viewing the tape, I found the section I liked 
best and opened Live!. In the Capture menu, I set the 
number of frame s I wanted to grab , d1oosing a number 
tha t was a bit higher Lhan I actually needed ju st to play 
it sare. T played the tape and pressed F9 to captur e the 
!i·ames. After pre ssing FI O to rep lay that sequence to 
make sure it was the section I wanted, I saved it and 
returned to th e Workbench . At the Live! window, I 
doub le-clicked on the Playriff icon . From the only 
menu p1-esent the re, I selected 1 st Frame and then Save 
Frame, and then continu ed with ext Frame and Save 
Frame un til I had saved a ll Lhe rram es. 

When I had finished saving them, l closed Live! and 
opened DeluxePa int IV. I loaded all the Live! frames 
at once via the Picture menu. In the# of Frames box, 
I set the total number of my captur ed Live! fram es and 
doub le-clicked on the first frame , which saved me from 
having to load them individua lly. I then pressed 4 to 
run the frames continu ously so thaL I could see iftJ1ere 
were any that I needed to u-im in order to ensure a 
smoother cycle. (If I had wanted to lose a frame here, 
I would have go ne to the Ani m menu and looked 
und er Frames for Delete.) lo be on the safe side, I 
saved the cycle as an ANJM. 

After turn ing on th e grid, I grabbed a brus h from 
the top of the head down to the waist and en larged the 
bru sh to the correct size by pressing the Plus key ( +) 

four times. ext, I stamped tl1e bru sh so that the waisL 
registered to the knee s and then repeated that proce­
dure on every frame. After playing this cycle to see if 
it an imated smooth ly, l saved it as an ANIM. 

With tJ1e grid still on and starting back at the first 
frame , l grabbed a brn sh of th e head, enlarged it by 
pressing the + key three times, and stamped it down 
so it appea red to sit correc tly betwee n the shoulde rs. I 
repeated that pro cedure on every frame, and when the 
sequence appea red t0 an imate smoothly, I saved it as 
an AN IM. Th e proport ions were then correct for a 
cute , baby-bunn y-type characte r. 

For the fina l phase, I started at the beginnin g frame 
once again. After each frame , I added anot her and 
then cleared the added frame so tl1at I wound up with 
every even fram e cleat·. From tl1e Anim menu, I turn ed 
on the Contro l panel (Alt-A) and then the Light Table 
(I). I moved tO frame 2, the Clear frame. With the 
Light Table on , I cou ld see frame I and the figure it 
contained as I was drawing on frame 2. 

I looked at that body as if it were an x-ray and drew 
only the stick figure inside it for frame 2. I drew a stick 
figure for each body, until th e succession of frames 
became bod y, stick figure , bod y, stick figure, and so on . 
I then deleted all the bodies , leaving on ly the stick 
figures. When this cycle passed my viewing test, I saved 
it. ext, I drew the finished baby bunn y in anotl1er 
color over the stick figure, and scenciled out tl1e stick 
figure. After a little minor tweaking here and the re, the 
anim at io n- several frames of which you can see in 
Figure I-w as don e. 

Through rot0 scoping techniqu es, tl1e dig itized live 
actOr can be inva luab le in de terminin g tim ing in your 
an imation. You can do tl1is as precisely and as religious­
ly as I did in my demo , or you can simply roto scope 
the extremes and then dra w the in-between s freehand. 
Much can be learned from digiti zing hum ans and ani­
mals and ana lyzing tl1eir movement s. •

Textures 

FOR TH E COM PUTER artist, texture 
scree ns have many uses. In 3-D render­
ing sofovare. they can be used as ''tex­
ture maps" to give rea listic surfaces to 
objec t . They can al o erve as back­
gr ounds in video and slide produ ction 
or a bru sh fills in pa intin g. Textur e 
cree ns arc standard I FF image of 
urfa ce · ·uch as marb le, br ick, ll'OOd, 

and so on. Many 3-D rendere rs come 
with some textur es include d, and li­
brarie s of textur e image are available 
commercia lly. A scanner or video digi­
tizer can capture textures photogra phi ­
cally. Thi s column , however, will ex­
plore methods the comput er an i t can 
use to create natura l-loo king textur e 
images from so-atd1 with painting and 
image- process ing software. (To locale

RANDOM HARVESTS 

Th ere are many approa ches an an isL 
might take in a -eating such textures. I 
will focus on one fund amental tech­
nique with many variations. A few of the 
results of the se expe riments can be seen 
in the accompa nying illustra tion. The 
foundat ion of each of the se texture s i a 
screen of random gray pixe l . In fact. 
with the exception of the wood texture, 
I clevclopecl each image from the same 
random screen. That initial patte rn of 
clots was put through a variety or simpl e 
image-processing sequences to produce 
the di!Ter-ent textures shown in the 
swatche . Colorizaiion of each texture 
was the final stage . 

