Carlsson unites two automobile worlds which could not be any more 
different: on the one hand, overwhelming engine power and on the other 
hand, the touring limousine. On one, a car trimmed for sportiness and 
on the other, a fully-fledged boot. Here, the coilover kit for top speeds 
on the race track and there, a comfortable damping for long tours. The 
Carlsson CK63S based on the Mercedes-Benz C-class C 63 AMG unites 
all of these contradictions in one car.

The core part of this refinement is the enhanced engine. The renowned 
automobile manufacturer Carlsson is approved by the federal motor 
transport authority and its engineers pull out an unbelievable 565 hp 
(415 kW) out of the 6.3 litre V8. This is nearly a quarter more output 
than the AMG engine which provides 457 hp (336 kW) out of the same 
cubic capacity. The maximum torque rises from 600 Newton metres in 
the AMG to an impressive 685 Newton metres in the CK63S. Therefore, 
the Carlsson C-class accelerates from zero to one hundred in only 3.8 
seconds and is therefore another 0.7 seconds faster than the already 
speedy 4.5 seconds in the serial edition. The maximum speed is electroni-
cally limited to 300 km/h and therefore rises by 50 km/h.

As far as the optimal road handling is concerned, the Mercedes special-
ist brought an absolute top expert on board. The internationally success-
ful race driver Ellen Lohr who also works as a Carlsson brand ambassa-
dor and the engineers from Merzig have perfectly adjusted the Carlsson 
running gear to the strong engine. This allows a continuous traction- and 
compression phase and therefore a perfect adjustment. Comfortable for 
long distance trips and the perfect performance for a ride over winding 
country roads. 

Walk around the Atom and names leap out.  Bilstein, Eibach, Willans.  
Look deeper between the chassis tubes and the spokes of the wheels.

Normally aspirated or super-
charged.  Honda provenance, Ariel design.  Now look further.  Fabri-
cated tubular manifold, ram air system, dedicated electronic control 
unit.  The Ariel detailing.

Flip the ignition.  Electronic needles spring to life, the fuel pump primes.  
Press the starter.  The engine settles to a quiet tickover.  Track or traf-
fic the atom is ready.  First gear and launch the car.  The urgent bark 
of the VTEC cuts in, the supercharger whines, the needles compete to-
wards the 8600 limiter.

Using 11 months of design and development, the Bavarian design 
house Unique Sportcars has completed their first design concept: A 
Super Sports Car for the streets.

Limiting the series to the number of 11, the unique Calavera design 
is based on the Ferrari F430, collaborating exclusively with Ferrari 
Specialist Novitec Rosso and Airbrush Artist Knud Tiroch.
The Calavera concept (Spanish: Skull) is the brand of Unique Sport-
cars, mother of future design implementations.

All involved create an inspiring team. For over 20 years, Novitec is 
well-known on the tuning scene. In the early 90s, Novitic received 
attention and recognition for their Turbo- and Supercharged motors 
for Alfa Romeo. 2003 was the year of the first Novitec Rosso twin-
supercharger engine for Ferrari, making a statement to profession-
als worldwide.

Unique Sportcars develops exclusive designs for customers want-
ing more than off-the-shelf. Custom-tailoring individual ideas and 
customer`s wishes, we are on the look-out for partners to make 
these come to life. Idea, Concept and Implementation, all from one 
source!

Besides design composition and project engineering, these Bavar-
ians have developed a few special extras. Calavera`s front is suited 
with daytime lights, creating a more agressive look, but not imped-
ing on it`s aerodynamics.

The Superior 54 Sport Wagon project was started in the 1980s by an 
individual trying to build his own piece of history. The years went by and 
the project languished. In 2004, Superior Glass Works acquired the un-
finished dream. Five more years and many thousands of hours later, the 
Superior 54 Sport Wagon is available�at last.

The journey was one that combined old-school craftsmanship and lead-
ing-edge technology. One of the most significant pieces of this project was 
to create the body from which a mold could be made. Without an original 
body to start with, the plug was build using wood, foam, fiberglass, body 
filler, steel and anything else that would yield the desired form. These ma-
terials were shaped entirely by hand using only simple tools to create an 
extremely accurate model from which the molds were made.

The next phase of the project blasted our team into the modern era of 
product design and development. The now-perfect plug was imaged with 
a 3-D scanner, producing electronic files of the body from every angle. 
These were handed off to a CAD drafter to digitally create all of the body 
and window trim pieces. Rapid-prototyping technology was utilized to 
produce each part in full scale that were then installed on the body. After 
final hand-fitting of each trim piece, the master parts were finished and 
ready for production and chrome.

Since we were building a Corvette tribute car, it only seemed fitting to use 
the high-performance 1997-2005 C5 Corvette suspension under the skin. 
Leveraging decades of in-house street rod and racing chassis experience, 
and working with our friends at Art Morrison Enterprises, we designed a 
chassis from the ground up to meet our exact specifications. Art Morrison 
then built it up in their leading edge chassis production facility and we 
have a world-class platform on which this car will drive.

W hatever you call it, the DN-01 (could we please have a name with some personal-
ity…?) makes a splash wherever it’s ridden.

The DN defies immediate classification. Its shark-like nose brings to mind a futuristic 
sportbike and is its strongest styling asset, but its considerable length gives it a laid-
back cruiser profile. It looks like a mega-scooter, too, but it’s lower than your typical 
touring scooter. A single-sided swingarm makes room for the stainless-steel exhaust 
and provides for easier access to the semi-adjustable rear shock

Riding the DN couldn’t be easier. It’s powered by a 680cc, 52-degree V-Twin borrowed 
from the European-market Transalp. Although it has roots to the late-1980s Hawk GT, 
the SOHC, 4-valve motor is thoroughly modernized with a sophisticated fuel-injection 
system using dual 40mm throttle bodies and high-tech 12-hole injectors.

In terms of Bike Week qualities, the DN’s deficiency is revealed after thumbing the 
starter button – this has got to be the most docile V-Twin exhaust note in history. The 
EFI’s auto-enrichment system ensures quick rideability. Then things get weird.

A rider subconsciously reaches for a clutch lever that isn’t there. This “crossover” is 
meant to appeal to less-experienced riders, so it is fitted with an automatic trans-
mission. Called HFT (Human Friendly Transmission), this is a continuously variable, 
hydro-mechanical design that is a big leap in technology above the simple belt-drive 
CVTs (continuously variable transmission) in scooters.
