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not accessible to  the reader. Whereas occasional references of 
this kind may not be avoided if pertinent information is to  be 
considered, too frequent reference to unpublished results is un- 
desirable. The reader must accept or reject these results with- 
out the benefit of resort to  a paper where a more detailed ac- 
count of experimental data or discussion of the validity of the 
results is given. 

On the whole this book is worth careful study by experimental 
chemists interested in preparative methods, purification proc- 
esses, or heterogeneous equilibria a t  elevated temperatures. 
The book is moderately priced and should make a valuable addi- 
tion to the personal library. 
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
