The Multiphase Flow Committee of the Fluids Engineering Division and the Committee on Heat Transfer 
in Materials Processing and Manufacturing (K-15) of the Heat Transfer Division are organizing a symposium 
on Multiphase Flow and Heat Transfer in Materials Processing. The pupose of the symposium is to provide 
a forum for the presentation on activities in current and emerging technologies, novel and promising processes 
and future areas in materials processing.

A draft of the paper will be due on 7 March and the decision on paper 
acceptance will be made on 6 May. Final papers will be due on 11 July 1994.
