’1‘0 THE MEMBERS OF THE COUNCIL: 

The following letter addressed to the Sec- 
retary of the Council has been rfceived from 
Frank H. Freericks, Chairman of the Advisory 
Committee for Soldier and Sailor Pharmacists : 

“Am returning to  you herewith the letter 
from Prof. Wulling, which has been read with 
great interest. Of course, it is now too late 
to speak of the enormous task which our Com- 
mittee has undertaken, as a possible reason for 
not undertaking it, because our work is under 
way. We are having the hearty cooperatiou 
of all the pharmaceutical journals, and through 
the wholesale houses of the country are about 
to  distribute fifty thousaud circular letters and 
rcturn questionnaire cards. We have been 
fairly swamped with demands for circular let- 
ters, such demands even now being for more 
than one hundred and fifty thousand. We are 
hopeful, however, that with thc distribution 
of the fifty thousand, and with the publication 
of the questionnaire in all of the drug journals, 
that we will be able to reach every retail drug- 
gist in the country. 

The enthusiastic responses and cooperation 
which we are already having from all sides 
convince me that our work will be of very 
great help, and that ultimately it can be of 
very great credit to  the A. Ph. A. What our 
Committee now needs, is, the most hearty good- 
will and cooperation on the part of everyone 
who has the welfare of the A. Ph. A. a t  heart. 
We thoroughly appreciate that we have un- 
dertaken no small task, but we want to  demon- 
strate that the A .  Ph. A. through its Commit- 
tees is able to  successfully carry through a 
very big task. I fear that Dr. Wulling has 
not become fully informed regarding the scope 
of our work. The finding of positions Tor the 
returning men is only one feature. Of course, 
we know that there is great demand for drug 
clerks in every community, but the tendency 
of those returning will be io stay in the larger 
cities, so that there may be three applicants 
€or every position in the larger cities, while there 
is a continued scarcity in the smaller towns, 
unless this situation can be handled in some 
systematic manner for the entire couutry. 
There are possibly over a thousand men now 
in the Army who had their own stores, and who 
have sold them. Are these men to come back 
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and start new stores, or is it not bettcr to  try 
to induce them to buy now existing stores from 
men who are willing to retire? Of the approxi- 
mately ten thousand pharmacists and assis- 
tants, who are uow in the Service, fully one- 
half will not have had advantagr of Pharmacy 
college training. Will i t  not be for the good 
of Pharmacy if someof these meti can be in- 
duced to  take tip college studies, and would it 
not bc a wonderful thing for American Phar- 
macy, if two or three thousand of these men 
could be induced to spend even a year only a t  
Collcgc of Pharmacy? The possibilitics for 
American Pharmacy in this work are almost 
beyond appreciation a t  this time. My greatest 
fear rests in that we may fail to have complctc 
co6peration and understanding on the part of 
some whose assistance will be almost essential. 
With a really heartfelt and unselfish assistance 
on all sides, we are bound to do a wonderful 
lot or good.” 

The letter of Frederick J. Wulling, referred 
to by Chairman Freericks, was as follows: 

“I wonder whether the Soldier and Sailor 
Pharmacists’ Advisory Committee realizes 
what a stupendous program of u-ork it pro- 
poses to attempt? 

So far as northwestern pharmacists now in 
service are concerned, I feel quite certain that 
when they return home every one will either 
be takeu back to  his former employment or 
will have no difficulty in finding suitable open- 
ings. In  fact, I am confident that there will 
be competition for the services of these men. 

I am heartily in sympathy with the estab- 
lishment of a fund to be used in helping partly 
or totally disabled pharmacists. 

As far as the other proposed uudertakings of 
the committee are conccrned they seem to me, 
a t  least as far as the Northwest is concerned, 
to  be unnecessary.”
