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new edition differs from the second, reviewed in THIS JOURNAL, 31, 607 
(1909), by certain corrections and by the addition of some new quanti­
tative matter. This is a decided improvement since a quantitative experi­
ment teaches, as a rule, much more than a qualitative one. The many ad­
mirable features of the work and its main defects have been mentioned 
in the former review. The reviewer uses this work in teaching his classes 
but finds it advizable to require a good deal more quantitative work and 
also the isolation, in a fairly pure state, of several physiologically im­
portant substances.
