TweENTY - SEVENTH ANNUAL  MEETING
HELD AT ROOSEVELT HOTEL, NEW ORLEANS, MAY 28.29, 1936

HE twenty-seventh annual con-

vention of the American Oil
Chemists’ Society was held at the
Roosevelt Hotel in New Orleans
on May 28 and 29.

The opening number of the an-
nual meeting usually is the address
of the president, with his recom-
mendations for the future of the
society. This feature, however, had
to be omitted this year due to the
illness of President Robinson, who
was unable to attend. In his ab-
sence the new president, E. C
Ainslie, took charge of the meeting.
