Foreword 

T H E  four th  in the series of short courses sponsored 
by  the American Oil Chemists '  Society was held 

dur ing the week of J u l y  6-11, 1952. Previous courses 
were given in 1948, 1949, and 1950. This yea r ' s  course 
presented a general review 
of soaps and syndets and 
their  raw materials  and 
was a r ranged  in coopera- 
tion with State Univers i ty  
of New Jersey,  Rutgers,  at  
New Brunswick, N. J.  As 
in  p r e v i o u s  y e a r s ,  t h e  
course was deemed a suc- 
cess by  the par t ic ipants ,  
both f rom the technical 
and social points of view. 
Registrat ion for  the course 
included 120 men and 1 
woman. 

A new residence hall was 
made available for  the ex- 
clusive occupancy of the 
men taking the c o u r s e .  
Meals were served to the 
par t ic ipants  in the gdjoin- F.D. Snell 
mg commons. 

Under  the leadership of a different chairman for 
each of the five days, four  lectures were given every 
morning.  A lecture on a somewhat more general topic 
was also given each evening af ter  dinner. Many thanks 
are due those who contr ibuted of their  experience and 
knowledge in p repar ing  and delivering these lectures 
without remunera t ion  and at their  own expense. P lant  
visits were made by  groups on four  afternoons, to Col- 
gate-Palmolive-Peet  in Je rsey  City, Lever  Brothers  in 
Edgewater ,  J.  Howard  Smith in Por t  Newark, and 
Woburn  Chemical in Kearny ,  N. J .  These t r ips  en- 
abled par t ic ipants  to view the operations involved in 
large-scale product ion of soaps and syndets as well as 
their  raw materials.  

Apprecia t ion and thanks are extended to Maurice 
A. Chaffee, director of the Universi ty  Extension Divi- 
sion, for  the pleasant and comfortable ar rangements  
made at Rutgers  University.  Credit for  success of the 
course is also due the general committee on arrange-  
ments.
