Ed  contributed m a n y  good ideas to this 
depar tment ,  and we all owe him a vote of thanks. R . A .  Reiners took over this work with the August  

issue. ~.Ve are assured of continuing the most complete and current  compila- 
tion of abstracts  that  it is possible for  us to get. We apprecia te  Bob ' s  efforts 
toward this end. 

A system of associate editors was inaugura ted  last fall  a f te r  the Minne- 
apolis convention. D. H. Wheeler, J.  C. Cowan, R. T. O'Connor ,  W. C. Ault, 
and F. A. Kummerow have offered to assist the editor with the handl ing of 
manuscripts .  I t  is hoped that  this will provide bet ter  reviewing and editing 
of each paper.  Last  year  the 50 books and  almost 200 manuscr ip ts  submit ted 
for  review proved to be quite t ime-consuming for  the editor. The help of these 
associate editors is grea t ly  appreciated.  There is still oppor tun i ty  for  more 
editorial  work, and anyone interested in improving the Journa l  by  helping 
authors to improve their  papers  in this way should contact the editor at  once.

A word should be said about the November issue. I ts  192 pages of news, 
informat ive  advertising, original papers,  abstracts,  and short  course proceed- 
ings make it the largest (and most expensive) single issue in the his tory of the 
Society.

A. R. Baldwin same is t rue for the previous short course volumes on " E n g i n e e r i n g  Aspects 
of Oilseed Process ing"  in 1953, " S o a p s  and De te rgen t s "  in 1952, " D r y i n g  

Oi l s"  in 1950, and " E d i b l e  Fa t s  and Oi ls"  in 1949. 
Along with a bigger and better  Journal ,  there were some rate changes too. The persistent increase in 

publishing costs gave need for a moderate  upward  revision in advert is ing rates. Also it was found nec- 
essary to raise the non-member subscription rates b y  $1.00 per  year.  

S O much for 1954. How about 1955 ! The Society and Journa l  have progressed a long way since their  
beginnings. However  only a s tar t  has been made compared with the potential  oppor tun i ty  for  serv- 

ice. Hundreds  of possible advertisers,  and thousands of chemists, engineers, p lant  managers,  p lant  
operators,  and salesmen need the service which the Society and the Journa l  can give them. Some of 
these people have not been introduced to the Amer ican  Oil Chemists '  Society; others have not become 
well enough acquainted with its functions to take advantage  of them. Here  it is tha t  each of us can get 
into the picture.

nishes, linoleums, detergents,  soaps, f a t t y  acids, f a t t y  acid derivatives, and by-product  oil meals. Or you 
might  tell your  f r iend of the original scientific and technical  repor ts  in the Journa l  on all these products  
and of the abst ract  section, which provides a cu r r en t  review of work reported in other journals  through- 
out the world. Or you might describe the work of the many  committees of the Society to develop faster  
and more reliable analyt ical  methods. He  may  wish to par t ic ipate  in some of this committee work or to 
purchase a copy of the A.O.C.S. Book of Methods, which provides s tandard  analyt ical  procedures on 
which much of the oil and fa t  t rad ing  rules are based.
