UT OF A FIELD of eight entries the winning manuseript in
O the Fatty Acid Producers’ Research Award contest was

entitled ‘‘Synthesis and Purification of Fatty Acids by
the Pyrolysis of Esters.’’ Announcement was made on October
11, 1955, by M. L. Sheely, chairman of the Award committee
established by the American Oil Chemists’ Society to admin-
ister the contest for the Association of American Soap and
Glycerine Producers Ine.

Both authors, William J. Bailey and William Turek, came in
person to the Philadelphia meeting to receive the award. Mr.
Bailey took his undergraduate work at the University of Min-
nesota and post-graduate work at the University of Illinois.
He is now research professor in organic chemistry at the
University of Maryland.
