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G. W. Agee Dies

G. W. Agee (1909), past president and charter member of
the American Oil Chemists’ Society, died after an extended
illness at his home in Memphis, Tenn., on July 25, 1955.

Mr. Agee was one of that group of nine men who met in
Memphis in May, 1909, for the purpose of forming an associ-
ation which a year later in Little
Rock Ark., was formally organized
ag the Society of Cotton Produets
Analysts with 20 members. The
name was later changed to The
American Oil Chemists’ Society.
‘With E. R. Barrow he drew up the
first constitution and by-laws for
submission to the Little Rock meet-
ing and served as secretary and
treasurer until May 1912. He was
elected viece president in 1913 and
president in 1914.

Born in Riehmond, Va., on Au-
gust 20, 1882, Mr. Agee was gradu-
ated from Louisiana State Univer-
sity in 1901. His first position was
as assistant chemist at the Louisiana
Sugar Experiment Station, Audubon
Park, New Orleans, La. The follow-
ing year he became chemist in the
sugar mill of d’Estrehan plantation
on the Mississippi river above New
Orleans. Early in 1903 he returned

to New Orleans to become chemist of the New Orleans Acid

and Fertilizer Company, a subsidiary of the American Cotton
Qil Company.

On September 1, 1903, he accepted a position with Felix Paguin
in Memphis, who at this time was a pioneer in developing a
consulting and analytical laboratory service to the cottonseed
oil industry. Three years later this association resulted in the
organization of a partnership, Paquin and Agee, which con-
tinued until Mareh, 1909, when Paquin left Memphis and sold
his interest to Agee, who continued the laboratory in his own
name until May 1, 1917. At that time, E. R. Barrow and Agee,
who had been friendly eompetitors in the same field, joined in
forming Barrow-Agee Laboratories Ine.

Mr. Agee served on many of the Society’s committees, in-
cluding the Refining, Bleaching Methods, and Oil Color com-
mittees. He was a member of the special Constitution and
By-Laws Revision committee, and was on the Referee Board
from 1940 to 1950.

In 1917 at the Dallas convention he was appointed by the
Governing Board as editor of the Society’s first official publi-
cation, the Chemists’ Section of the Cotton Oil Press, and con-
tinued in that position until March 1920. This publication was
the forerunner of the present Journal.

Although he had recently been making plans for retirement,
Mr. Agee remained active at Barrow-Agee Laboratories until
his death. Through his many aetivitics in the Society and his
constant willingness to be helpful, he endeared himself to
many people, not only in his profession, but in the industry.
He is survived by his widow.

On the Educational Front

American Cyanamid Company, New York, N. Y., has an-
nounced that 17 undergraduate scholarships and 14 graduate
fellowships will be awarded in chemistry and chemical engi-
neering for the academic year 1955-56.
