P re fe r ence  
will be given to s tudies  hav ing  some re la t ion  to pure  or 
commercia l  g rades  of f a t t y  acids  ra the r  t h a n  to physio-  
logical or biochemical  s tudies  of  thei r  glycerides.  

Or ig ina l i ty  in ex tend ing  the appl ica t ion  of such f a t t y  
ac ids  or thei r  der ivat ives  into new fields of  u se fu lness  
will receive special considera t ion.  

2. El ig ib i l i ty  : The award  is to be given for  work done in an  
educat iona l  i n s t i t u t ion  in  the  Un i t ed  S ta tes  or Can ad a  
while the  ind iv idua l  is a cand ida te  for  a degree  (bachelor ,  
mas te r ,  or doctor)  or on the  s ta f f  of  an  educa t iona l  in- 
s t i t u t ion  wi th in  one year  a f t e r  receipt  of  such a degree.  
Submiss ion  of  a paper  or thes is  m a y  take  place wi th in  
one yea r  a f t e r  the  au tho r  is g r adua t ed .  ( G r a d u a t e s  who 
receive thei r  degrees  between J a n u a r y  1955 and  J u n e  1956 
will be eligible fo r  the  1956 award . )  

In  respect  to t eam au thorsh ip ,  a t  least  one of the  candi-  
da tes  m u s t  meet  the  r equ i r emen t  as se t  fo r th  above, in  
which event  the  ent i re  t eam shal l  be considered eligible 
for  the  award .  

3. Admin i s t ra t ion  of  A w a r d :  The Associa t ion  of  Am er i can  
Soap and  Glycerine P roduce r s  Inc. h a s  de legated  complete  
respons ib i l i ty  for  a d m i n i s t e r i n g  th i s  award  to the  Ameri-  
can Oil C h e m i s t s '  Society,  inc lud ing  in t e rp re t a t i on  of  the  
rules gove rn ing  such award.
