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Bond Award to Be Given in New Orleans for First Time

Qne of the features of the annual Awards luncheon at
the 50th anniversary meeting of the American Oil Chem-
ists’ Society in New Orleans, April 20-22, at the Roosevelt
hotel, will be the giving of the Bond gold medal award for
the best manuseript presented at the 1958 fall meeting in
Chieago.

Rules were pub-
lished in the October 1958 issue of the Journal: 60 points
for oral presentation, 40 points for presentation of manu-
seript. The purpose of the award is to stimulate interest
in presenting papers before the Society and in improving
the over-all quality of the presentation and the manuseript.

Other awards at the Wednesday luncheon will be for
participants in the Smalley check sample work and for win-
ners in the golf tournament.

Social events at the New Orleans meeting will include a
program for the ladies, past presidents’ dinner at Kolb’s,
golf tournament Tuesday, and the banquet and dance
Tuesday.

The full technical program was published in the March
issue of the Journal, listing 59 papers in concurrent ses-
sions.

The
apparatus is essentially a condensed drill press with the ver-
tical motion inverted, the drilling platform being elevated
with respect to a fixed bearing head by a compound lever
mechanism. In operation the spindle which holds the borer is
driven at a constant rate of 800 r.p.m. by a V-belt drive. This
speed provides clean fast cutting over the entire range of
common diameter from 5 to 22 mm. A safety limit adjust-
ment saves cutting borer edges and eliminates frequent
sharpening. This adjustment limit stop prevents contact of
the cutting borer edge with the metal plate of the drilling
platform but still permits penetration through the stopper
