Record 112 Papers Draw 865 
"Plan Ahead" Motto of Minneapolis Committee 

The 37th Fal l  Meeting in Minneapolis will be most fre- 
quently remembered f o r  the outstanding planning and 
organization which preceded it. Readers of the September 
JAOCS were offered the complete Technical Program, in- 
cluding abstracts of the papers  to be presented. This 
factor alone was impressive, for this was not only the 
largest and most diversified AOCS Program ever offered, 
but Progranl Chairman D. H. Wheeler was able to finalize 
it sufficiently in advance to allow this detailed preview in 
the Journal.  I t  is to be noted that plans for a complete 
review of the Program have been cancelled due to the ad- 
vance publication. Interested parties are referred to the 
September issue. 

Not until registrants began to arrive was it obvious 
that this saule unusual pre-planning was devoted to the 
entire meeting. 

Committee Institutes "Package" Registration 

As it became apparent  that Fal l  Meetings would bring 
close to 1,000 people together, registration policies re- 
quired improvement to compensate. With a "weather eye" 
toward next year 's  Chicago Fall Meeting, where record 
attendance is expected, R. M. Nieholsen, Minneapolis 
Registration Chairman, instituted a complete "package" 
plan which brought registration inconvenience to an end. 
Pre-registration was encouraged, requiring the pre-regis- 
tered only to stop and pick up an envelope containing 
all the materials necessary to his part icipation as he spe- 
cified it. Those who did not pre-register were also favored 
with speedy processing through the package plan system.

ample, organized an unusual program for registrants. 
For ty-four  exhibit booths, nearly twice the average number, 
were utilized at the Meeting. Brief descriptions of these 
exhibits were published in advance in the Journal,  and 
were forwarded to each member, allowing him to plan his 
visits with supporting industry in the same manner he 
planned his attendance to the technical sessions. Exhibits 
were located and positioned in such a fashion as to allow 
maximmn convenience to the visitor. This effort was so 
well accepted by both industry and membership that it will 
be duplicated next year  in Chicago. A complete pictorial 
review of the Exhibit Program has been postponed to the 
December issue, where it can be afforded the prominence 
it deserves. The reader will not wish to nfiss this De- 
cember feature. 

The work of the Hotel and Entertainment Committees, 
under the direction of R. A. Marmor and L. V. Anderson 
respectively, was indispensable to the high caliber of the 
meeting. Facilities were exceptional--from registration 
through the last technical session. Concurrent sessions, 
well planned to avoid conflict, were centrally located for 
optimum convenience. Each of the fine social events was 
enhanced by an obvious "all out" effort on the part  of the 
Ifotel to provide every possible convenience.
