Clearly, the AOCS has become inter-
ested in more people, and more people are quickly becoming
interested in the AOCS.

Monday morning, October 12, Sunday was a busy day from
beginning to end. The Examination Board, first of twenty-
eight AOCS Committees to meet during the Chicago Con-
vention, "broke the ice" at 10 :O0 a.m. The Governing Board,
normally at the top of the schedule, convened at 1:00 p.m. to
consider an unusually heavy agenda. Scheduled to adjourn
at 6:00 p.m. in time for the Pre-Convention Mixer, the
Board had to settle for a 30 minute recess, allowing Board
members to welcome several hundred registrants gathered
in the Congress Hotel's lovely Avenue West Room for the
traditional "Early-Bird" function.
