Wherever the spreading of germs is a hygienie risk, solid
surfaces such as working tops, instruments, floors, furniture,
and possibly, walls, must be almost or completely free from
germs in order to prevent the spread of disease. The char-
acteristic of germs to adhere to surfaces enables examination
of the various materials used in solid surfaces to find out to
what extent germs adherc to them and to seientifically quan-
tify this question. As far as practical hygiene is concerned,
this means that materials with a high degree of germ adhesion
can he freed from germs only with difficulty by normal clean-
ing technics. Here, the germ-killing effect of chemiecal surface
disinfeetants is generally the only solution to the problem.

INFLUENCE OF ORAL POLYUNSATURATED AND SATURATED PHOS-
PHOLIPID TREATMENT ON THE LIPID COMPOSITION AND FATTY
ACID PROFILE OF CHIMPANZEE LIPOPROTEINS. M. Rosseneu, B.

Pceters, and V. Blaton (Algemeen Ziekenhuis Sint Jan,
Ruddershove, B-8000 Brugge, Belgium) Atherosclerosis 32,
141-53 (1979). The influence of treatment with poly-
unsaturated lecithin (EPL) and with saturated lecithin on
the lipoprotein composition and fatty acid profile was in-
vestigated in 4 male chimpanzees. The animals were sue-
cessively given 3 isocalorie diets eontaining the same amount
of fat with a degree of saturation varying from 1 in the
control diet to 0.2 in the dict cnriched with polyunsaturated
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lecithin, to 4 in the diet enriched with saturated lecithin.
The saturated leeithin treatment inereasecs the plasma VLDL
and LDL econcentrations and the triglyceride levels and in-
creases mostly the saturation ratio of the cholesterol esters,
These effeets are likely to enhance the progression of athero-
sclerosis.