1 used a variety of software in these 
exp eriment s- Delu xePaint IV (Elec­
tronic A rts), Directo r 2 (R ight Ans wers 
Group ), PIXmate (Progr essive Periph­
era ls ), Art Department Professiona l 
(ASDG ), and Im age master (Bla ck Belt 
Systems)-b ut to follow the exa mples, 
you do not need all the se programs. 
Any pa int package and any image ­
pro ce ing p rogra m should suffice. 

Ther e are at lea t two fund amental 
way to cr-eate the ba e creen of rand om 
pixels. You can paint the pattern manu­
ally with something like DPaint's air-

brush too l, or you can create it through a 
cript-based gra ph ics program ·uch as 

Director 2, using its Point command 
while randomizing the Pen color. 

In DPaint , work on a 640x-lOO screen 
with a spread of 16 grnys from black to 
white. Make Range l the full pread of 
Lhese 16 grays. U e the airbrush with 
Lhe ingle-p ixel or the th ree- or five­
pixel bru h. Turn on Cycle mod e (F7) 
and cover the entire screen wiL11 spra y. 
All 16 gra ys will be rand omly sprinkled 
o,·er the image. Save this image for 
fi.1rther pro cessing . 

A simila r scree n can be creaLCcl by 
using DirecLOr 2 in an unconventional 
way. Use rand om nu mber LO change 
Lhe Pen color each time the Point 
command places a dot on the cree n . 
Either use random x and y coordinat es 
for the Point , or set up a loop to dr aw 
each pixe l sequentially from left to 
r ight on eac h line in succession unt il 
the scr·een is filled . You can emp loy a 
imiJar appr oach in Amiga Ba ic or 

with ARexx linked to a paint prog ram . 
Once you have create d the ba e 

image, load it imo your image-pro­
cessing software. PIXma te is a goo d, 
basic ima ge processor for non- 24-bit 
wo1·k. AD Pro offe ,·s a nu mbe r of 
ope rato r and convo lve ma trices tha t 
pe r form soph isticated ima ge pr ocess ­
ing, while lm age master pro vides 
scree ns full or bu ttons to experimen t 
with in its Process panel. Th e latt e r 
two pro gram work in a 24 -bi t color 
env ironment and can rend er in any 
Amiga reso luti on.

Thi s creates larger 
clum ps Llian those resultin g from 
using a hi-res base screen. 1 ext , selec t 
PixmaLe· EDG bunon to pe r form an 
edge d etection.

For the "burl ap " texture , use a 
320x200 random base screen. Load 
that inLO lmagema ter and select Make 
Shin e from the Special Effects screen of 
the Process pan el. Perform Make Shine 
on the entir e imag e. Reform at the 
image to 640x400 and blur or average 
it as descr ibed above to produce the 
finished effect.

To 
rnce1 the repa ir speed nece sary for 
broadcast situa tions, the circui1s or 
broadcast-qua lity V rR s a rc on ea ily­
rcmo vable board s, and I he cases arc 
easily di sassembl ed. 

Broadca st-qu ality VTRs incorp ora te 
the late t produ ct ion tedrn olog ie : they 
are frame-accura te, have many audi o 
chann els, and arc ea ·ily conn ecte d to 
ot her pieces o r equipm ent. Th eir com­
ponems are of tJ1e highest grade avail­
ab le. and each unit is individually 
acijusted at the factory LO mee t SI riCL 
broadca st stand ards. For all I hcsc rea­
sons, broad cast-qu ali1y V rR s arc 1he 
mos1 expensive, ranging rrom 15,000 
to over J 00,000. T hi group of ma­
chin es is d ivisib le into two catego ries: 
digital and analog . 

DIG ITAL 

T he ma in ad,·ant age or digital video 
lies in the fact that evct)' gener ation 
(th at is, every cop y made ) lose · very 
liul c qualiLy. It is, thc1·cfore, the perfect 
form al for image compo si1 ing and 
multi gencra tion post produ ction. 
T he re are cur remly thr ee d ig ital 
video form ats : 

D 1: Int rodu ced in 1986, thi s ''king " 
of all format i comp onem dig ital, 
designed for use in a completely digital 
environment. Being componem , it 
eparates the most impo rtant video 

signa ls to keep the i111age qu ality at its 
best. IL does not use the comp osite 
video signa l, which, by mixing all video 
sign al · into one, ha · some imp er fec­
tion s. A DI machine has four digita l­
audi o track · an d separa te longitud inal 
tracks for S~I PTE time code, comrol 
trac k, and cue audio, and it contain s 12 
video head ·. It uses meta l-particl e 
\·idemap e encased in mall , medium , 
and large casscues. 

D2 : Ah hough 1his format uses 
comp os ite video, as with a ll broad cast 
form ats, th e qu a li ty is so h igh tha t 
compo site doe no t make a b ig d iffe r­
ence .

D3 : Introdu ced in 1991, this new 
dig ita l format is ga inin g wide accep­
tan ce because or its exce llent pri ce/per­
formance ratio. IL is a comp osite video 
form at like 02 and uses 'h -inch metal 
tape. It is also very easy to integrate 
into existing ana log video systems. 

ANALOG 

Ana log VTRs have been around since 
the first videotape recorder was intro­
duc ed. Th e best ana log machines pro­
du ce first-ge nerat ion p ictm·es equal in 
qu ality to digital VTRs, and they are 
much more wide ly u ed than digital 
machin es. Th ere are severa l d ifferent 
ana log form ats: 

One-inch Type C: Introd uced in 
1978 , I -inch Type C form at was for 
year s the high-qual ity video tandar d. 
Ju st like an aud io ree l-Lo-ree l reco 1·de1·, 
it uses I-in ch ox ide tap e in ree ls, 
replacing the o lder 2-inch \TfR s. It 
was th e first for mat to allm,· viewable 
still-frame s, slow and fast mot ion, 
and picture-in- shuttle . T his comp osite­
video system uses thre e video heads 
and still deliver s picture s or ve,y 
good quality. 

Betacanz : Int rod uced in 1982 as the 
first comp onent -video system, Betacam 
was designed aroun d the consum er 
Betamax format. IL records the lumi­
nan ce and chro mina nce ignal on 
sepa rate trac ks optimized for tho se 
functions, using '/2-inch ox ide tape and 
six video heads. 

Betacam SP : ln u-oduced in 1987 as 
an impro vement over Betacam , this 
comp onent-video for mat uses thin 
metal tape to achieve longer p laying 
time and increa se the bandwidth . Beta ­
cam SP video tape comes in small and 
large casse tte s; the mall size is com­
pat ible with standard Betaca m. T he SP 
dec ks have six video hea ds. 

M: Introduce d in 1982 , th is form at is 
an upgrade to consum er VHS. It uses 
1/2-inch oxide ta pe on VH -size cas­
seues. It is a compon ent system , like 
Betacam, but processe s the signals 
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different ly. M also uses six video hea d . 
M-II : T hi format was introdu ced a 

a maj or up gra de to the M format. 
Making its debut in 1986, it uses th in­
ne r meta l tape to allow fine picmre 
qualit y and record/play times up to 90 
min utes. M-11 records chroma signa ls 
using time- compr ession mu ltiplexin g. 
It uses small and large cassettes and 
has ten video heads. 

PROFESSIONAL QUALITY 

While pro fessional format s produc e 
very good picture s, they do not meet 
curr en t broadca st standa rds. That does 
not, howeve1; rule out their use in small 
TV stat ions or for cable. The main 
ad, ·antag e or pro fessiona l-fonnat ma­
chines is pri ce, \\"hich tart s at S3500. 
One of the main di sadvantag es, com­
par ed to broad cast-qua lity \ TfRs, is the 
widespr ead use of p lastic pan s in the 
mechanism , which lead to less image 
stability and re liabi lity. Also, profession­
a l VTRs usuall r do not have easily 
remo vable circuit board s, thu s requir ing 
more work to fix elecu·ical problem 
than do broad cast \Tf R . ome low-end 
profe ssiona l \TfRs d o not supp ort 
frame-accurate ed iting and simplr 
can not be used for animati on. All five 
professional form ats are analog : 

Thre e-quart er-inch U-Matic: Intr o­
duced in 1972 , thi s beca me the fir t 
pr actical form at for news gath ering. 
Co nsidered broadca st qua lity until the 
early 80s, U-Mat ic became the stan­
da rd form at for indu strial producti on 
and still ha a broad user ba e. Its dual­
head form at i cons idered highly re li­
able; it uses '/ ,-inch ox ide tap e house d 
in small and large cassettes. 

Three-quarter-inch SP : Thi s format 
is ba ically tJ1e same a regu lar '/4-inch , 
but it uses metal tap e for better image. 
Int rod uced in 1985 , it uses tapes that 
are compat ible with regular '/4-inch U­
Matic form a t. 

VHS: ln tl"Oduced in 1975, VHS is the 
most pr evalent consum er form at. Al­
thoug h there are prof essional VH 
\TrR s, the quality is the poo rest of a ll 
profe ssional machines, and they should 
be u eel only for dupli cation purp oses 
or low-qua lity work. Machines 
equip ped with hi-fi aud io del iver excel­
lent soun d. Cassettes can be large or 
small (VHS-C). 

S-VHS : S(up er)-VHS was int roduced 
in 1987 as an evolution of the VHS 
system. It uses a mod ified ox ide tap e 
formu lat ion and separat es lum inance/ 
chrom inance ignal to achieve bette r 

imag e qua lity. VHS tapes can be played 
on S-VH dec ks, but the reverse is not 
tru e. Newer -VH mach ine have 
much-improved p ictLu-e qua lity due to 
bette r tapes and no i e-recluction cir­
cui try. It is becom ing the new standard 
for indu str ial video produc tion and 
offer \'Cry goo d qua lit)" for the money. 

Hi- 8: -111e mallest video forma t, Hi-
8 was int rodu ced in 1988 and became 
very pop ular in compact camcorders. 
Because or their small ize, H i-8 re­
corde rs are often u ed for shooting 
footage ,,·hen large machines would get 
in the way. Gulf:war news peo ple used 
Hi-8 machines because they passed as 
tour ist home cameras . AIL11ough the 
stre ngL11 of th is form at lies in acquisi­
tion, the re are now Hi-8 ed iting ystems 
and frame-accurate \Tr Rs. T he Smm 
metal tape is housed inside ve1y small 
casseue s I hat fit inside a hin po cket. 

THE FORMAT FORMULA 

With so many form ats to choose from, 
ho11· do you know which is right for 
you? Mainly, your bud get will te ll you, 
although the re are othe r th ings to 

conside r. If you want 10 reco rd 24-bit 
animatio ns to tape , a rrame-ac curate 
\TfR is a mu st . If mo t of your work 
will be wedd ings and low-budget indu s­
tr ial/corpo rate producti ons, ro u should 
de finite! )' stick with pr ofe ional VTRs. 
Th e lower cost will kee p you pro fitable, 
and you can also use Ll1em for loca l 
tele vision comm erc ia ls if you do not go 
down too man y generati ons. O n the 
othe r hand, if you wane to produce for 
netwo rk televis ion, do high-end 2-1-bit 
an imations, or genera te Ml"V-qual ity 
music vide os and comm ercials for big 
comp anies, you mu st go with full 
broadca I qua lity. 

Mo L imp on ant, make Stffe )'Ou know 
wha t you a re doing. If you do not have 
proress iona l video exper ience, take 
some cour ses befor e you try to make a 
busines of it. Having e,·en the be t 
equipm ent is fru itle s if ro u can not 
make good II e of it. •

On iLs own, Kindword s i a fairly com ­
ple te emr y-level word processor . It spo rlS 
a unique left -hand too lbox that handl es 
most of the tasks (such a font control 
and par agrap h formatLing) usually rele­
gaLed LO a rule r aLOp the scree n. A he lp 
icon a lso pr od uces an on-line guide to 
the progra m's features. 

Two major format requeste rs, Para ­
graph and Page Layout, contr o l the ap ­
pea rance of the final docu ment. T he 
Paragrap h reque ste r let you select line 
spacing. You may specify line heig ht as 
six or .eight lines per inch, automatic (ad­
ju sts to the selected font), single, do uble, 
or cu tom spa cing specified in po in ts.

STRONG SUITS 

Two areas in which Kindwo rds has a d is­
tinct adva nta ge over exce llence! a re 
grap hics and printing. K.indwords allows 
you to place graph ics anywhere in a file 
and contour text around Ll,em via a sim­
ple requ ester. Thi s is in swrk contra sL LO 
exce llence!, which LreaL p iCLures as al­
phanumer ic char acte rs, severely limitin g 
their placement in a docum ent. 
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In addi tion, Kindwords was designe d 
to opLim ize output for dot-matrix and 
oLher lo\\·-reso lution print ers. Kindword s 
can produce high-qualiLy ouLpuL using 
standard Amiga fonts if you have double­
or quad- sized font s ava ilable. For exam­
ple, supp ose you are primi ng a file with 
15-poinL fonts. If there is a 30 - or 60-
point ver ion of th e amc typeface in the 
fom s dra we1; Kindword cales down Ll,e 
large r font and pr ints with iL instead , get ­
ting a bett er result than is possible with 
the size actua lly selected. 

Kindword s has its sha re ofi d iosyncra-
ies, as well.

imum num be r of files I could ope n at 
once. Also, a s far as aes th et ics go , I 
found Lhe Kindword s rul er and wo lbox 
to be a tad ugly and a bit large, even in 
high reso lution. 

De pite the fact that Kindword s is a 
simpl er word pro ce or than excellence!, 
I cou ldn 't shake the imp ression that it 
was, in fact, om ewhaL more d ifficu lt to 

use. Kindword s has all Lhe basics, but 
lacks many of th e ame ni ties a season ed 
typist looks for in a word processor. ex­
cellence!, on the other hand , is in a close 
race with 1 ew Hor izon' Pro Write 3 .2 for 
Lhe best of the best.

The file reque ter i 
awkward; on my Amiga 500 (bu t not on 
the A3000) , the progra m always accesses 
dffi: the first time it load s dat a from disk, 
ratl1er than detecting (or asking me for) 
the device in which it reside . FCL could 
use a set of macros. Th e hard-d isk insuil­
lation progra m looks for a missing .info 
file to create the pro gram draw e1~ and 
you 'll have to make it your self. (Then 
agai n,j u t when you think the age of cre­
ative Amiga icons has passed, VRS throw 
up a cute one.) Th e progra m do es not 
see m Lo multi task, but al o doe sn't take 
over the Amiga, and on a three-me gabyte 
machi ne, f was able to keep o ther pro ­
grams comfo rtabl y in memory with no 
evident effect on VRS' performance. 

While very speedy and mooth on a 
25 -MHz A3000 , mo\'ement within RS 
ga mes is a bit slow and j erky on 68000-
based machines compar ed to more re­
cent games in thi s genre, such as U.S. 
Go ld 's Cybe rco n 111. Th e progra m ' 
repertoire of shap es i und e rstand ab ly 
limited to th ose consist ing of strai gh t 
lines.

Th e introdu ctory 
video included with the package may help 
you ge t started , but it's more like an in­
store in fo-mc rcial t.han a rea l user a id. 
(1 me to Oomark: You could really use a 
Virtual Reality Studi o Handbook here .) 

Also, T do think th at a pro gram so 
clea rly des igned as a co nstru ction kit 
could behave a bi t more like one. Th e 
manual cover and the video are full of 
sLUff that ap pear nowh ere in the pro­
gram. Ho w about a data di sk of pre-fab 
objects and generic scen es to edit or cut 
and pa ste with you r own? VRS comes 
equipped with only the 15 or so cenes 
from the samp le game, and the objec t li­
brary cons ists of a helicopte1; space shut­
tle, and a palm tree. Th at might be OK 
if you were building an adventur e about 
a p ilot on vacation, but it's rath er thin for 
the novice fee ling his way aroun d. Oth­
erwise, this 3-D game maker is IA by me.

them in e ithe r E40Jr or Sculpt form al. 

Each scene may have up to ten lights, 
a ll with user -definab le colo1; inte nsity, 
an d apertur e size. Th e light object on 
the model er scree n looks like a stage 
light , and the direction and size of the il­
luminate d area is defined by a series of 
lines emanatin g from the lighL. T his is a 
grea t feature , mak ing it ve111 easy to po­
sition your lightin g. 

To put your scenes in motion, E40Jr 
uses the key-frame method of animation. 
You place the objects in thei1· initial po­
sitions for the animation, and then select 
Animate Scene to indicat e the first key 
frame . To make other key fram es, simply 
change the scene and save it. TI1e pro ­
gra m interprets the movement between 
the frames, giving a smooth an imation 
when rendere d . You can save as many ke)' 
fram es as you need, and E40Jr makes it 
easy to add, dele te, and modify them. 

Once satisfied, choose the Renderer 
module to generate th e finished product. 
The software supports all standa rd Anii­
ga resollllions, with image size ranging 
from postage stamp to full overscan. You 
can rende r in wireframe , polygon, 01; for 
best quality, pixe l mode, and even add 
backgro und and foregrou nd pictur es. 
E40J r does not ray trace, so it generates 
image at a reasonable speed even on un­
accelerared machines. 

Because E4DJr does not render 24-bit 
graph ics, DCTV support would be a wel­
come add ition (as would the ability to pre­
view animations in the modeler). When 
your animation is complete, you can view 
it with the provided player progra m or 
any program that plays an imations. 

EXPLAIN IT AGAlN 

Th e only weak spot in E40Jr is the man­
ual. IL does a barely ad equate job of cov­
ering the progra m, is not well organ ized, 
and is written in a confu sing and some­
times ir rita ting style. Moreove r, the doc­
um enta tion conta ins very little infor­
mation on th e bas ic concept s of 3-0 
modeling and an imation th at are vita l 
for the beg inner s whom E40J r tar gets. 

Otherwise, E40Jr is a great introdu c­
tion to the world of 3-D animati on. Th e 
progra m is reasonably fast on unacceler­
ated systems and is very stable. E40J r is 
a lso easy to use and does not confuse the 
novice with a mult itude of advan ced fea­
tures. In addition, it has features-s uch as 
the abilities to see the scope of your light­
ing and to save the object in a common 
format-t hat are not available in many 
higher-end 3-0 progra ms. Even bet te1; 
the price of the program is much lower 
than that of its nearest count erpart. If you 
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are interested in learning about 3-D an i­
mation, take a look at Expert 40 Jr .

out the jam s a bit. Reach for BoomBox ; 
it will put some suut in your str ide. Billed 
as providing "interactive fun with music," 
it fulfills the pro mise exac tly an d ad­
mirably. Boom Box's metaphor is the tape 
deck and mixer. \ \Tith one of three control 
scree ns, you can play back four virtual 
tracks of music using only the Aniiga's in­
terna l sound s, con u·olling volume and 
add in g sound effec ts. You ca n then 
record the result as a virtua l mixdown. 

Th e opening scree n is an anim ated 
portab le cassette playe1; comple te with 
moving cassette tape, LED meters, and 
speakers. To make them pu lsate, load one 

BoomBox's Remix screen lets you be the 
DJ at the mixing console. 

of the suppli ed mixdown files, a set of 
four pattern tracks fo1· drnm s, bass, synth , 
and solo, with six IFF samples for effects. 
A volume slider conu-ols the playback lev­
el of each track, and tran sport controls 
sta rt , sto p , pause, fast-forwar d , and 
rewind the mix. l fyou like the results, you 
can record and save the playback mix. 

Th e Remix scree n has all the features 
of th e first an d add s a few addi tional 
co ntr ol p os sibili ties to the m ix. Its 
metaphor is a DJ's mixing console , giv-



ing you contrn l over playback temp o and 
effects samples . Solo pads let you load , 
contr ol, and trigge r ind ividua l cfTects 
and , ol'course, record Lhe resulLing mix. 
From the Remix screen, you can also 
monitor which of th e four pa tte rn s per 
tra ck a re playing, trigg er th e curr ent 
measure again, or set it LO loop . 

Th e final SCl'een, J am, has all Lhe pos­
sibilities of Remix and adds tJ1e abi lity LO 
interacLively change Lhe pat tern s tJ1at play 
in each track. Thi s is tJ1e deepe st control 
tJ1e progra m offers. You can not record 
new patte rns or alter tJ1e suppli ed ones, 
all.hough Lhere are a lot of permu taLions 
ava ilable. T he on-lin e help clearly ex­
plains every butt on, fader, and option (it 
shou ld be a model to other developers). 

Th ere are a surpri sing num ber of mu­
sical variations you can make with Boom­
Box; it' s a nalllra l too l for making quick 
soundtra cks an d spott ing in cusLOm 
sound effects. For musical entertainment , 
it's ... well, entertain ing. l wond e1; Lhough, 
how long the limiLed range of Boom Box's 
musical palette will hold a user's in terest. 
TI1e fact tJ1at you cann ot create new pat­
tern s or vary tJ1e style is a severe limita­
tion, as is the lack of connection to MI DI 
devices. lfB oomBox added iliese capabil­
ities, it would be a useful creative tool, in­
stead of merely an enjoyable toy.

your incoming cab le so it reaches severa l 
~ f sets in y~)U1: home, but the resulting 
picture quality 1s not very good. A video 
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signa l is more like water man electricity: 
Split it several times, and , as with water in 
a pipe, you'll get that much less thr ough 
each pipe. In video Lerms, tJ1at means the 
signal so-engt.h dimi nishes enoug h to se­
riously affect the overall pictur e quality. 

A distributi on amp (DA) solves thi s 
problem. It splits tJ1e video signa l several 
Limes, but boosts the signal strengtJ1 so 
Lhat each is as good as the or iginal. TI1is 
is useful when you want LO simultan eously 
record an image LO video tap e and view it 
o n a not her mon iw1-; ma ke mu ltip le 
copies of a tap e using severa l 1-ecorders; 
end a genlock reference signal to severa l 

devices; or simply add more program out­
puts to Lhe Video Toaste1~ As you'll see, the 
two interna l DAs available for the Amiga 
have quite differe nt uses. 

PERSONAL VDA: VIDEO BOOSTER 

T he Personal VOA (video di stribution 
amplifier ) comes in two mode ls. The 
VDA- 1 OOO fits into an IBM slot so you 
can use it in a PC or an Amiga, while the 
VOA-I 050 plugs into an Amiga slot. Both 
versions provide four 75-ohm termin ated 
output s from a sin gle PAL or TTS C 
ource. Th e input is ac-coup led and fed 

to two separat e video amplifi ers , both of 
which pro vide two video-out 8 1C con ­
nectors for a total or four output s. With 
the 1-ear conu u l, you can adjust each bank 
of two for a ga in rnnge of ± 2d8 . TI1e ter­
mination switch is also on me rear ofili e 
board, so you don't have to open your 
comput er for simpl e adju stments. 

If you alread y have a heavy power-sup­
ply load from other interna l cards and 
can't get enough -1 2 volts de, the board 
add s a positive de offset that cuts the -1 2 
load by half, although it ino-eases me + 12 
load by 40 mA. You would turn this off 
only if oilier equipm ent is affected by it, 
an d it should he lp ,-educe power-supp ly 
problems. You can also switch LO - 5 volts 
de. What this all comes down LO is mat me 
Personal VDA has a much better chanc e 
of operating in your machjn e when you 
have a lot of other card s installed. 

T he downsides to having a VDA inside 
your comput e r a re that it occu pies a 
valuable slot and that you have LO reac h 
behind the comput er to plu g and un­
plug cables. Th e big pluses are low cost 
and compacLness for small studi os. 

BREADBOARD: TOASTER D ELAY 

lf you have a Video Toaste1~ you may want 
to Lake a look at me Breadb oa rd. While 
it is not designed to be a ge neral-purp ose 
DA, it does have some DA capabi lities. Its 
prim ary function is as a delay line, and it 
takes strong advanta ge of th e fact tJ1at it 
is plugge d inside tJ1e Amiga and cabled 
LO the Video Toaster'sJP 2 connector. 

It gets its video signa ls dire ctJy from 
the Video Toaste1~ passing Toaster inpu t 
signals thr ough to its own output. BNC 
O is always Progra m output, and 8 C E 
can be either Program output or Preview. 
Th e maximum number of outpu ts from 
a single signal is iliree (Toaster Preview, 
and BNCs D and E set to Preview), so you 
could diso'ibu te a signal to iliree devices. 

TI1e other iliree chann els have a some­
what differem use. Th e ToasLer takes time 
to do what it does, ino·odu cing a 440-
nanosecond del ay. If you have a switcher 
or othe r device conn ected to the Toaster 
output (in video ter minology, it is "down­
stream" of the Toaster) and you want LO 
mix it witJ1 olher incomin g video, me sig­
nals will be out of sync with each otJ1er. 

The tradit ional solu tion is to add de­
lay lines m at del ay me oilier video sig­
nals so tJ1ey arrive al the same time as 
tJ1ose from the Toaste r. Thi s is me pur ­
pose of the other thr ee output s, which 
take the video from me Toaste r inpu ts, 
amplify them, and allow you LO add a de­
lay, adju stable from 25 Lo 525 nan osec­
onds. You can then connect them to your 
downstream switch er and everything will 
work toge the r (assumin g th at all of your 
cables are the same lengili, as even me 
trip down a cable can add some delay). 

The unit comes prese t for input 4, key 
insert , and alpha chann el as the ilir ce 
out put s. Th e a lph a chann e l pr ovides 
mat ting capability for high-qu ality key­
ing with an external switcher/keyer ; sim­
ply conn ect the second provided cable to 
the Toaste r's .JP I connector. Besides pre­
serv ing th e qua lity of the backgro und 
video in keys, Lhis opens up tJ1e options 
of interesting mix effects with tJ1ree pic­
tur es on th e scree n at on ce, mu ltipl e 
keys, and mu ltip le dissolves and wipes. 

Preset is an appropr iate term in severa l 
ways: You must configur-e the board tJ1e 
way you wam it before installation, and it 
is not adjustable once installed. All of the 
settings, includin g uni ty gain, are directly 
connu lled on the board via small poten­
tiometers tl1at 1-equi1-e a tiny screwd1iver or 
t:weeker. You must power down and open 
up your compu ter to change anyming . 

WANTED: MORE EXPLANAT IONS 

My only compl a int is one mat I have wiL.h 
most Arniga video periph erals: very poor 
documentati on. While the Personal VOA 
manual is sparse, at least it pro vides tJ1e 
minimum of informati on you need to 
get started. Th e Bread board , howeve1~ is 
a more compli cated device, and its few 
ph otoco pi ed pages of docum entat io n 
are worse. T hey tell you that you can se­
lect which Toaster input s you want to de­
lay, bm not how LO do it. If you want to

For exa mp le, when 
drawing cu1ve d lines, you can hold down 
the Shi ft key to freeze the curve of your 
upcomin g line segment in p lace, while 
you con1inue to adj ust. the curve of your 
cur rent line segment.

With rega rd to Daryell Sipper' s re­

view of Professional Cale (Sept. , p . 64), 
th ere are a number of the program's 
features that l feel a1-e imp on ant, but 
that Sipp er neg lecte d to mention. The 
first is the speed of the program . A 
great deal of time and effort was spent 
in making frequently used function s­
such as screen updat e, disk load ing, 
spreadsheet edits, and so on-as fast as 
possible. 
. In regard to the above functions, I 
believe that Pro Cale is still the fastest 
spread sheet on the market. Th e tool 
bar across tl1e top a llows quick access to 
imp ortant ed iting functions. T here is 
an ARexx sp readsheet function that 
allows the user to create his or her own 
functions (a powerful featur e not avail­
able in any sprea dsheet package on 
any platform tl1at I know o(). Also, 
Sipp er barely mentioned the d epth 
and ease of use of tl1e grap hin g tools 
ava ilab le. Short -changed as well were 
th e sty le tags, cell notes, multi p le fonts 
on the spreadshee t display, color 
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dithering on the graphin g d isplay .... 
Th e list ju st goes on and on. 

I und erstand that space is a consid­
erati on in any review, but not even 
mentionin g most of th ese features and 
then advising the user to buy MS-DOS 
spreadshee ts because of their larger 
feature list makes liu le sense to me. I 
feel that Amiga World ha do ne a d isser­
vice to the Amiga communit y in u-ying 
to shoot down what, in my opinion , is 
tl1e best spreadsheet available for tl1e 
Amiga and a ve1-y comp etant offering 
in its p rice range fo1· any platform .
